Maynard Street & West Third Entry Portals

A. Locate pillars as needed to avoid impediments on Maynard Street

B. Change design from double pillars with wrought iron to single pillars with a top light fixture and Historic District sign similar to the West Fourth Street pillars.  

Item 4. Dale Gaffney

916 West Third Street

A. Remove existing asphalt roofing.  Install architectural shingles. Color: Slate Tone Gray.  .

B. .Reinstall existing gutters.  

Item 5. Gloria Miele

419 West Fourth Street

A. Repair roof as needed. Begin roof replacement with slate on main.  Use rubber roofing or metal on flat, unseen sections. 

B. Install ½ round galvanized gutters with round downspouts as needed.

I. Reconstruct front entry porch with shallow pitch roof.  Include steps with closed risers. Design to be similar to depictions in historic record of building.

J. Paint building. Benjamin Moore Body-1052 sea urchin (beige) and Trim 2096-40 gaucho brown.

342-344 Campbell Street 

A. Close up box gutter system on front porch.  Seal openings, repair any rotted wood and replace missing trim with wood same as original in appearance.

B. Repair rear porch roof support structure and beams 

C. Securely re install existing metal railings on rear 

D. Remove existing asphalt roofing.  Install architectural shingles. Color: Slate Gray

E. Install roll roofing on flat rear porch roof and front porch roof.  :

F. Repair rear first floor soffit/eaves/fascia (overhang) with wood of same appearance and design as the original porch.

G. Install galvanized ½ round gutters and round downspouts, Paint to match trim.

H. Paint new wood same colors as existing.
