710 West Third Street

A.  At the rear, construct a one-story addition on a footprint similar to the original porch and addition.  The new addition will be slightly larger than the original area.  New addition will have:

Concrete block foundation

9/12 -pitched gabled roof.  Roof material of charcoal or black architectural shingles.  The soffit, fascia and other house trim will be matched.

Wood clapboard siding and trim matching the main house.

One or two double hung, one-over-one vinyl replacement windows of a size similar to the original window.  Replacement window color: Beige or white.  Installation to include wood windowsills and casings similar to those on the house.  Windows will be equal in size and windows will be located symmetrically.

B. Remove existing east side, rear stoop.  Construct a new 6’ x 6’deck and an accessibility ramp from rear, east side, north toward the rear of the lot.  The ramp will have a 1” in 12” slope.  

Materials: Pressure treated lumber

Railings: 2” x 2” square, closely spaced, (3” recommended).  Spindles are not to be face nailed.  Cover boards will be placed at the top and bottom of the spindles.  The rail top will be chamfered to allow better water run off,

Lattice: If the landing to ground height allows it, install framed, tight weave, wood lattice in the apron areas of the landing. 

Steps: Off the landing, install wood steps with closed risers and railings as noted above,

Posts: square with chamfered corners.

Door in east wall will be closed, filled with clapboard. Install one new steel, raised panel door with trim casing similar in appearance to the existing house trim.  Door to be a minimum 36” wide to allow wheelchair access.  New door location is on the side of the house near the side porch/ramp. 

C. Construct a shed roof over the landing.  The roof material is charcoal or black architectural shingles that matches the main house roof shingle.  

D. Paint all to match existing house colors.
