Wrap around porch with groups of supporting columns and small second story porch.  Small stained glass window on second floor.  Double roof dormers with wood shingles and fish scale trim.  Built for Henry Johnson.  Architect was Amos S. Wagner

A. Install one business identification sign between 4” x 4” posts topped by gold balls.  Sign is carved foam, one or two sided, estimated 36” x 32” in size.  

Colors:  maroon or burgundy background, gold and white lettering, green accent at edges and black address oval.  Location to be determined by Codes/Zoning requirements. 

B. Construct a third floor interior egress (serves as a fire escape) over the existing 2 story interior egress (rear west).  New addition to be completed per attached drawings and will match the lower enclosed fire egress structure in width and general appearance.  .

Work includes flat rubber roof,

Wood clapboard siding and trim that match the existing,

6 double hung aluminum storm windows of similar size to the windows on the 2nd floor structure,  

½ round gutter and round galvanized gutters.

Paint all to match existing.  Construction will require one existing rear window to be removed and a door installed.  

C.   Install clear glass panel over existing stained glass window.  Installation to cause no damage to window.
