1035 West Fourth Street      

A.
Remove older sections of asphalt roofing (rear and section on front).  Replace sheeting.  Install CertainTeed Landmark, Resawn Shake (shades of brown) shingles.   Reinstall existing spouting system.  (The board suggests the owner consider slate gray shingles)

Item 3: YWCA

815 West Fourth Street

A:  Remove and replace 21 existing exterior doors with new steel, raised panel replacement doors, Ceco brand, with and without window lites.  Style as per submitted drawings.  Paint doors to match existing trim color.  Retain existing front door and trim.

 YWCA

815 West Fourth Street

A.
Remove an existing concrete and steel ramp from the east side of building.  Construct a new ramp in the same location with similar dimensions and appearance.  New ramp to be constructed with a concrete deck (internal heating elements), steel framing, and railings of bronze or black.  Landscaping, plants are recommended by HARB.

815 West Fourth Street

A.
Remove all existing slate roofing from building.  Replace with Owens Corning Estate Gray architectural shingles.

B.
Reline existing gutter system.  No change in appearance.

Item 7. HOPE Enterprises

625 West Edwin Street

A.
Remove existing metal roof.  Install new membrane roofing.  Color: Black

B.
Install ½ round gutters with round downspouts. White.

C.
Remove deteriorated storm windows.  Install new aluminum storm windows.  Match window meeting rail.  Color: White.

D.
Paint as needed, same colors as existing.

Item 8. HOPE Enterprises  

614 West Fourth Street

A.
Replace front railing.  Install wrought Iron handrail, with 1 ¼” posts, ¾” balusters spaced 4” o.c.  Color: Black

B.
Replace existing front door with wood or steel door of similar appearance.  6 panel.  Retain side lites.  Install new casings & trim, as needed.  Match existing.  

C.
Paint trim and other previously painted areas as needed.  Same as existing.

Item 9. Castle of Castillo, LLC

614-616 Grace Street

A.
Remove vinyl siding from exterior.  Repair and or replace the underlying clapboard as needed to restore.  Match original size and style using wood or Hardie plank clapboard  

B.
Install brick to match the existing brick on the front, former storefront area. Trim to match existing.  Install two windows, same size as house windows, with matching trim and window lintels to match existing. 

C.
Remove white vinyl windows and replace with Ply Gem almond double hung windows, one over one pane.  New windows are to properly fit existing opening without alteration of opening size.  Repair casing and trim to match original.

D.
Remove two entry doors and replace with wood, raised 6 panel doors.  New doors are to properly fit existing opening without alteration of opening size.  Repair or replace door casing and trim to match original.  Remove the new transom.

E.
Remove siding and plywood from 2 east & west side porches.  Retain brackets, trim, and posts.  Rebuild porches, same size, with tongue & groove deck, wood steps with closed risers, framed tight weave lattice on apron.  Railing style-handrail top & bottom with square, closely spaced spindles.  Spindles are not to be face nailed.

F.
 Repair the existing rear porch using materials that match the existing.  Similar to side porches in appearance.

G.
Wash building with Low-pressure wash and brush.  Clean joints by hand or with properly sized tools.  Do not over cut joints.  Point brick and stone as needed with a high lime mortar mix.  Match original joint profile. 

H.
Paint building – Colors: Sheraton Sage – SW0014 Body, Downing Sand-SW2822, Rookwood Antique Gold and Fairfax Brown-SW2856

I.
Replace narrow awning over the front first floor façade, same as existing, using metal.  

Item 10. Castle of Castillo, LLC

324 Walnut Street 

A.
Repair and reinstall wood windows and storm windows.   Window trim, casings and sills are to be retained and repaired to original appearance. 

B.
 Remove two entry doors and replace with wood, raised 6 panel doors:  New doors are to properly fit existing opening without alteration of opening size.  Any repair or replacement of door casing and trim to match original.

C.
Repair 2nd and 3rd floor porches (front north/west corner).  Install small ornamental wrought iron railing on top of the existing masonry banister if needed to address safety issues.  

D.
Install new tongue and groove decking on east side porch decks.  Remove all rotted wood on porches and replace with wood similar to existing.  Repair steps with wood, closed risers.  Return later for porch railing style      

E.
Replace flat roof areas with rubber membrane roof.

F.
Replace shingles on upper section of roof with Architectural shingles – slate gray color

G.
Repair any rotted wood, trim, and brackets with wood, to same as original appearance.  

J.
Wash building with a Low-pressure wash and brush.  Repair stucco as needed.  Match the original stucco pattern and material composition.   

H.
Paint building and trim – Colors: Peace Yellow SW2857, Rookwood Antique Gold SW2814, Classical WhiteSW2829-accent, Roycroft Bottle GreenSW2847

Item 11. Castle of Castillo, LLC

605 Grace Street

A.
Remove siding from the front porch railing.  Retain any existing posts, railings & spindles.  Replace as needed with appropriate new materials in the same size and shape.    Handrail style railings with top and bottom rails and tightly spaced turned spindles.

B.
Install new tongue and groove deck on front porch. 

C.
There are no existing windows.  Install Ply Gem almond double hung windows, one over one pane.  New windows are to properly fit existing opening without alteration of opening size.  Existing wood trim, casings and sills are to be retained and repaired to original appearance.

D.
Wash building with Low-pressure wash and brush.  Clean joints by hand or with properly sized tools.  Do not over cut joints.  Point brick and stone as needed with a high lime mortar mix.  Match original joint profile and mortar color. 

E.
 Paint all previously painted surfaces (not the brick) – Colors: Jubilee SW6248, Extra White SW7006, Salute SW7582

Item 12. Castle of Castillo, LLC

760 Grace Street

A.
Remove vinyl siding from the gables.  Retain and repair underlying clapboard and trim to same as original appearance.  

B.
Repair any rotted wood, trim, sills, casings, and brackets with wood, to same as original appearance.  

C.
Repair the existing deteriorated rear porch using materials similar to the existing.  Retain any remaining brackets & posts.  Replace deck with tongue & groove decking.   Retain any existing posts, railings & spindles.  Replace as needed with appropriate new materials in the same size and shape.   Handrail style railings with top and bottom rails and tightly spaced turned spindles.    

D.
Install framed, tight weave lattice around rear porch apron.  Install wood steps with closed risers.

E.
 Wash building with Low-pressure wash and brush.  Point brick and stone as needed with a high lime mortar mix after cleaning joints by hand or with properly sized tools.  Do not over cut joints.  Match original joint profile.   Replace any missing brick with matching brick.

F.
 Rebuild missing front porch: New porch to have tongue & groove deck, wood steps with closed risers, framed tight weave lattice on apron.  Turned posts with brackets.  Railing/banister with handrail top & bottom and turned, closely spaced spindles.  Spindles are not to be face nailed. Slate gray architectural shingled roof.  See 758 Grace for an example of the size and how the porch should look (except for the spindles)

G.
Reinstall falling ½ round gutters and round downspouts.

H.
 Paint all previously painted surfaces– Colors: Return later for colors
