Item 2. David Hedrick

531 West Fourth Street

A. Install a metal fire escape from the rear third floor of the building.  Retain and use the existing third floor gable window to provide an exit.  Cut an opening in the second floor porch roof and install metal fire escape from third floor to second floor porch deck.  Remove the east section of the second floor porch railing.  Install metal fire escape down to ground level.  

B. Material to be steel, black finish or painted black.

Item 3.  Green Trees Development LLC

914-916 Vine Avenue

A. Remove 3 story addition from the rear of the building.

B. Retain any remaining trim and original building structure.  

C. Rebuild and restore the mansard roof and the built-in gutter system.  Install CertainTeed Colonial Gray architectural shingles on total mansard roof.  Repair gutter troughs as needed. with wood, metal & rubber liner.  Install round downspouts as needed.

D. Rebuild soffit and restore missing or rotted trim including dentils, brackets, window trim and sills.  Replace with wood or molded millwork replacement material of the same appearance.

E. Remove both front porch decks, steps and lattice.  Retain porch posts and railings.  Repair these as needed to same appearance.  Rebuild porches, same size, with fir tongue and groove decking, wood steps with closed risers and framed tight weave lattice.  

F. Repoint where needed with a high lime mortar, being careful not to over cut joints.  Match existing joint profile and width.

G. Paint body- Georgian Brick,   Trim – Tan or Cream,  Accent- Black
