A:  Remove and replace all exterior doors (except for the door under the gabled roof).  Install Jeldwen 6 panel steel doors.  Retain existing trim and casings.  Doors to fit the existing opening size without fill.    Paint doors.  Color: Charlestown Brown  (dark brown)  

B.   Install replacement doors for the main (gable area) entry.  Style: 6 panel double steel doors.  Retain existing trim and casings and fit the original opening size without fill.  

C. Repair the Palladium window and the transom over the doors.  Remove plywood fill and install glass.

405 - 403 West Fourth Street 

A.  Install metal storm windows on exterior of existing windows.  Color: Black. Match meeting rail of existing windows. 

B.   Paint previously painted surfaces as needed, using same colors as existing. 

C.  Install clear panels over stained glass windows.  Glass panels are recommended but Plexiglas is acceptable if glass cannot be installed for some reason.

D. At the rear of the property, install either: 

a black chain link fence that will be planted and camouflaged with bushes or other plants, or

a plank wood fence with a framed lattice top, stained to match house, or

a black aluminum fence.
