Item 2 Michael Morrone

746 West Third Street

A. Build a 6’ high, L shaped, wall at the rear of the property.  Wall to be around perimeter of existing concrete pad.  (Est. 25’ with an 18’ return).  Wall to be topped with a 1 ½” slate cap.  Wall construction to be either brick, concrete block with brick veneer on both sides, or concrete block with stucco on both sides.  Wall shall match the existing carriage house in color.

1 hanging sign attached to 614 West 4th St. first floor, with a decorative bracket arm bracket, 19” x 24” maximum size

Item 4. Expectations Women’s Center

854 West Third Street

A. Prepare and paint porch and trim, as needed using the same colors as existing.  Silver Green and Logue- 854 Dark Brown.

Item 5.  Cochran Holdings

801-807 West Third Street

A. Remove existing windows from the one story commercial area on the front Northeast corner of this building.  Install double sized, aluminum picture (commercial) windows that will have no pane dividers.  Aluminum frames, color: to match trim.  

Item 6   White Deer Run

733 West Third Street

A. Repair damaged asbestos siding with a cement shingle siding (Weather Side Shingle) that matches the appearance and profile of the asbestos siding.  

B.  Repair or replace damaged crown moldings, casings, sills and soffit with similar appearing material.  The profile and appearance of the original material will be matched. 

C. Replace 3 fire damaged wood windows with TrimLine Legends, Wood Windows.  Double hung, double insulated, one over one-pane style.  The new windows will be made to fit the existing opening and painted color: Filoli Gold Ecru no. -3008-8c

D. Paint new siding and trim colors to match existing.  ValSpar LaFonda Tile Red no. 2002-5B  and Filoli Gold Ecru.

Item 7  Barry Eck

720-722 Grace Street

A. Replace existing front porch railings with salvaged wood railings.  Replacement rails are to have large handrail style top and bottom rails and substantial turned, closely spaced spindles.  (As per photo of salvaged rail provided by owner).  Existing porch posts are to be retained. 

B. Install black pipe hand railing down one or both sides of the front porch steps. 

C. Repair damaged concrete block on the front porch with same. 

D.  Replace two flush, front doors with wood six panel doors that fit the existing openings.  Repair door casings to match original.

E. Remove asbestos shingles from gable and repair existing or install new clapboard that matches the original. 

F. Repair all windows.  Include replacement of broken glass, and/or muntins, moldings or glazing, caulking matching the original in shape, size and material.  Repair portions of existing damaged window frames, sashes, sills, casings by reinforcing, splicing, or patching portions using the same material, constructed to the same configuration, size and shape as the original

G. Repair/replace rotted sills and casings, trims with wood that matches the original material, style, size & appearance.

H. Paint the main body – Jekyll Club Cherokee Rust

Paint porch railings and posts – Night View

Paint – Windowsills, casings and doors – Dutch Cocoa
