Item 2 Founders Service Corp

500 West Fourth Street

A. Install a sign composed of freestanding 9” and 4” black plastic letters mounted directly to the building wall.  Letter styles – 9” Script, 4” Garamond, 4” Consort.  Letter sign will be approx. 86” in length.  Sign will have no frame.  Existing ground lighting will illuminate the sign.

Item 4.  Mirabito Properties

730-732 West Third Street

A. Remove rear 2nd floor porch.  Retain existing 3rd floor fire stairs.  

B. Withdrawn by applicant until drawings can be prepared.

D. All front windows, including third floor arched wood windows, are to be retained and repaired.  All other windows, rear and both sides, are to be removed and replaced with vinyl beige or almond double hung windows.  All arched windows are to be replaced with arched windows.  Arched replacement windows to have full arched glass single piece top sash matching the original window appearance.  

All replacement windows are to be properly measured and constructed to fit the existing openings without alteration of the original opening size.  Include muntins or pane configurations that match the original pane styles.

Existing wood trim, casings and sills are to be retained and repaired with wood, to original appearance.  Paint to match existing

335-337 Mifflin Place

A. Remove front porch plywood deck.  Install fir tongue & groove deck, back primed before installation.  Paint gray.

Stonehurst Group

1015 West Fourth Street

A. Repair damaged wood with same as original and install rubber roof on flat, front entry stoop roof.  

B. At rear first and second floor porches, retain posts and either:

· Repair the entire porch lattice to same as original.

· Or repair the second floor lattice.  Remove the first floor lattice.  At first floor, install railings that match the existing railing as closely as possible in appearance and height.  Salvaged rails or replacement material, such as paintable Fypon or composite-railings are an option.  Top/bottom rails and balusters of similar design and style to the remaining turned balusters and railing.  Replacements to have large handrail style top and bottom rails and turned, closely spaced spindles. Height of new rails shall match the historic railing if permissible by code.  

The temporary (pressure treated rail with face nailed 2 x 2 spindles) will be removed.   The upper arched section of the first floor lattice can be repaired or removed.   

C. Paint as needed with same colors as existing.

1075 West Fourth Street

A. Repair or replace damaged and missing trim with wood, to same as original appearance.  Repair damaged stucco with same material, match existing.  Paint to match existing.

1063 West Fourth Street

A. Repair damaged front porch deck.  Use tongue & groove, matching existing.

B. Repair porch joists and understructure as needed.  Replace damaged joists and install concrete piers as needed to stabilize the porch.  Piers and joists will not be visible.
