A. Revised - Remove asphalt siding from rear, west, one-story addition.  Restore and repair clapboard under the asphalt siding.  Replace any clapboard that is beyond repair with new clapboard of same size and profile.  Paint to match building trim.

A. Install a 6’ wood plank fence at the rear property line on the north (running west to east) and on the west side (running north / south).  Fence will not extend to the front of the home.  Paint or stain color to match house
