Item 2 
Tabernacle Baptist Church

923 West Third Street

A. Remove asphalt roof, re-sheet, and install CertainTeed shingles on main and porches.  Heather Blend (dark brown) color.

B. Remove existing gutter system and install ½ round galvanized or ½ round aluminum gutters with round downspouts.  Color: brown 

C. Remove east front, brick chimney from roofline up. 

D. Repoint rear south chimney with high lime mortar.  Match joint profile and mortar color to existing pointing.

Item 3.  Gerald L. Kimble

949 Vine Avenue

A. Remove asphalt roof, re-sheet and install Landmark Architectural shingles on main, porches, bays and dormers.  Georgetown Gray color.

B. Remove existing gutter system and install ½ round galvanized or ½ round aluminum gutters with round downspouts.  Color to match trim.  

C. Repair damaged front porch deck.  Use tongue & groove decking, matching existing.  Back prime before installation.

D. Repair front porch joists and understructure as needed to stabilize.  Replace damaged joists and install piers or posts as needed to stabilize the porch.  Joist repairs will not be visible from exterior.  

E. Install framed, tight weave lattice around front porch apron area.

F. Repair (varnished) front porch tongue & groove ceiling with same material.  Stain & finish to same as original.  

G. Remove front step iron railing and replace with wood railings that match the existing porch railing.  Step rails to have large top & bottom rails of similar size, newel posts of similar style and size to the porch posts and square spindles. 

H. Remove existing vinyl siding, asphalt siding & damaged clapboard.  Insulate walls and install Hardie Plank clapboard siding similar to the existing clapboard profile and size.  Color gray.  Retain all trims, sills, casings.

I. Repair windowsills and casings with wood to same as original

J. Repair any salvageable soffit and other trim with wood of same appearance to original.  Replace any missing trim with wood, to match existing.  

K. Replace corner trim with mitered corner trim boards.   

L. Paint all new and old wood and fire escape with same colors as existing.

Item 4.  Gerald L. Kimble

945 Vine Avenue

A. Repair damaged front porch deck.  Use tongue & groove decking, match existing.  Back prime before installation.

B. Repair or replace any damaged, missing round spindles with wood spindles of same appearance.

C. Retain and repair existing side porch roofs and porch posts.  Remove and reconstruct 2 west side porches to same size and appearance as original. Include new framing, support piers, tongue and groove deck, wood steps with closed risers, and framed, tight weave lattice around porch apron.  Remove recently installed inappropriate step rail.

D. Install wood replacement railings around perimeter of the two side porches and down the steps.  Railings to have large handrail style top and bottom rails, round spindles and match the front porch rail in appearance.  Remove new turned railing on the step.

E. Repair or replace damaged and missing trim and siding with wood, to same as original appearance.   Fill in rusticated wood siding in the unused doorway on the east side.  Match siding to original. 

F. Paint wood as needed, same colors as existing.

Item 5
Cochran Holdings

953 – 957- 959 West Third Street

A. Install a 6’ stockade style fence at the rear property line, running from 953 to 959 W 4th.  Stain brown

B. Install a 6’ black aluminum fence, style: spear top with 2 horizontal rails.  Location: East side yard of 953 and west side yard of 959 W 4th.  Fence to run from front corner of house to the rear, where it will be connected to the stockade fence. 

C. Install 6’ black aluminum fence between the homes.  Fence will run parallel to W 4th, set back to approximately 10’ to 15’ from the front of the homes.

Lucille Odrick

1016 Vine Avenue

A. Install a 6’ stockade style fence at the east property line.  Start approximately 30’ to 40’ from the front (near side stoop) and north to an existing picket fence.  Stain fencing.  Color:  brown. 

Item 7.
Cochran Holdings

907 West Fourth Street

A. Remove stonewall located to the east of the front steps.

B. Install drainage and reconstruct the stonewall to match the original wall.  Joint profiles. Pointing materials, and colors of pointing shall match existing historic pointing

Item 8.
Jeremy Reidy

313-315 Center Street

A. Repair damaged wood in soffits and eaves with wood to same as original appearance.

B. Repair damaged wood and trim on window and doorsills and casings.  Repair with wood, to same as original appearance. 

C. Repair damaged clapboard with clapboard, same as original appearance.  

D. Repair brick piers under porches. 

E. Paint brick body and clapboard – SW Province Sun 2919 (yellow)

Paint Soffit, Fascia, Window Casings – SW 2737 Blackthorn  (dark plum)

Paint Window sashes and Doors – Mosaic Tile SW2938 (green-teal)

Paint decks and steps - gray

F. Remove damaged and ill-fitting storm windows.  Repair existing wood windows.

G.  Remove existing rear exit stoop and south side stoop.  Rebuild both stoops with wood and a tongue & groove deck, size similar to existing.  Include wood steps with closed risers.  

H. Stoop railings are to have large top and bottom rails and flat spindles.  Spindles can be scrolled or straight edged.   Stoop lattice is to be framed and enclosed with flat sections, similar to the railing.

I. Remove existing gutter system and install ½ round galvanized or ½ round aluminum gutters with round downspouts.  Color: to match trim

J. Repoint chimney.  Match existing joint profile.  Use high lime Pointing material.  Color, joint size style and profile shall match existing as closely as possible.
