882 West Fourth Street

A.
Remove existing slate roof.  Resheet and install Landmark CertainTeed Architectural shingles.  Color: Georgetown Slate Gray.  Replacement of existing 3 tab shingles with slate gray architectural shingles is recommended.

B.
Reinstall existing ½ round gutters or replace with new ½ round as necessary.  Paint to match existing.

Item 3. Judith Lyon

912 West Fourth Street

A.
Remove wire fence from rear of property.  Install a 6’ high wood (spaced picket) fence on the rear (alley) and down the west side of the property.

B.
Paint or stain the fence to match the house colors. (Green)

Item 4. Theodore Shelley

713-715 West Third Street

A.
Repair rotted wood on trim and built in gutters with wood to same as original appearance.

B.
Install architectural shingles or rubber roofing on front porch and continue with installation of Carriage House architectural shingles on the mansard roof.  

Item 5. Theodore Shelley

637 West Fourth Street

A.
Repair rotted wood on front porch, including posts, railings, trim and deck.  Repair with wood, same as existing, and repair to match original appearance. 

B.
Install black rubber roof on flat front porch roof if necessary.

A.
Demolish rear brick chimney

B.
Demolish 2 brick chimneys on west & east sides and rebuild them with brick.  

C.
Install exterior porch lighting similar to supplied sample of a flush mounted ceiling light with black finish & white glass.

D.
Paint building and fire escape- Colors: Body-Floral Vista-1002-3C, Clapboard-Plum Shade-1003-58, Trim-Pensive Plum-1002-3A.  Fire escape-black

E.
Roof shingles to be Architectural, Colonial slate

F.
Repair windowsills and casings as noted in prior approval.  

G.
Repair wooden attic windows and replace colored flash glass.  

H.
Repair all salvageable wood windows.  

I.
Replace missing windows or windows deteriorated beyond reasonable restoration, with Pella double hung 1 over 1 pane replacement windows.  All replacement windows to be custom made to fit existing openings with out infill.  Finish - Gray   

Item 7. Cochran Holdings

801-807 West Third Street

A.
Remove plywood enclosing rear upper porch walls.

B.
Remove plywood covering the window openings in the porch area.  Install new bronze replacement windows, fitting the recovered window opening size. 

C.
Install steel paneled door, flush or with ½ light, at porch exit.  

D.
Install salvaged porch posts and new replacement railing with handrail style top and bottom rails and 2x2 square, (not face nailed) closely spaced spindles.

E.
Paint all to match existing colors.

Item 8. Mirabito Properties

710 West Third Street

A.
 Demolish the one story rear west enclosed porch and the adjoining one story area currently used as a bedroom.  Demolition is needed to address structural problems in this area.  

B. Salvage all doors and windows for future use when rebuilding this section.  

  Return to HARB with elevations and details to rebuild this section.
