C. Repoint brick as needed with a high lime content mortar that is color matched to the existing.  Do not over cut brick or enlarge joints.  Joint profiles and mortar color shall match existing historic pointing as closely as possible

D. Repair holes in the soffit with wood, to same as original appearance.  Retain trims.
