Mr. Hall asked for a motion.

Mayor Campana gave a brief bio about Mr. Frikker..

Mr. Hall asked for a motion.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.

The appointment was carried with six yes roll call votes  The vote was 6 to 0.  Ms. Miele had not yet arrived.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes. Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall voted yes.  Ms. Miele had not arrived.











Honoring Foreign Exchange Students
Dr. Williamson introduced Mrs. Ann Swift, the Coordinator for all foreign exchange students.

Mrs. Swift stated briefly how the students are here because they have won scholarships through the US State Dept.   One of my duties is to make sure they see, American government, American culture, and free market and follow tourism.  This is part of their gaining knowledge of our government.  When they go home they can join alumni who have gone through the same experience.  These students have an opportunity to go home and talk about our Country and share their experiences.
The three students each spoke about the difference in our cultures verses their own.  Some experience a   lot of different and they explained about their fears before coming.
  Dr. Williamson stated the certificate presented to these students with serve as a token of their visit. Dr. Williamson presented certificates to each exchange student.  On behalf of the citizens in Williamsport, we welcome all these students and we wil gain a lot from their experience.
  Mr. Allison stated he would like to commend them for their courage to leave their country and go to another country and learn their culture.

  Mr. Noviello also spoke to the students, and stated it had to be a challenge to come here and learn, he appreciates their endeavor and efforts.

  Mrs. Katz stated all three of them have come from huge Cities and she commends them for speaking English and thanked them for what they offer to our City.

  Mr. Hall praised them also for speaking our language and many other languages.

Presentation – Penn Strategies

  Mr. Jason Fitzgerald, spoke about the structural issue of our levee system, and stated they have not been able to get funding for the study phase.  He has spoken with federal officials and they stated that federal funds might be available….He talked about the approval of the scoping phase that Council approved…and he wanted to make federal officials aware and informed about our entire process.  In the coming weeks, they will be scheduling a meeting with the PEMA emergency manager.  This is part of an effort to get everyone informed.
  Dr. Williamson stated, most of that we know, the study phase has been in place for a while and we have budgeted for it.  He also stated there have been two areas that were taken place, that was the Rip Rap repair and in the first two phases of the study.   He stated it’s only the last phase that we have uncertainly about and we have been talking about this for the last 3 years.  He asked Mr. Fitzgerald about Penn Strategies should be focusing on State level and Delta focusing on Federal.
  Mr. Fitzgerald stated there is no change on that, but we are trying to get Senators on board…but he will be meeting with local representatives, such as Jeff Wheeland.  He stated that the new Governor has been very open to discuss things.  

  Mrs. Katz asked about the hopes that we could get funding….how many Cities?

  Mr. Fitzgerald stated everyone will be looking at this if there is any funding, there will be a much larger group of people looking for this.  

  Mr. Smith stated this Council has been a little bit disturbed with the Delta Group, in fact we fired them and told Mr. Fitzgerald that we certainly appreciate your effort and your continued efforts in helping us get this issue resolved.

  Mr. Hall stated you are only talking about the levee system, we also need a quarterly report that you have promised us, hopefully we will get all things we are looking for such things as street reconstruction, Graifus Run, looking for money for the old city project, rebuilding the Public Safety building and fire truck and replacement equipment.  Thank you for your report.
Land Development – Aquarius Pool & Patio

  Mr. Knarr stated this is a proposed view of the land development request.  It is located in the CS Zoning district. The current use is a vacant lot.  As for the land development, it would consist of the one story 4225 ft.² warehouse building facility. It has a future ability to have a storage area for future development. The facility access will be from Chatham Street,   Lycoming County Planning Commission reviewed this on Feb. 15, 2015 and provided comments. The first comment is they are talking about reorienting the front of the 

building, it is a warehouse you would be having trucks probably parked out on Third Street, it is not a feasible design it does meet the zoning requirements having it oriented off Chatham Street the second part is asking the developer to add façade improvements.  Those improvements based off the area, 80% of those buildings within the two block are metal buildings.  That is to address those two concerns by County. It was reviewed by the City Planning Commission and they made a positive recommendation. It does meet all the zoning regulations set forth in the zoning ordinances.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the land development.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

Mr. Hall asked for discussion.

  Dr. Williamson stated the planning commission said that County Planning commission and served was to address the orientation that the city's E. 3rd St., Gateway commission is currently undertaking. It would be worthwhile for that commission to review this and offer some insight.  

  Mr. Knarr, the owner did receive a copy of the County’s comments…what he is putting in there, is within harmony.  He would like to move forward and get this warehouse constructed.

  Dr. Williamson discuss the character of that area, we don’t want to stop development, but conversations and discussions on how to meet a property’s owner needs……There was discussion of a retail place, so a conversation would be a positive kind of thing.  

  Mr. Knarr, the developer stated he is in the process of looking for a client the retail. If he does get that, the front of that building would be oriented to Third Street. At this time he does not have anybody to lease that retail.   Once he has a client, there would be windows and access to Third Street.

  Dr. Williamson stated he just wanted to encourage discussion with the East Third St. Gateway Commission to continue conversations. 

  Mr. Smith spoke about all considerations, but he owns the land and will do something with it….he was the first one to buy it and has decided to put a warehouse in there.  
  Mr. Noviello stated he agrees with Mr. Smith and this does open the door for future opportunity and he would hate to see this facility held up.  This is something he would like to see and go forward with this.

  Mr. Allison asked about the proposed retail of this and which part….Mr. Knarr stated it will be on the Third St.   They was discussion about the drainage and storm water requirements which the building does meet.

  Mrs. Katz stated she is glad he has decided to stay and build in our City and he always does such a great job with his building and she has no qualms about what he will maintain and she thanked him for his presence. 
  Ms. Miele stated for the last two weeks, she has been receiving flax from the residents….she stated quality in the City is desirable.  She urged the developer to take a look at the desires of the people of Williamsport that are concerned about appearance and adding to the community fabric and she stated it only enhances the business interests of the people in the community to respect what the community wants the city.  She asked about landscaping.
  Mr. Knarr stated he meets all the requirements.

  Mr. Gene Shurer, owner of land, we have done a lot of development over the years and he thinks the building he owns in downtown Williamsport was the largest square footage retail store in the city for a number of years. He has been involved in a lot of city development and feels that if they would look at all his properties and find that out. He stated we did not need to go to Williamsport he could've going anywhere else but he prefers to stay in Williamsport to give the business to. We are only going to build part of the building today am he is looking for retail developer and when we do find one, we are going to put that on the piece facing Third Street.  He talked about the problems with the Chesapeake Bay and the amount it costs to do the land development there.   He is only building ½ of the structure today because of the Chesapeake Bay…the new piece facing Third St. will come at a different time.
  Mr. Knarr stated this is only the footprint of what they are going to do, this is only phase I, the backside.

  Mr. Hall stated the plan meets the letter of the law, he wants to encourage the administration to communicate with the Gateway Commission people who have done a survey in Williamsport as to what is needed and wanted in the City.  

There was additional discussion about the Chesapeake Bay requirements and how frustrating that once again an unelected state requirement  is putting obstacles in front of free enterprise.

  Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the land development.

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall voted yes.  The land development was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0.  

Bill #1639-15
Ordinance Amending Setting the Salaries of the Mayor, City Treasurer & Controller(first reading)
(REMOVE FROM TABLE)

The City Clerk read the ordinance.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to remove this from the table.
Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

Mr. Hall asked for a vote on removing it from the table.

The vote was 7 to 0 to remove the ordinance from the table.  The motion was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall voted yes. 

The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the ordinance.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

  Mr. Lubin stated before you is an ordinance setting the salaries of state of elected officials. By state law, if you're going to change the salaries for the next term of office for these officials, it has to be adopted or enacted two days before the last day to withdraw nominating petitions. This year, I believe it is March 23. So if it is passed tonight, and then on the second reading, it would still be timely adopted. And the ordinance that I drafted, I have been asked times where did these numbers come from.  President Hall has indicated to me that this was an average of various numbers that were submitted to him. So that is the starting point for these numbers, it is not something that is locked in stone, this went before the finance committee. In addition Mr. Nichols would like to say a few words.
  Mr. Hall stated this was reviewed by finance before  the last meeting and it had no recommendation with a three to nothing vote and at that time, the administration stated that Mr. Nichols would be putting numbers together for our review.

  Mr. Nichols spoke about what was given to City Council….they were comparable numbers from other cities of our size…We did provide numbers, it was difficult to pull this all together.  He spoke about the process that was done to get the results they received.  We took a conservative approach and stuck with the PA numbers.  We averaged it out with the exclusion of Lock Haven.  If you take other cities, it averaged out for the Mayor  a total of $83,000….The first year was $74,000 and was still under the average….we did the same for Council….the average is $7,967.000 a year.   The Controller and Treasurer salaries are right where they should be.
  Mr. Hall stated that many of the cities noted here are on the endangered species list.

  Dr. Williamson stated as somebody who asked what is standard deviation is, I don't understand where this 7% comes from.  Mr. Nichols explained this….our budget is about 70% of the larger cities. In the end all of that boils down to is the administration is recommending a 5% increase in year one for the Mayor, 17% increase in the city Council salary in year one, with City Treasurer and Controller salaries remaining the same as described in this ordinance.  There was additional discussion on the history of these salaries structures that have changed within the cost structure of this city.  He felt that the 5% increase for Mayor was not the prudent thing to do.
  Ms. Miele stated the one thing that jumps out at me from this different list is that to truly see what this means is setting an appropriate salary for Mayor gives us a variable option for Mayor.  She stated she would be curious to understand the needs of the cities.  She feels comfortable with the list that was given in this ordinance.  We all need to tighten our belts and we should expect all offices to do so.  
  Mr. Allison stated he would like to see us compare also is the medium wage of the communities….we are about 52% of the average of the other ten.  It is something to be considered on the effort of what they are making.

  Mr. Noviello stated he has less issue with the methodology of the formula that we have seen here and it has been explained well here and he feels he can grasp it. I really have less trouble with the fact that some of these positions are not deserving of this kind of money. Frankly, I don't have the intestinal fortitude to ask our community to fork over another mill of tax while I give myself a raise, so I'm going to agree with that then and will not want Council to get a pay raise.  I think the taxpayers would have been a lot more happier if we would have increased taxes a ¼ of a mil rather than one mil which is difficult for more than a few people to deal with.  It is almost a tradition, that Council does not take a pay raise.

  Mr. Smith stated he agrees with the paperwork about the Controller & Treasurer, and he doesn’t disagree with City Council not to get an increase although it has been many many years.   However; when it comes to the salary of the Mayor, years ago we had part-time mayors that had other jobs, I can also recall a Mayor, not too many years ago, that just hired another person at $80,000 to let them take the heat.  I think in order to attract qualified people to this position, I don't think we should pay an enormous amount of money like some of these other cities, he doesn’t quite understand how these bankrupt cities get all these monies.  I am not thinking we should go into the 7% area, but he felt 1 ½% isn’t even cost of living.  He would like to come to some kind of agreement into something else.  The President didn’t have a lot of input, he put these numbers together…he feels that this is not enough, but he asked if we are looking at all our expenses very closely…he remembers asking at budget time for a report on expenses and has never seen one.  The next budget he will be asking how they came up with the line item.   Where do those numbers come from.?  He stated as we go forward and in years to come, we will have other Mayors, will they be part time people or will there be qualified people?  He stressed the cost of living factor and expressed making a motion of 2 ½% for the Mayor for each year.
  Mrs. Katz spoke about the trickle-down effect….and of the gas industry boom only lasting 4 years, hotels are down, restaurants are down, she felt the future is uncertain and feels that we have to be very careful of how money is spent.  She recalled part time Mayor and stated this Mayor is full time and has been available but we have to be careful of how we are spending money now.  She stated that we see how things go and wait on this increase and keep the figures as they are on the ordinance.

  Mr. Hall stated he thinks this Council had to increase taxes by 1 mil and it was a 7 to 0 vote, and the County Commissioners had to raise their taxes 1 mil…because the County Commissioners had to raise taxes, they led by example and took a 4% cut the first year, and then an increase of 1 ½%, then 1 ½ for each year so by the end of the 4th term, they would be back to where they are today.  He stated if he had the votes, that is the motion he would be making for the Mayor’s salary but that won’t happen.  For the administration to recommend a 5% increase followed by an unknown amount and an increase for City Council of 17%, is ludicrous.  So I don't hear any motions or anything else, I am perfectly happy with what is in front of me also.
  Mayor Campana stated, for the record, I am not recommending any type of increase in my personal salary. Mr. Nichols, by speaking to the business community, that is what the recommendation is. So that he knows, Mayor Campana did not have any type of recommendation of any salaries.

  Mr. Nichols stated no this was an independent look by the finance department, we did not consult with the Mayor or Council for that matter.  We just wanted to give a sense of what is going on in Pennsylvania and looking at averages and things like that. This is meant to be an independent look without Council  or the Mayor.  This is based upon  what others are doing and Pennsylvania.

  Mr. Allison stated, again, as Mayor Campana stated, he is not personally asking for this and when we're discussing it we are not personally addressing him as Mayor, probably because if we paid him by the hour we could not afford him. I did some quick figuring on 2 1/2%, the first year it would be of $71,750, the second year we could 73,000 in the third year it would go to 75,000 and then the fourth year it would be 77,000. It is unfortunate because time constraint we don't have time to make this kind of decision in light of everybody else, because the future is so unpredictable.

  Mr. Hall asked for any more comments or questions, hearing none Mrs. Frank on the ordinance.

The ordinance was carried on first reading with five yes roll call votes.  The vote was 5 to 2.  Mr. Noviello voted no, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted no, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall voted yes.
Bill # 1640-15
Ordinance Amending Article 720 Brandon Park Conduct by Repealing the Prohibit Against Firearms(first reading)  (REMOVE FROM TABLE)
The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the ordinance.

Mr. Smith made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.

  Mr. Lubin stated this is another gift from our state legislator, 40 years ago when rules and regulations were adopted by Council for Brandon Park, they wisely prohibited firearms in the Park. The legislator amended the uniforms fire act a number of years ago and in it they reserved only to themselves the power to declare where firearms can be prohibitive. There are only two areas, schools and courthouses. If you recall a group that came here amount of town wanted us to repeal that section. This past October are legislator passed a bill that not only reinforce that prior statement but also gave people that held weapons the ability to sue municipalities if they were adversely affected by his horsemen of such an ordinance. They can recover damages, attorney’s fees, court costs, etc. the city of Harrisburg has been sued because of this and two of their ordinances were struck down and two survived that did not deal with possession of firearms. Prior to the enactment of the statute, the city of Erie was involved and they had a blanket ordinance for all their Parks and the Courts struck it down.  The purpose for this ordinance is to avoid lawsuits.
  Mr. Smith stated this went to Public Works because parks are real estate that would, to the public works department. As Mr. Lubin pointed out there are other states also that have gotten on the bandwagon and had this prohibition in parks, and it has been turned down by the court.  This really only affects Brandon Park and I'm glad this was brought before us before we were sued. We sent this to the full body Council with positive recommendation.

  Mr. Allison asked if you wanted to go see the Steeler’s play football, you can wear firearms?
Mr. Lubin answered that it depends on who owns the stadiums.

  Mr. Smith stated you can put on a gun and wear it as long as it is not it is not concealed.
Everyone agreed that this is a law that does not make sense and were in agreement that we have to get rid of it.  There was discussion as to Mr. Lubin keeping us informed about others that have challenged this.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to remove this from the table.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Smith.

The motion was carried to remove this from the table by a vote of 7 to 0.

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall voted yes.

Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the ordinance in first reading.

  Dr. Williamson stated at our review on Tuesday we recognized that this was part of the process helping to complete stage III and it is nice to see this.  We sent this to the full body of Council with positive recommendation.
Mr. Noviello stated he is glad to see this coming up and he thanked Mr. Grado for his hard work and spoke about Way’s Garden.  He stated his appreciation for all involved.

  Mr. Hall asked for a vote on this resolution.
