Council President Bill Hall brought the Williamsport City Council meeting to order on Wednesday, April 1, 2015 at 7:30 PM in City Hall Council Chambers.  The Cooley Studio did televise the meeting.  The invocation was given by Councilman Jonathan Williamson and was immediately followed by the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

         Approval of the March 19, 2015 City Council Meeting minutes were approved upon the motion of Mrs. Katz and Dr. Williamson second and a roll call of six  yes votes.  The vote was 6 to 0.  Ms. Miele had not yet arrived.  There were no questions or comments.  
Limited Courtesy of the Floor  - There have been no request.
The order of the agenda was changed to accommodate people in the audience.  
Ordinance Designating Officer Thomas Hughes Lane (first reading)Bill #1643-15
The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the ordinance.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

  Mayor Campana stated tonight is a wonderful occasion as we recognize three key individuals from our great City’s history, beginning with a hero.  This officer died in the line of duty. Several weeks ago, I was contacted by Mrs. Neil, the great granddaughter of Office Thomas Hughes to see if our wonderful city could recognize him in some fashion.  After listening to her heartfelt story, I thought it would be very very special to name a street after him and the family accepted. Thomas Stanford Hughes was born into slavery in 1853 and became one of Williamsport's earliest African-American officers. For 21 years, Thomas Hughes served the Williamsport Police Department with dignity and honor. On September 15, 1906, Officer Hughes was beaten by several intoxicated men.  Though severely injured, Hughes arrested the law offenders. On September 24, 1906, Ofc. Hughes died from his injuries at his residence in the presence of his wife and six children. He was a hero. To honor Mr. Hughes with Council's approval, I am recommending changing the name of West Street to Hughes Lane. I believe this location is truly appropriate since the street leads to the entrance of the Williamsport Police Department. Therefore, City Council, this ordinance is before you for your concurrence and we would appreciate your acceptance.

  Lucille Evans, 705 Fifth Ave.  we are very honored and very happy and want to thank the City for doing this. We also want to thank the officers who came here to help us, just thank you very much we waited a long time for this thank you so much.

  Capt. Orwig stated I just wanted to add that Thomas Stamford Hughes, in our eyes, was neither black nor white, he was blue. He represents what is good and what we are doing here tonight is an honorable and good thing to do.

  Mrs. Katz stated we are very honored that this man served us so well and for the family to have this honor is incredible. Thank yo u for your great grandfather.

  Dr. Williamson stated he reiterates those thoughts, for anyone here who comes into City Hall for a Council meeting, you come into the police department generally and walked down the hall where there is a lot of very interesting pictures. One of the pictures I look at almost every time I come into City Hall is Ofc. Hughes this picture. For a long time I did not know much about that story other than he died in the line of duty. I have learned even more this weekend with the stories involved with this ordinance. There are always two things I think about. One is the responsibility that we have on this Council, to ensure what we can do to make sure that our officers are equipped and trained and everything else so that officer Hughes’s experience never happens again. So I think about the officers and the time they put in and the responsibilities they have and the danger that they are in. Every time I look at this picture that brings this to. my mind. The other thing is to think about the history of the city which I think is that times tragic of course, and unfortunately that tragedy is what happened in his life early. But it is also a long history of a diverse community working to find the right answers to some tough questions at times living together as one community. It is not a problem of the last 10 years the last 20 years or the last 30 years, but it is both a challenge and an opportunity that we as one community, as one city have really needed to think about and work on and make progress for a couple hundred years. So looking at that picture, he is always looking off to the left, never looking at me but I'm looking at him and thinking about those two things in particular. I think that this recognition tonight is a very good opportunity to take the time to recognize this man.
  Mr. Noviello, stated I am happy to see so many wonderful faces from my own past tonight, I am only perturbed that they look so much younger than I do. But having said this much, I can think this is well-deserved, and long overdue by recognizing this man. We can expect no greater sacrifice than that of Ofc. Hughes who stood guard for us. And now we do a small bit to recognize and show our appreciation, with something that will last for as long as his memory will last. I appreciate this opportunity and I'm glad to see so many people here.
  Mr. Allison stated, everything has been well said tonight and I am just thankful for the family that came forward and asked for this, as Don had said, long overdue. It is great to see the community be able to come together to honor a man of Williamsport and the sacrifice that he made. It reminds us again that the police officers have dangerous job. It is a lot more complicated today than it ever was. We need to keep that in the forefront of our minds and work to make it safer but also an honorable part of our community as it was and always will be.
  Mr. Smith stated, we look at this in 1906 and we see where an officer was beaten by several intoxicated young people. In 1906, you could not call for backup, they did not have radios then. You are by yourself. They did not have tasers then, they and many times they wore long coats that made it difficult to get to their firearms. It was a very dangerous job then and it is a very dangerous job today. We see that police officers throughout the United States, have a lot of tools, a radio to call for help, lasers, firearms and yet they are still being killed in the line of duty today. Both black officers and white officers, and makes no difference, they are still being shot and killed and the respect for officers today is far far less than it was many many years ago. I think it is very gratifying that we are going to name a street after this man who is given so much, his life in the City of Williamsport. It is a street that is called West Street and it will have significant and I thank you for all being here this evening and I do appreciate what your family has done for the City.

  Mr. Hall, stated and with all these eloquent words, I have very little to add except that I am honored to have the privilege to sit here tonight on this Council to vote in favor of this ordinance. Thank you for being here and thank you for your families’ sacrifice as far as long ago as it may have been.  He asked for a vote on the ordinance in first reading.

The ordinance was carried with six yes roll call votes.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes.  Ms. Miele had not yet arrived.  The vote was 6 to 0 and the ordinance was carried on first reading.
Ordinance Designating Mayor Stephen Lucasi Way (first reading) Bill #1644-15
The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the ordinance.

Mrs. Katz made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.
  Mayor Campana stated our next recognized individual is with us tonight, the one and only Mayor Stephen Lucasi.  The Mayors’ leadership has been an inspiration to me. Mayor Stephen Lucasi graduated from Williamsport Area High school in 1945. He served in the United States Navy in world war II and married Francis Baier in 1949.  For years, he operated Lucasi Display on West 4th Street.  In 1979, Steve was elected mayor on an unprecedented write in campaign. It was a historic moment when they counted the votes.  He served our City from 1980 until 1987. During Mayor Lucasi’s two terms in office, the city's downtown blossomed. His economic vision for the Canal Street renewal area spurred the development of the Sheraton Hotel, now the Holiday Inn, his patience and determination benefited our taxpayers. If it wasn't for Steve Lucasi, there would not have been an area for us to develop the Williams Street development such as our new hotels, bank, Kohl’s and Wegmans.  The Mayor served on both the parking authority and City Council.   Therefore, it is the intention of this administration with the concurrence of City Council to rename lower Market Street between Court Street and Market Street as Mayor Stephen Lucasi Way.  He is a devoted husband and father and City Council,we would appreciate your concurrence.

  Mayor Lucasi stated, Williamsport as a city, has a proud past and a very promising future. All you have to do is walk around, then somewhere in the city you see signs of what I am telling you now. You could start out by looking out with signs in the police department saying the same things that I have said. Williamsport is a city with a proud past and promising future. The city has endured floods, devastating fires, good times, bad times, challenges that we've thought were almost impossible to meet. We can take any problem we have and share it and make it better than it was before just as we are doing right now with this administration and the City Council.  So once again I remind you, we are truly a city with a proud past and a promising future for everyone. Thank you City Council, thank you members of the administration and thank you to the Mayor.
  Mrs. Katz, I shared this with Public Works but I would like to share it again. My experience with Mayor Lucasi was when I was with the Jaycee’s and the mall was downtown, that was my experience with special events. At that point, we used to put on shows, one of the places we did this on Peter Herdic, but it due to          Mr. Lucasi for the Mall.  You have a vision of things to come in several areas. Those were really happy times and it was a time in the city was really flourishing with a lot of activity and a lot of positives. I want to thank you for all of those memories.

  Mr. Smith, I can remember numerous years ago, seeing your picture in the paper and going into your store and buying cards and remembering things that were said in the newspaper.  They were always very positive. We certainly thank you very much for the service that you have given the city and I think it is an honor to be able to honor you.

  Mr. Allison, stated I remember those times two was a great era of hope and expectations.  I also remember when Mr. Lucasi played a pretty mean drum. He set the tone. He thanked Mayor Lucasi for seeing a lot of things that we have today.  He remembers going to the Lucasi store.  He stated he was the first Italian American Mayor and being ½ Italian himself, it is an honor to honor him tonight.

  Mr. Noviello stated, we are talking about the past here a lot tonight. We are talking about a gentleman here that actually had a futuristic view. He was one that initiated what we are experiencing today and I assume that back at that time it was not the easiest position to take. A lot of us remember a conservative time in this town and to be looking that far in the future was a little bit out of place, you had the means of selling it and is well in the long run. You also introduced a future to us that that just as well could have gone in the opposite direction. So we are experiencing the things and benefiting today of the things that you would initiated in your administration. I thank him for his efforts and this too is long overdue. 
  Dr. Williamson stated I don't have the memories that others because I didn’t live here then. But I have heard many of the stories. One of the things I suppose that helps to add to the feeling that I have in terms of hearing those stories and feeling privilege to be able to honor you, is thinking about that was not the easiest time in the country and the Commonwealth for the city, to be able to put the city on a path of transition, one showing up and sticking your neck out, day in and day out and trying your best, but also being a target.  Thinking about the stories and thinking about what the targets that could've been on your back, I appreciate the vision they came from you through those stories.  One of the things I've always appreciated about Williamsport, and why my wife and I decided to make this our home, is that history. Sometimes the history is 200 years ago but we also have a very interesting and meaningful history over the last 10, 20, 30, or 40 years. Many of the stories I heard you were a significant character in that history.

  Mr. Hall stated, as last to speak, I would say that as it becomes official, your name actually shows up on a GPS and that is known worldwide. And I also want to say that there's a primary in May and if you run again, you just might win then. I appreciate you being here tonight.  He asked for a vote on the ordinance. 
The ordinance was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes. Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes.  The vote was 7 to 0 and the ordinance was carried on first reading.
Ordinance Designating Mayor Richard Carey Drive (first reading) Bill1645-15
The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the ordinance

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

  Mayor Campana stated, our third recipient tonight is the late Mayor Carey. Mayor Richard Carey was Williamsport's father of modern transportation he served from 1968 to 1971. Mayor Carey had the vision for the city to operate an affordable bus system for all citizens. Since Richard Carey's tenure, our city bus system has grown and has become regional and civil service of rural counties. I am proposing for City Council to name the entrance way of River Valley Transit to Mayor Carey Drive.

Jeff Carey, I am Mayor Carey’s grandson.  I would just like to thank City Council, and the Mayor and the City of Williamsport for this distinction, he would have appreciated this.
  Mrs. Katz asks do you find it amazing that the people from our past, were so insightful of what to do with our city?  To hear that this man went and bought a city bus.  Mr. Nichols, you must really love this man because this is a start of what you brought to this, what is what is now River Valley Transit.  That is what Mayor Lucasi meant by saying Williamsport has a proud past and a promising future.

  Mr. Smith I can remember again seeing Richard Carey’s picture in the newspaper doing various things with the city. When you look back and you look at the different mayors, they each had somewhat of a different specialty.  He brought a lot to our bus system, it is gratifying to be able to honor these folks that have done so much for the city. Over the years, they cannot be forgotten. It just seems very fitting that these folks that have done so much can be honored in a way that can be remembered over number of years. So we thank your family for the service that your father provided to us.

  Mr. Noviello stated, 68 to 71, certainly turbulent times as I think back. We are talking about another futurist, who is thinking ahead of himself at the time, and he had worked at that point to provide the service that we use today, and I expect to continue on in the future as well. Many thanks due to him and his family as well.

  Mr. Allison stated we have talked a lot about people doing things way back that have affected us and the course of the city. That is the idea that this administration and this Council tries to do, not to make a name for ourselves, but to accomplish things, that years down the road, the people that live in Williamsport will be able to enjoy and use, and appreciate. It will be an enrichment to all.  I remember back time when we had cable television, we had stations from New York Lancaster, Chicago.  There have been visionaries in this City and it is good we honor a person who was just that.  Mayor Carey was a Democrat, and tonight we honored a black policeman, a Democrat, and it shows we're unified city, to make this a better place for everyone to live in.

  Mr. Hall stated again it is an honor and a privilege for me to be voting yes on this for Mr. Carey in honor of your grandfather.  He asked for a vote.   
The ordinance was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes. Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes.  The vote was 7 to 0 and the ordinance was carried on first reading.
Mr. Hall stated thank you for being here and Mayor Campana, thank you for initiating this, it was very well done sir.

Ordinance Vacating Portions of Neece St & Potter Street  Bill #1639-15 (final reading)
The City Clerk read the ordinance.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the ordinance.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.

Mr. Grado stated he has nothing to add, it has undergone the appropriate time and legal advertisements.

Mr. Hall asked for questions or comments.
The ordinance was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes. Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes.  The vote was 7 to 0 and the ordinance was carried on final reading.
The agenda was moved again. 

Certificate of Appropriateness – 47 W. Fourth St Tabled
Mr. Gerardi stated that we do not have a representative here for this.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to table.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the motion to table.

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes. Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes.  The vote was 7 to 0 to table this certificate of appropriateness.
Certificate of Appropriateness – 406 East Third St.

Mr. Gerardi stated the tenant is Inspirations and they wish to construct an awning 7’wide by 3’ wide.  The colors are attached. The building is located in the Central Business District.   The Planning Commission reviewed this request on Monday, March 23, 2014 and sent it with positive recommendation. 
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the certificate.

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes. Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes.  The vote was 7 to 0.
Land Development – 6 West Third St. WMWA  ML District
  Mr. Knarr stated attached is a proposed land development from the Water Authority.  The current use is a Water Authority facility on West Third St.  As for the land development, it will consist of construction of a 12,524 sq. foot. Garage and have two parking lots that will contain 50 spaces. Access to the facility will be from West Third St. All zoning and storm water concerns have been met.  The Lycoming County Planning Commission reviewed this on March 10, 2015 and gave positive recommendation. The City Planning Commission reviewed this on March 23, and gave positive recommendation  I do have representatives here at this time.  It is located in the ML District. 
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to adopt the land development.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.

Mr. Hall asked for questions or comments…there were none.
Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes. Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes.  The vote was 7 to 0.   
Land Development – Subdivision/Lot Consolidation 343 W. 4th St.

  Mr. Knarr stated attached for your review is a land development from Danko Holdings, LLC.  It is in the Central Business District.  The current land use is the YMCA, as for the land development, there will consist of 46,644 square foot sports arena. It will be access from Hepburn and Elmira streets, all zoning, and the Bureau of codes have been addressed. The lot consolidation and subdivision meet all aspects of the Williamsport subdivision and land development ordinances.  The plan was reviewed for fire and water access by the Bureau of Fire. The certificate of appropriateness was reviewed by the Planning Commission February 9, 2015 and City Council, February 19, 2015 gave positive recommendation and approval for the certificate of appropriateness. The Lycoming County Planning Commission reviewing the plan on March 10, 2015 and I have provided your comments. I do have representatives here at this time.
  Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the land development.

  Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

  Ms. Miele stated, since we did not cover the comments of the Lycoming County Planning commission, I want to include this verbally as part of the public auditory record as well. And all members of Council should be aware of them. The planning commission did have three objections to the land development, one which states that the land development does not address outdoor lighting. I do feel that that is a concern and it is something that should be addressed in the land development plan before we approve it. Also a procedural point that the land development plan does not contain scale and North arrows on every page of the land development at this place on other land development plans. The third point that the planning commission made as we discussed a few weeks ago, this land development and design does not meet city ordinance 13 7911, the city's design ordinance. Once again that I think it is worthy of Council noting that, when considering and approving the land development plan. I personally will not be voting in support of this land development as I feel that it is not brought to Council fully prepared.

  Mr. Knarr, it did go through the certificate of appropriateness, it was approved. As far as the lighting, the lighting is always addressed during the building permit side of it, where we do make sure that they meet the requirements, at that period of time and that is when we initiate the building itself. So that's when that will be addressed. The other two, again was approved by City Council previously.

  Mr. Allison stated, we did talk about section 1379.11 amongst ourselves when we addressed this before. Since the County Planning Commission has looked at it and has addressed it and brought it up as an issue, I think it is important that we either, I think we need to revisit it is a Council. I am not in favor of having ordinances that we won't enforce. If it is to present obstructions that shouldn't be there for developers, you need to address that. I am not trying to make a mountain out of a molehill but we see it throughout our nation now. If there is a law on the books, then some people feel isn't valid anymore, it is okay not to live by that law. It is okay not to be ruled by that law, it is okay not to government by that law if it seems more expedient to ignore that law. We are a nation of laws. That is what keeps the fabric of the society together. Because we are really on the honor system, there are not enough police or authorities are in mechanisms to make sure everybody is doing the right thing. We have always held that is the standard in this country that a law abiding citizen who is a description of a person who was a functioning part of the society. I really think it is important. If we are going to have an ordinance that we don't agree with anymore, then we need to change the ordinance rather than to look for ways to get around it. I think it is incumbent upon City Council to else address that issue. I think we need to have that conversation.
  Mr. Hall stated thank you Mr. Allison and I am going to note that that conversation will probably happen here now, but it is also a matter of timing in terms of this particular land development.

  Dr. Williamson stated I agree 100% with the statements of Mr. Allison on this. When we talked about it last, we have two things that are going on here, a political issue that if we are not prepared to enforce the laws that are on the books, and we need to prepare a law that will be enforced. Then I think we need to also have an enforceability issue, in other words if there is a lack of clarity intent to the community as expressed in an ordinance adopted by Council, whether it's this Council or a Council six or 100 years ago, we need to provide a law that a professional staff can easily enforce. He stated we need to be able to be more clear without having to do it twice or three times and for the administration to be able to present with clarify based on the law of the books.  We need to take whatever steps to get from here to there.

  Mr. Smith, I want to take a different view towards this. As I've read the planning and community development statements, the recommendations that they have given, when we look at ordinances and we look at laws I look at them a couple of different ways. If you have a traffic law that says you don't go through a red traffic signal, you are going to be fined or that if you're caught. There isn't really any way to take that on a case-by-case situation, that is a law. He gave an example of going over the speed limit, you would be subject to an arrest. There are not waivers that can be done that is a black-and-white rule. However, when we get into something like this, this is not a public safety issue, it is a developers issue. As a longtime business person that has developed three different companies over the years, I feel a lot with the Federal Communications Commission. They have what they call waivers.  We need to try to accommodate progress in the communications field for that future, it is done via case-by-case situation.  Yes there are laws on the books but if someone comes in with a particular development and can show rationale as to why they can require a waiver, we have done that numerous times. We have asked for waivers. Most of the time, they are granted because of the fact that they show rationale to the commission for granting them. Council and some other folks know that when it was brought to us, that development plan on The Maynard St., corridor  program, I was adamantly opposed to that. We were only going to allow building so many stories, so many colors, that I posted at that time what is can happen if the developer wants to come in and develop a 10 story building and accommodate 200 people, are we going to turn them away? I think we have to look at the things on a case-by-case situation. Yes you have to have some rules in place and I think it is maybe time that we look at these to see if they are too tough on developers. If I do a development that is going to cost me too much money, I would walk away from it. It is the cost to benefit ratio. If I can't do it for a reasonable amount of money, then it is not worth doing. You have to look at return on my dollar. Yes there are rules that are put in place, but then it becomes how tough are the rules, if we put it in place and developers don't get exceptions from us or a waiver, they might just walk away and say I will put this in some other town where it would be a lot easier to work with. I think it's been said here that we need to revisit those resolutions and ordinances that pertain to this, we do need to do that in the future.  He spoke about the difference in the buildings we now have.  He stated we have to work with developers on a certain standards…we need to look at these as a case by case situation. And how badly do we want economic development in the city? If we make it too tough we are going to stifle economic development. That's basic, Pennsylvania is not a great state for economic development, I think it is the third or fourth highest corporate net income tax in United States. You don't see businesses come in here to locate within the state. Look what we have lost in the city over the number of years where the major manufacturers have gone. They are no longer here. Going forward I think we need to look at these and maybe in some areas we can strengthen that, or some areas we need to lessen it, I just don't think we should chase people out of town. We went to know that because they have never come to Council, once they've looked at these rules, if they are too stringent they won't even come to Council. They will say well these people have a record of not issuing waivers so we will go somewhere else if that is the case.
  Mr. Noviello, I am going to agree with both Mr. Smith and Mr. Allison or both of their points. Obviously if the law is not cutting it, the circumstances, they need to be re-address. I also can understand Mr. Smith's point of view in that I am not sure when these laws were drawn up or placed on the books, and I'm not so sure how much this has affected our population and citizens in the process. So when we are talking about laws and restrictions that have pretty much been designed by people, and that is a bit of a concern to me to some extent. We just finished recognizing a number of people for the futuristic views. I think part of their futuristic views related to the fact that they were flexible enough to understand that the future is going to be about change. We are here now and the future at this point in time. I think that being a bit more flexible in expectations and requirements for developers and other business owners, and people who've been conducting business, we are flexible enough to understand that we have to bend with the times and look towards a future ourselves, that really relieves us for the responsibility for enforcing compliance on people who know would have to readjust plans and readjusts budgets. Which we saw in the last plan, where the arena had to get smaller, so I think that the more we allow to be more flexible and understand that we are looking towards the future and not just satisfy the media, then we begin to relieve that stress or compliance and the developers may be more readily inclined to invest  in the city which is what we have been looking for.

  Ms. Miele wanted to give some small reminders…we do currently only have one enforceable criteria and that is the exterior materials, which is the only criteria that we can go up or down. And that was the criteria that this project violated. It was clearly against the law as it violated the only enforceable criteria. I question the logic that saying a developer would not have invested in this community because of this particular ordinance in light of the fact that the developer is receiving $4 million in assistance from the City of Williamsport and the Visitors Bureau to do this development in the city. My understanding when I spoke to the developer before is the development was a profitable development before the investment of that form million dollars of City Parking Authority and Visitor Bureau funding. If the developer's profitable at that point already, so the city is investing into a project that will provide not positive reason the community but a positive place that will make people walk downtown and feel proud of this city and say that this is a beautiful addition to our downtown. To me that was the reason why we had to invest this much time and effort of many of our city staff as well, which I feel the land development does not meet our criteria which I feel we should not approve at this time. But if we are having the argument about design standards and community projects, I feel that the city's investment of this project justifies a greater regard on the part of the developer for the cohesiveness of the development with the rest of downtown. With that being said, I feel that I am alone on this issue and I don't need to be labor it any longer.

  Mrs. Katz stated when you look at this, first of all I really think that the developer, is really where the criteria he should follow. But let's take the other side of the coin here, this is an arena, when they looked at the Picklerner area, I never felt that fit into the city criteria. Since this is another arena, I am looking at this as something that is going to, it is different, therefore I don't see a problem with what the developer is coming up with. I know everybody is saying here that it doesn't follow the ordinances, the Planning Committee does not feel that it should be done this way, but maybe I feel we should discuss this, like how to go about this because I would hate to see something stand in the way of this because we have put so much into this so far. I know we say that with other projects also. The fact that we start something and think, and then we think we have to overcome this. But this is something that is different, it is an arena. It is not an office building it is not a business that way, it is a sports arena. So therefore, when we look at the plans of a sports arena we should look at this differently. Maybe I am looking at is entirely different than some the other Council people.

  Mr. Hall stated my final say on this is my wife and I travel a lot and one of our favorite places to go is around Pigeon Forge, Tennessee. What I'm hearing is we need balance. If you go to Pigeon Forge, what you will have this glaring lights that are three stories tall, and a hodgepodge of all kinds of businesses, there is an upside down house there with trees hanging down, as an attraction, it is next to a bank that could come out of Pennsylvania. And it's just yuck. There is no balance in that area and I am hearing people talk about balance and I guess that is what we have to go after. My question would be and this is also what I'm hearing, if we have a flawed law, it is because we have not sat here and detailed out exactly what the developers could say yes or no to, black or white to, or whatever, do we enforce the flawed law, knowing that we have questions about the solidity because it is flawed ? Or do we say, let's just get it done and our message would be to the administration, you need to come up with some kind of design standards that everybody can follow and if you don't, Council will. My thing is give these guys a pass because I sense that the design standards that we have are flawed, the sense that they don't get the developer, but there are probably10 other things that don't meet our letter or spirit of law but we did not mind them out in terms of the letter of the law. I will be supporting this but I will call on the administration to put together a group to look at the design standards for at least the Central Business District. Because as things happen we have to get it done sooner or later or we will end up with a hodgepodge of Pigeon Forge and Gatlinburg Tennessee.
  Mr. Knarr stated, as far as the administration, I just would like to add that since the certificate of appropriateness was approved we have taken the opportunity to reflect on things of that nature, Mr. Gerardi and I have started to compile, basically what we have here versus some of the other third class cities, on design standards. So once we get this compiled, we like to sit down with Council and go over some of those ideas. We were aware of this but it was something that was already approved by City Council and we are looking forward to updating the ordinance.

  Mr. Hall stated it is a process, and I know that there are at least two people sitting on my right are highly interested and motivated in that particular project and conversation. Others may as well, but I know that there is a high interest, start including them in your process, the earlier the better so we can fix whatever flaws there are and future developers don't have to wonder what Council is going to say from one week to the next. He asked for a vote on the land development.
Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted no. Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes.  The land development was carried with a vote of 6 to 1.   

Land Development – 2851 Reach Road

  Mr. Knarr for your review is a land development which is located in the OC.  The current use is a vacant lot.  As for the land development, it would consist of construction of 11,375 ft.² retail facility. Access to the facility will be from S. Reach Rd. On April 19, 2012, the zoning board granted a table of use variance for a warehouse use facility. All zoning and storm water concerns have been addressed in that. The Lycoming County Planning Commission reviewed the plan on February 18, 2015 and I have provided you with their comments. To address their comments, I have received an updated plan stamped with the new updated information showing that the variance has been approved so basically the County's comments have already been addressed. For the final land development I have already had the stamp from the County. They did go through the Planning Commission on March 23 and positive recommendation was approved.
  Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.

  Dr. Williamson stated, thank you for the explanation on the County's comments. I would question on the one that says even the proximity of the Levee system make sure that this has been reviewed by city staff as well as the Corp of Engineers, did we have that review?

  Mr. Knarr answered yes, I will bring up the representative that spoke with FEMA.

  Brad Aurand, Larson Design Group, we put together the land development plan for the Reach Road project. In regards to the Levee setback, it is an Army Corps of engineer requirements, the Army Corps is vague, the only strict requirements that they have for setbacks, they call it a 15 foot no vegetation clear zone so that they can get in with their trucks to service the Levee per our conversation with Army Corps, it is up to the municipality to enforce building setbacks from the Levee if you would so choose.  
  Dr. Williamson, it really is about that we spent $600,000 to make sure that we are certified and the city may be spending a little more to fix any of the deficiencies that are revealed. Hopefully when the ten year process starts over again, we don't have to come back require the development to be torn down.  More importantly have to spend a whole lot of money in taxpayers money to protect this building, if we could just go ask a question of our engineer that is working on this and say okay you guys, come back on this and let me get that answer in writing please  He had a discussion and questions about the O zoning.

  Mr. Knarr answered, what happens with the open space, open space is designed for recreation in an area that should not be developed, this zoning has five criteria, and one of the criteria that they looked at his or another development in the area that is conducive to what was there. So they feel that it met the five criteria that they go by.   There was a discussion about updating and speaking with the County about re-zoning maps.  Dr. Williamson stated we might want to add this area the next time.

  Mr. Knarr stated what it really does is a case by case…..

  Ms. Miele commented for an area that is out of the way, and sort of off the beaten path, I think the elevations are quite impressive. It is nice to see someone going above and beyond an area that would require a lot of attention.  She then asked about the criteria of landscaping.  
  Mr. Knarr stated they do have and that was part of what went through the commission.

  Mr. Hall asked for a vote. 

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes. Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes.  The land development was carried with a vote of 7 to 0.   

  Mr. Knarr wanted to add clarification on some things…. The County is basically a reviewing agency for us. They have a policy that they require things to be reviewed. They have 45 days to make that decision. During that timeframe, we do not want to try to slow up development so we begin the process, as long as it is sent for the County for review, through the appropriate channels and meets the qualifications, the County does have that criteria, a lot of these plans that you see County comments on, we have already addressed most of them but the County requires 45 days to make that decision and we know what a hold them up and bring them forward.  Once we get them, we bring them before planning and nine chances out of 10 the issues have already been addressed.
Resolution # 8436
Resolution Authorizing Submission Grant Application to DCNR for Ways Garden
The City Clerk read the resolution.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to adopt the resolution.
Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

  Mr. Grado, we are asking Council's approval to authorize submission of a grant application to DCNR for Ways Garden project.  We did submit a grant application for the front entrance and we were not successful in getting that application.  We talked about putting in an application to DCNR, this grant is 50-50 so in order to secure the local match, we have $10,000 from the County and 15,000 from Community Development Block grant funds and the Ways Garden Commission committed 25,000. In order to get a project that could meet that, the law offices indicated that they would donate $30,000 towards the project. So we are going for the second part of this first, so it will be the second phase, as part of that $30,000 donation they would like to use it during the working hours when this is not in use by the general public. If DCNR agrees with that lease agreement, and they may come up with other stipulations, but it has been done before, then we would submit this. So the grant is really for $90,000 and we would match it with $90,000 in local funds. This was reviewed by both the Public Works committee and the Finance committee.

Mr. Smith, we discussed this on Tuesday of this week and actually we got a very good description of the physical plan and we have discussed the parking lot and how it would be used by the neighboring law firm and how the Park is really going to be set up for the future. This is an opportunity for us to try to receive that grant money and because of the way the match has been set up, there have been other funds that have been raised and hopefully more funding will be raised. We passed that on a positive recommendation to Council for approval.

  Dr. Williamson stated we look at it from the perspective of the money involved in one of the things that we have discussed and I'd like to point out and thank the Ways Garden Commission and Mr. Esposito for tackling this. Obviously we have to find $90,000, what we have assembled is a local partnership that involves the County, the neighboring law firm, money is collected by the Ways Garden committee and First Community foundation. One of the things I've learned in on the projects where we are applying to is that they love to see the community come together with multiple partners to cooperate to achieve that is something for the common good. For a long time Ways Garden has been part of the fabric of this community and this focus and rehabilitation of one of our beautiful community assets should be commended. And the leadership that has gotten us to this place should be very much thanked.  We sent this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.
  Mr. Hall stated he wanted to thank Mr. Nyman for being here tonight for Mr. Esposito.

  Mr. Noviello wanted to reiterate that's already been said, this is just a chance for us to be breathing new life into a diamond in the rough so to speak. Certainly the Park has been utilized numerous times over the years and it has always served to our community very well and this opportunity so addresses this to some extent and bring it back a very positive endeavor. Certainly. the graciousness of the law firm needs to be extended, and when you can bring a number of participants together in this fashion and you can come out with positive results, it is to the benefit of all of us. I appreciate all the efforts, particularly Mr. Esposito and those who sit on the committee with him.  

  Mr. Hall asked for other comments or questions, hearing none.

The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the ordinance.

Ms. Miele made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.

Mr. Markley stated , I have nothing to add and it was reviewed by Public Works.

Mr. Smith stated this came to us on Tuesday and it was to install a new parking on the corner of Packer Street and Huffman Avenue and the second was to install a two-hour parking Between Elmira Ctr., Street. One of the things we always ask is what is the rationale behind installing the signs.  Mr. Markley shared there was an issue around the school to relief parking issues with double parking around the school.  We had asked if that relief the situation.  The next one was to install 2 hour parking.

  Mr. Markley, stated the parking authority had meters in that location may choose not to have them anymore so we removed the meters and replace two hour parking.

Resolution Authorizing the Execution of 6 Construction Contracts for the Trade & Transit Centre II Project

The City Clerk read the resolution.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to adopt the resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.
  Mr. Nichols stated, as noted this resolution authorizes the construction of six different contracts for the Trade and Transit Phase 2 project. This was reviewed by our project team and the firms listed in this resolution seemed to be the lowest and most responsible bidders for this project. One apparent low bidder for the electrical construction contract withdrew his bid as legally allowed by state statute and this resulted in the award going to the next lowest bidder as indicated in the resolution. Included in your packet of information, is the bid tabulation and the checklists we used to verify federal certifications were submitted as required. The Finance Committee did ask about HRI’s bid and I checked with my staff, the form that you have is now updated, they did indeed submit all the required certifications as they needed to do. I also provided you tonight with the most recent grant approval from Penn Dot which shows the current amount of funds allocated to the project and additional $781,000 that was awarded last November. This means that the final funding package has adjusted to reflect the amount allocated to the Destination 2014 project, now allows for all of the plans, streetscape elements both on-site and off-site to be included in the project. Tonight a couple members of our project team are here, Mike Snyder, the lead architect from Kimball, and Tim Warner from our construction management firm, Reynolds Construction Manager. This was reviewed by Finance Committee.
  Dr. Williamson stated several parts to discussion was the actual bid in the process that went through to arrive at the appropriate bid for the contracts, it all seemed to be in order. We all reviewed the budget side of the project,  Mr. Nichols provided us with the document that indicated the additional $781,000 that was not in the original version that we saw in October. The answer is the budget we saw not to over had scaled back of the work being done beyond the site in terms of streetscape to connect this particular project to other aspects of downtown. With that piece in place we could understand the flow of money here in particular as it relates to the trade out that what we all know about and what was done between this project and RCAP funds.  Last part of the discussion was to review the aspects of the budget, the building is covered in this budget as we anticipated, all three floors, the parts of the My Ride upgrade, and the upgrades that were anticipated as technology systems were all part of these bids.  This should pretty much capture all of the costs that we have been talking about for years. This is not the first time we have approved construction contracts on this site, this project is now moving forward, we need to get a project done, this was started back in 2004, so this second version is real.  We sent this to the full body of Council with positive recommendation.
  Mr. Allison stated he has had the same questions from people and told them we are working on it, and Mr. Nichols has been working on this for 11 years.  Groundbreaking is the end of April.

  Mr. Nichols stated he is working with Penn College students to design and give their ideas of what things should look like. He was very impressed with the talents and we will select the best that represents that part of the project and we will bring that to Council.
  Mrs. Katz stated that is incredible and she is happy we are starting to use the college for many things, it will also give opportunities to stay here in Williamsport.

  Ms. Miele wanted to salute Rob Wasniek, who has gone above and beyond for many years, she wanted to say how she appreciates him.

  Mr. Hall stated this is a good night and 11 years in the making.  He asked for a vote.
Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes. Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes.  The resolution was carried with seven yes roll call votes .

Resolution Authorizing the Execution of Agreements for the Use of Bowman Field
The City Clerk read the resolution.

  Mr. Simpson stated this is the standard resolution for the use of Bowman field for the 2015 season. The Williamsport Area High School Band Association, the Williamsport Area School District for the backyard brawl, the Hughesville High School, the Williamsport Cross Cutters, the PIAA, the Sons of Italy, St. John Neumann, Penn College, Lycoming County Visitors Bureau, and the South Williamsport School District.

  Dr. Williamson stated we reviewed this in Finance, the review is fairly quick and standard.  The good news this year is we have three additional ones that we have not seen in the past and we are accomplishing that goal of using the facility to a greater degree. The one particular finance issue, normally when one of these events uses field lights, the one tricky thing we get from PPL is the first time we used this in a given month, we have to pay an additional demand charge of $800. Now with the additional charge will be added to the users that use the lights, this will help to make up the cost. We passed this to the full body Council with a positive recommendation.

Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the resolution.

Resolution Approving 2015 CDBG Consolidated Plan & Action Plan

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to adopt the resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

  Mr. Grado stated this is our 2015 through 2019 consolidated plan. Council approved the budget that was presented in November of 2014 that was presented for the Community Development Block Grant funds. This is the verbal explanation of that activity.  HUD has required us to wait until we get our allocations.  Our allocations were reduced and the data was retained from the census in 2010. There were surveys distributed and a public hearing.  Mr. Grado read the items that we have to show….such as CDBG funds for the Bro-Dart improvements, streetscape, and Pathway to Health where we received a grant of $1 million. The action plan states basically with our HOME funds, we are using the single home owner buyer program and the assisted mortgage funds.  I would like to thank Stephanie Young from our office who put a lot of time and effort into this document. This was reviewed by the Finance Committee.
  Mr. Hall stated since the norm was to pass this late last year is this the way it's always going to be?

  Mr. Grado answered November is our annual approval…we lost $40,000 in block grant and $58,000 in HOME funds.  We are getting other funds other than the HOME funds.

  Dr. Williamson stated at our review, we recognize that this five-year consolidated plan is something that we have seen before, and the first year action plan is also something that we have seen before and that is consistent with our budgeting in past years.  The other part of our discussion was some components of the five-year plan are very useful and that we will face more challenges. We need to review the needs assessments, the housing needs, there is an interesting assessment here and we can continue to learn things here. We passed this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.
  Mr. Allison stated this does have a wealth of information here, and there are some things that you think you know about the community, 73% of our owner occupied housing units were built before 1950 and 65% of our rental units were built before 1950. We know why our codes rental inspection so important. We have an old housing stock. 31% of the total households have a median income greater than $27,138. That means 69% of our households are below that. This will be a document that will be very useful to us going forward.

  Mr. Hall asked if there were any more comments or questions hearing none

We do still have the façade program that was started and we do have funding for that so we are going to continue to do the façade improvements and that is being done by our office.

  Mr. Noviello stated Reach Rd is the granddaddy of longitude projects, can you give the viewing audience some potential end date?
  Mr. Grado answered Section 2 A will be pretty much the last segment, that will be completed probably by July 15th.  HRI will go in this month and start widening the shoulders, the final piece and it will be about the same time frame for the extension and culvert at Fox Hollow, we will still be able to maintanit two lanes of traffic.

  Mr. Hall stated this is good and has been a long time coming.  He asked for the vote.
