City Council Meeting Minutes of April 4, 2013

                                 Thursday, April 4, 2013
Williamsport, PA

Council President Bill Hall brought the Williamsport City Council meeting to order on Thursday, April 4, 2013 at 7:30 PM in City Hall Council Chambers.  The Wild Studio did televise the meeting.  The invocation was given by Councilman Jonathan Williamson and was immediately followed by the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

  Council President Bill Hall called the meeting to order. He asked for approval of City Council Meeting Minutes dated 03/21/13.  Do I have a motion to approve these minutes?  

Mrs. Katz made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.  There were no questions or comments.  The minutes were approved with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0.
There was no limited courtesy of the floor.

Ordinance Vacating Portion of Spruce Street & Adjacent Alleys Between Park Avenue & High Street in the 13th Ward of the City of Williamsport (first reading) Bill # 1598-13
The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the ordinance in first reading.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

Mr. Grado stated this is the vacation of streets in the institutional zone. It is located in the Y area and all of the properties have now been acquired by Susquehanna Health who owns the properties in that project area. That is basically bounded on the N. By High St. and E. By Walnut St., and S. By Park Ave. and on the West by the first alley west of Spruce St. so within that area is where the Y is to be located. The ordinance does describe both Spruce Street which is a 50 foot right-a-away as well as the alleys that are located within that area. Those alleys are approximately 10 foot in width. This is necessary to do a lot consolidation as part of the land development. The wide land development and conditional use will be presented to Council at the next meeting on April 18 and is going before the Planning Commission on April 8. It requires a conditional use public hearing which will also be on the 18th which is a land development plan. It is required with this vacation ordinance that it is required to go through two readings and the second reading is 28 days from the first reading. They want to advance this project, it calls for tax credits and that's why we asked that the first reading on the ordinance be put on today and the second reading will be May 2nd just after the land development plan. I did present it to and reviewed it with the Public Works committee but since they got in on short notice they did not act upon. There are representatives of the YMCA here also.

  Dr. Williamson asked if the western side is the unnamed alley?

  Mr. Grado stated that is correct and that alley will still be a public street.  The main access for the Y is on Walnut Street.  

  Dr. Williamson stated that maybe designating that alley as a one-way between High and Park Avenue is a good idea.

  Mr. Hall asked for comments or question.  There were none.

The ordinance was carried in first reading with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.

Resolution #8209
Resolution Honoring Dr. James E. Douthat, Lycoming College
The City Clerk read the resolution.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to accept this resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

Mr. Hall asked for comments or questions.

Dr. Williamson stated that he is pleased to be able to participate in this even though he works for Lycoming  College, the college is 201 years old.  Dr. Douthat is one of the five most influential leaders in this area.  Given the recognition that he receives in his long history of institution I think it is definitely something nice for us to do to recognize him as then his contribution to the long history of the city itself.
  Mayor Campana, it is truly an honor to present this resolution to Dr. Douthat.   Lycoming College has been a wonderful community partner.  Dr. Douthat has been a very strong leader for Lycoming College but not only for the college but for this community as well.  I would be remiss if I did not acknowledge Mrs. Frank, that was quite a few words you had to read, and you did a wonderful job on it. At this point I would like to present the resolution to the representative of Lycoming College because Dr. Douthat could not make it. I also have a key to the city, compliments of the former Mayor Jesse Bloom. I was contacted a couple weeks ago from Mrs. Bloom and in her basement she had quite a few keys to the city, and she was going through some things and she acknowledged that she had some keys so she was very kind to contact me and we have these keys actually in the office at no cost to the taxpayers at this time. So I would like to offer a key to the City to Dr. Douthat.

  Jerry Rashid, I'm the Public Director of Relations of Lycoming College and as you heard, Dr. Douthat was unable to attend tonight, he has another engagement on campus. But on behalf of Dr. Douthat and Lycoming College, I would like to thank the Council for this resolution and Mayor Campana as well. The college is very grateful for this.  This coming Saturday the college is holding its charter day festivities and this resolution and the key to the City will be presented to Dr. Douthat at that time. It is much appreciated. Thank you very much.

  Mr. Allison, stated in the few times I've had dealings with Dr. Douthat, personally and have had conversations with him, some on business things but others on just by way of meeting at the grocery store, he is a quintessential gentleman, always easy to talk to, you feel totally disarmed in any conversation and not reticent at all to just share from your heart. And you equally  knew he did as well. Thank you.

  Ms. Miele wanted to add that he and his family have added a lot to our community and their involvement in the community is much appreciated.

  Mr. Hall stated any other comments or questions, hearing none Mrs. Frank.

The resolution was carried with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.

Mr. Hall stated he will be there on Saturday to present to Dr. Douthat at his celebration on Saturday.

Resolution #8210
Resolution to Approve & Execute Settlement Agreement Between Dustin Krietz & City of Williamsport
The City Clerk read the resolution.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve this resolution.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.
  Mr. J. David Smith, stated by way of brief background and let me begin by saying the administration recommends the adoption of this resolution and the execution of the settlement agreement, this individual was a police officer. He was charged a number of years ago with certain crimes that if proven would automatically terminate him from the force under the law enforcement act, those charges remain pending and during the pendency of the charges, he was required by law and statute to be suspended. He was suspended without pay during a rather lengthy period.   Primarily due to some procedural nuances of this criminal process.  There was a long period of time between the charges being brought and the charges ultimately being resolved through the acceptance, the approval by the attorney general's office, a plea to a count that fell below beyond the automatic requirements of termination under the confidence and the Law Enforcement Act, which ultimately he had the theoretically ability to return to the force. He was terminated by City Council on hearing, but collectively through the bargaining unit, he had a right to arbitrate that termination and effectively the determination of the arbitrator, had it come to that, would have been final and binding. It was determined that to promote the certainty of an outcome in terms of not having to deal with the possibility of this officer being returned to the force, and also to obviate a rather potentially significant exposure for back pay, so in exchange for which the individual was allowed to basically have some pension contributions at a small fraction of what his pay would've been, in order to allow his pension to vest, essentially that outcome would be the ability to make certain the outcome that he would not return to the force, and that he would not be receiving back pay in effect. That was the reason that drove the administration's decision to recommend a settlement, which we are now recommending to you. The arbitration process as you know is that on certain process, it is a decision made by an individual appointed generally speaking, in fact almost always from town who really doesn't have any particular interest in the community itself and whose judgment may reflect the community from which that particular arbitrator comes from. So, long story short, this is the end of the process as far as the City is concerned and the administration recommends that Council approve this agreement.
  Mr. Hall said thank you Mr. Smith. So the administration is recommending, and I guess that is also on the advice of our legal counsel?

 Mr. J David Smith replied yes, absolutely.

 Mr. Hall stated I guess there's nothing else to be said, does anyone want to comment? And we won't, Mrs. Frank on the resolution.

The resolution was carried with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.  Each council member hesitated on their vote individually. 
Mr. Hall stated that effectively, I believe the sense of Council is that we have to do this because we have to do it. Otherwise, I think we would be disinclined.
Resolution # 8211
Resolution Approving a Grant Agreement with the PA Emergency Management Agency
The City Clerk read the resolution.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve this resolution.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.

Deputy. Chief Dymeck, this is a resolution requesting your approval for the acceptance of a PA firefighters grant in the amount of $13,116.29. The first year our fire department was eligible to receive this grant, this money has been earmarked to purchase large diameter hoses and lighting for nighttime operations. This was presented to the Finance Committee on March 19 was approved to the full body of Council.

  Dr. Williamson stated in our review, we approved this unanimously with a positive recommendation. In the document it indicates in a variety of places, it talks about the volunteer fire department so we were concerned if we had the right paperwork, it is a good thing to see that the fire Department is eligible for this. We passed this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.
  Mr. Hall asked for any more comments or questions. There were none.

The resolution was carried with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.

Resolution #8212
Resolution Authorizing the Williamsport Bureau of Police to Purchase 4 Vehicles
The City Clerk read the resolution.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

 Chief Foresman, this resolution you have before you tonight is for authorization to purchase four new police units. For those who you don't know, this is the new version of the Ford Taurus. This provides better fuel usage and hasn't all-wheel-drive, not to mention it is more horsepower than the Crown  that we currently have. He noted some of the specifications are in the packet that Council has received. The amount budgeted to purchase the vehicles was under the 2013 police budget, it was $135,000. The cost purchase and to install all equipment such as radios, camera system, lighting, computer mount and of course the painting, detailing for all the vehicles comes to $130,904.72. That leaves us a leftover amount of approximately $4095.28. There is a new updated version of the list of vehicles that was given to Council members in your packet for this past week. This will give you a better example and explanation of what the vehicles are, the ones we are taking off-line.  He went over the vehicles currently in the fleet. This resolution was taken before Finance committee and approved with a positive recommendation by the committee.
  Dr. Williamson stated, because the transfer of one Expedition to the Fire Department and because of in part of the unfortunate accident that occurred on Easter we had a little bit of a hard time tracking the inflow and outflow the vehicles. The net effect of this plan is to reduce the fleet or take off-line five vehicles out of the police inventory and replace them with four. The current plan is to dispose of those excluding the Expedition that's already been transferred to the Fire Department, and to dispose of the other vehicles online, although there was some discussion by the Mayor whether one of those vehicles could be transferred for inventory purposes to another department. That will have to come back before Council before that is done. We passed this to the full body Council with a positive recommendation.

 Mr. Allison asked if the police force had any natural gas vehicles around for the Police.

 Chief Foresman stated he has not seen any natural gas vehicles around.

 Mr. Noviello asked if these vehicles can be used for another department.

 Chief Foresman stated yes, it can be transferred and used by another department, we just won’t get the money from it.  The Chief stated the vehicles are sold on property room.com.

 Dr. Williamson stated, it is not a matter of transferring vehicles, it is a matter of the budget that the police will lose money if they didn’t sell the vehicle and just transferred it.

 Ms. Miele, to what extent are these cars still viable?

Chief Foresman stated they are used pretty hard, and they are pretty high mileage, if they're going to be used on a limited basis, some departments will not use them as hard as we did, and they probably won't get driven as much. That makes running and wearing tear on it a little easier.
  Mr. Hall stated so for instance, this car has 171,000 miles on it, that used to be high mileage but it is not anymore.

 Chief Foresman stated it is just not the high mileage, it is the maintenance and upkeep. 

 Mr. Hall asked if one of these vehicles was moved to another department, theoretically,  you could come up with the number for maintenance and tires that would transfer to another department? So if there was a department right now that needed a car, or should have a car and doesn't, we could actually move the car to the department so we could know how much all the costs are, is that correct?

 Chief Foresman stated theoretically yes.

 Mr. Hall stated I am saying that because I have been an advocate in the past, I have maintained, and pushed for, a car to be assigned to the Mayor's office. The reason for that is, first of all, if we have them, we have them. If we have an idea how it can be maintained and we have that in the budget and it can be moved so in the future we contract that, that we ought to do that. I know that when I go out of town, the different conferences and meetings where there are mayors and state representatives, most of those guys end up showing up in cars that are better than cars that have a hundred thousand miles, a Ford Crown Vic, and in the meantime we are sending our Mayor out in a Volkswagen bug so to speak. So I would advocate perhaps we look at using one of these vehicles instead of selling it, moving it to the Mayor's apartment and moving the budget from you for that car to that department. I don't know how that gets done and I don't know if it takes an act of Congress to make that happen.

 Mayor Campana stated he had a CNG car and there are not many places where he can fill up with this CNG car, so basically I take the family car. We had that meeting, and personally I don't advocate a car for myself, but in the recreation department over the years, the recreation department actually had a Van, and they had a vehicle for their director, our director right now uses his own personal vehicle to drive around the city. It is quite costly for him personally. I just want to put that on the table just the start the discussion that that is something if we decide not to do this year, we may want to look at it next year for that department. In regards to myself, I have my own personal vehicle as a public safety director, it would come in handy. I do travel and a lot of the ideas I picked up along the way, I have learned them from traveling as well, I appreciate your comments and let's continue to have those discussions.

  Mr. Hall, you would have a hard time getting me to approve a car for the recreation department. I know the city clerk has to go out every other week, sometimes twice a week delivering packets and everything, we built in an auto allowance that is there with a reasonable amount of help to recover the costs of her personal vehicle. Perhaps you are to look at that for other departments as well. That seems to have worked for the city clerk as long as I have been here and as long as Mr. O'Connor was on Council before. I am not advocating for a car for you Mayor, I'm advocating for car for the Mayor's office because I think it adds dignity to the office myself. It has a seal that people know it's the City of Williamsport, but that's neither here nor there just my thoughts on that.
  Mr. Smith, I think it regards to what Mr. Hall says, I really think we should take one of these vehicles. You transferred one of them to the fire department obviously through a transfer.  I do know that the recreation manager is using his own vehicle, as I understand it, he doesn't get any gas money or any mileage whatsoever and he uses his vehicle to go every place in the city.
  Mayor Campana stated he travels every day and he is very very active in the summertime. We are working on expanding that. This is not something that has to be done, we can discuss it at budget time next year whether it is merited or not.

 Mr. Smith stated well at this point we are replacing vehicles, maybe next year we won’t be. I go along with what Mr. Hall says, it can be transferred to the Mayor's department than it can be used by recreation. It can be used by other folks that need to get on company business from point A to point B. Based on the fact that were going to dispose of some of these, how do we have to do that, do we want an amendment?  Do we set it up so we can keep one of these vehicles, transfer to another department or do we want to hold off until we find out how much that cost is? You're not going to get rid of all the vehicles right of way between now and the next Council meeting, we need to find out what those costs are.

 Chief Foresman stated we have to wait until our new vehicles come in so, it could be a month or so.

 Mr. Smith stated well if you could come back with those numbers, then we would know what we can do, it would seem to me that we've done this before.  Chief Heinbach stated he got one that was transferred to him.  There was discussion about the vehicle that Chief Heinbach drove around before it was placed on property room.com.

 Mr. Hall stated we will get some numbers and go from there.

 Mr. Allison stated to be clear, did the fire department pay for this vehicle?

 Chief Heinbach stated yes we transferred $7,500 into the police departments budget.

 Mr. Noviello stated I don't mean to belabor but I have some previous experience with our recreational director during the soapbox Derby, we ran him all over the town. Our committee does run that person ragged. I know that's a burden on him. But it has been a great advantage to us.

Dr. Williamson stated clearly, Justin does run himself ragged, but we made a decision to bring recreation in-house with the idea that it would not cost us more than what we were spending before. Given all of the top budget priorities, I think it is worthwhile in making those decisions within the context of overall budget decisions that we are making just because there is a lot of stuff we would love to do and we would get 7 to 0 votes for many things but we have to make those decisions in the context with what we can afford to do.  We do have to be protectors of the taxpayer’s money, and I would agree with waiting, as the Mayor had said at budget time to review this.

 Mr. Hall asked for any more comments or questions on this resolution.

The resolution was carried with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.
Resolution #8213
  Resolution   Authorizing a Contract for Consulting Services with Mullin & Lonergan Assoc. 
The City Clerk read the resolution.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve this resolution.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

Mr. Grado, every three years the Community Development Office advertises an RFP for consulting services, we do publicly advertise it and there is a procedure that we follow in selecting them. We budget each year, and the budget was $5000 for consulting services, basically they assist us in our program guidelines and some of the activities we have. This is from April 4, 2013 through March 31, 2016. This was reviewed by the Finance Committee.

 Dr. Williamson, we reviewed this and found that this was consistent with what we've done in prior years in terms of the amount and it is actually less because it is in proportion with what we get from the CBG funds, this contract is smaller than other projects and is paid for by those funds. We passed this to the full body of Council with positive recommendation.

 Mr. Hall asked for comments or questions.

The resolution was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0.

Resolution #8214
Resolution:  Real Estate Refund – Lundy Ind.
The City Clerk read the resolution.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve this resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.

Mr. O’Connor stated, this is a refund which we've already approved at the last meeting, his total LERTA for 2013. In 2012, there was some paperwork issues and it was not approved on time to delay the billing so he went ahead and paid the full amount and as you can see on the attached sheet, I got that final notification for the approval. This is the refund due.

Mr. Hall asked for any questions or comments.

Mr. O’Connor stated, this is the exemption which relates to the Ascension Catholic Church in Newberry, whether property like this is sold from a nonprofit, it does go back on the rolls even though it is sold to a nonprofit, that nonprofit has to apply for the exemption. So it is on the rolls and we have to remove it at this point. Obviously the Church of Christ has applied for that exemption.

Mr. Allison stated we have never received any taxes for any these properties anyhow.

Mr. O'Conner replied no, not since the churches been there.

Mr. Hall asked for comments or questions.

Demolition  659 5th Avenue – Thomas & June Zimmerman

Mr. Gerardi stated, attached for your review is a demolition requests from Thomas and Jean Zimmerman for the structure located at 659 5th Ave.  It is in the R2 zoning district. The structure has been vacant for several years and was a single family dwelling at one time. At this time there are no future plans for the 

property. All zoning and building requirements will be addressed prior to or permit be an issue. Grass will need to be planted if a permit is not issued within three months. I did contact the owner I don't believe we have a representative here.
Mr. Hall, stated practice has always been to have a representative here for the demos. Then I guess I will take a motion to table it.

Dr. Williamson made the motion to table and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

Mr. Hall stated then on the tabling motion, Mrs. Frank.

The demolition was tabled with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.
Certificate of Appropriateness – 339 Market St. – Michael Groulx
Mr. Gerardi stated this certificate is a request for 339 Market St. Is a request to erect 2 3' x 5' business identification signs and one 23 inch oval sign. The building is located in the central business district. See attached sheet for color and location.  I do want to make note that the planning commission did not have a quorum and we were not able to review this. So it would be like a total of seven weeks that they be waiting for this particular sign so I'm asking that city Council would approve these this evening.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the certificate.

Mr. Gerardi stated this is a request to a apply a business identification signs on the interior of the glass storefront. The building is located in the central business district. See attached photo for color and design. A lot of times on these types of signs the owner is not aware that they need a permit, it is a business identification sign but they donated building permit to put on letter site that. So this is already up in place, I took a picture of it, the representative is here you have any questions.

Mrs. Katz stated this is been up for quite some time and I see nothing wrong with it is a really an eye-catching sign and I love it. I wondered why we didn't see this in front of us.

Mr. Hall asked for comments or questions.  He asked for a motion to approve this certificate.

Mrs. Katz made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.

Certificate of Appropriateness 33 East 3rd Street – 33 East Partners

Mr. Gerardi stated this is a request to construct a dumpster pad and enclosure out of block and painted to match existing wall, roof to be middle. The 6' x 0" high black iron decorative fence will be constructed along the rear property line along a portion of state Street to the south. Two gates will be added to state street side for egress and truck access. The building is located in the central business district. At the last city Council meeting you approved the demolition of this structure. We do have have a representative. You have any questions.

Mr. Nash stated it is, it is almost over 2000 ft.² so when you actually enter from the restaurant you will be entering where there be a bar and that will be enclosed by a roof and then you proceed further and it will be wide open.
