Council President Jonathan Williamson brought the Williamsport City Council meeting to order on Thursday April 14, 2016 at 7:30 PM in City Hall Council Chambers.  The Cooley Studio did televise the meeting.  The invocation was given by Councilman Randy Allison and was immediately followed by the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

  Approval of the Williamsport City Council minutes of March 31, 2016 were approved upon a motion from Mr. Noviello and a second from Mrs. Katz.   All were in favor.  The vote was 7 to 0. 

Limited Courtesy of the Floor

There was no limited courtesy of the floor.

Presentation on Upcoming Drum Corps Associates Event

Mr. John Shableski, President of the Band Association at Williamsport Area High School gave a presentation on the upcoming Drum Corps Associates.  Over the past few years we have made some great strides and we have an opportunity to bring a spotlight to the City of Williamsport with the Drum Corp Show on August 13 up at STA stadium.  It is a very intense athletic event and you'll be able to see the Corp in action. We have been working on this for almost 2 years.  There are 30 people from Williamsport that make up the share of the Hawthorne Boleros.  Last year, six of those were students from the high school who beat out high school teachers.  This show will generate somewhere around $3 million in revenue for the economy for the weekend. The show is the World Championships that will be in 2018 and 2019,  as for the City of Williamsport, those two shows will generate at least $10 million at minimum to the community. So this is a really big addition for us.  Mr. Shableski handed out brochures and showed a three minute video on the Drum Corp.   We are looking at an audience of about 3 to 4000 for the show on August 13. We are doing marketing now ourselves and are out looking for donations to promote this event.     
  Dr. Williamson thanked him for his presentation and talked about the potential that this could bring for the City of Williamsport for the business owners and restaurants, and it is a really exciting economic development opportunity for the city.   It is not just a one-day event, it is a 3 to 4 day event.  He stated that the Mayor and River Valley Transit as well as the Visitors Bureau have been working with him to help him provide as much as they possibly can.    
  Mr. Allison stated his children have graduated from Williamsport and now his grandchildren and the benefit that is far beyond what you could put a monetary price on. It is an enrichment experience. He stated he is very impressed with the organization on this.

  Mrs. Katz stated it has been a long time since a Drum corps has been here, I think it was back in the 70s, so to have this back in our area again, people who have never seen this type of composition will really be excited to see this. 
Proclamation to Fair Housing.

Mayor Campana thanked everyone for the opportunity to speak this evening as we recognize April 2016 as Fair Housing month.  He read the proclamation.  There are a couple of individuals that he recognized  that have been helpful in regards to this commission, Mark Holt and Mary Rucinski. Everyone applauded them.

The City Clerk read the ordinance.
Dr. Williamson asked for a motion on the ordinance in final reading.

Mr. Henderson made the motion and second by Mr. Allison.
  Dr. Williamson stated that he had nothing further to add other than the fact that he has heard from a few members of the commission that stated they are happy to continue with this commission and their work. He asked for a vote on the ordinance in final reading.

The ordinance was carried in final reading with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.

Resolution # 8538
Resolution to Authorize a MOU between City of Williamsport & Williamsport Sanitary Authority for Storm water Management Services Feasibility Study
The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mrs. Katz made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

  Mr. Grado stated as indicated in the resolution back in August 6, 2015, City Council authorized the amendments of the Sanitary Authority’s Articles of Incorporation to address storm water management planning and implementation. This is the next step in that process in order to establish storm water management program for that to occur.  The MOU between the City of Williamsport and the Williamsport Sanitary Authority provides for the sanitary’s engineer, ARCADES, to undertake over the next year, there is no schedule at this point,, the feasibility study is $153,000. They have spent approximately $30,000 in the MOU to date.  Part of the scope of work would be a public outreach and education program as it relates to storm water management activities. Ultimately this does come back to City Council until after the feasibility study is undertaken, and there is a stakeholder advisory committee that will be established, a public education program, and representatives from Council will be on that committee.  ARCADES is looking at both flood protection and pollution prevention. As Council has been aware we had a NPDES permit, and we are on the joint permit with other municipalities. The regulatory requirements have been expanding and are anticipated to increase. We are also undergoing our levy recertification and process. The feasibility study will address all of those during that process and there will be adequate public information. This did go before Public Works committee and the Finance Committee and was also approved by the Williamsport Sanitary Authority.    
  Mr. Smith stated we discussed this at Public Works last Tuesday.  Again these are unfunded mandates that we have to participate in the city. The federal government and the state government states that we are ultimately responsible for treating the storm water system.  But that doesn't mean we can't have another entity do that for us to answer for us, but the responsibility does come back to the City of Williamsport. The storm water regulations affects every city in the United States, and every home and business in the United States. We do have time frames that ultimately we will have to meet in order to satisfy the regulations. This has really been started by the Chesapeake Bay initiative. We have to treat sewage in a proper way and now we have to treat storm water in the proper method.  He went on to explain that ultimately the responsibility comes back to the city.  The Public Works committee is working on a license and registration with entities that are working with oil and petroleum products within the City of Williamsport. We had two issues in the last year of oil spills into the city sewer system in which we were responsible and had to bring in hazmat crews to clean that up.   This project was started about a year and a half ago when we found out what we had to do and we did some research on this and found out there are couple of ways to handle the storm water situation. We can either do it as ourselves as a city or we can ask someone with more experience and have the equipment and manpower and other operations already in place to do this. When we as a city looked at doing this, we were going to have to start from ground up. So we decided to go with the Williamsport Water and Sanitary Authority who have all of this material and equipment in place. They have been doing this for years and years.  He spoke about the good relations with the City and Water Authority.  By passing this resolution we give the WMWA the okay to start this project.  This resolution allows us to move forward and also watch the fees.  Very soon we will have the actual results of the levee study. He went on to explain the levee study.  He stated that Public Works sent this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation. 

  Ms. Miele stated our primary inquiry was related to precisely how the city could wind up paying $150,000 for the study. The conclusion was this is a feasibility study and we would not be entering in the second portion of this if the Williamsport Water and Sanitary Authority could not undertake this with us. This feasibility study was established understand how to do it and the important thing about this investment is even if for some reason it we were to wind up and the authority could not come to some agreement, the city would have the benefit of the study.  That is basically giving us all the numbers and the instructions on how to begin to envision and creating some sort of storm water plan for the city moving forward. The city is committed and we already have a pretty good idea of the scope of what they're looking at. We are just waiting for the numbers to roll in. We are hoping to have final numbers of the Levy system in June. The feasibility study will also begin to help us in an advisory capacity, along with comments from the public and help the public to understand. A storm water authority is actually a pretty new option for those of us in Pennsylvania. So the work on the feasibility study should be no later than the end of 2016.  Finance sent this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.

  Mr. Allison stated he's in agreement with what Councilman Smith said. This is not something we went out to look for a way to spend money on infrastructure.  We did talk about the Levy system being built in the early 50s and a lot of the infrastructure in the city is old. It was designed when the main concern was actually dealing with volumes of water. We just haven't hit the generation now where a lot of these things need to be addressed with Advanced Technology in advance understanding. As far as the financial impact on the city, Mr. Hauser said that they will begin discussions with the businesses and with the residents, all  will have their chance to hear the whole story. It will be our job to ensure that everyone has a good understanding.
  Mr. Noviello, stated it was already noted that this was a long process and that is the absolute truth on this. He wanted to take a moment to thank Mr. Houser and Mr. Grado for their explanations in great detail.  He likes the fact that this is open to the public.

  Mrs. Katz stated she thinks when the public gets to see what ARCADES does, because the presentation gives a blow-by-blow of the what and why things have to be done because it certainly was very informative to us.  Penn Strategies also worked very hard on developing this resolution.  She does feel the public will be well informed by the time this is all said and done and she too thanked everyone.
  Mr. Henderson asked about a plan the authority has to keep the city informed, is it monthly?

  Mr. Grado answered there is an advisory committee that will be meeting on a regular basis and we usually have that through the Public Works Committee.  Also the Water Authority can report to us and also a member of Council will be on that Advisory Committee.

There was a short discussion about regionalization and working with all the difficulties and authorizes and how it makes sense when facing with economic costs.    Regionalization is the best way to manage and make our choices better and easier.
  Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on this resolution.

The resolution  was carried with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Dr. Williamson changed the order of the agenda.

Demolition – 1419 Memorial Avenue – St. Paul Calvary United Methodist Church

  Mr. Gerardi stated this is a request to demolish a structure at 1419 Memorial Ave. It is in R 2 residential zoning district. The structure was used as a single family residence and it is currently vacant. They do not have any plans to construct anything new on the property. They will then fill it and seed it.  There was a picture of structure attached.  The church is on the right-hand side of the structure. There is a representative here.
Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the demolition.

Mr. Allison made the motion and second by Mr. Henderson.

Mr. Smith stated that he will be abstaining due to a direct relationship with the entity.

Dr. Williamson asked for questions or comments.

  Mrs. Katz asked how long has this been vacant?

  Rev Jennette Wertz, Pastor at St. Paul Calvary, it has been vacant since November.

  Mrs. Katz asked her what was the reason for the vacancy?

  Rev. Wertz answered we negotiated because we were looking to make some decisions about the property and the tenant agreed to the negotiations, but then moved out.

  Mrs. Katz stated the only reason why I ask is we get demolitions so often, and it is disheartening to see homes that are demoed, for some of the reasons of lack of upkeep, we have more and more that we question anymore because of that. When they didn't renegotiate the lease, why didn’t you get another renter in there?

  Rev. Wertz, answered we have been looking at this over the last year. We are not interested in having another rental unit, if we do not, it will be part of the church and it will become a different facility. It will not be used for housing.

  Mrs. Katz stated it's just a shame.

  Mr. Noviello asked was there ever a maintenance plan for the property at all through the church itself? 

  Rev. Wertz answered yes, we have had some inspections on the property and some maintenance, there was a long term tenant that was not always forthcoming with what was going on in the property. It is not in terrible shape, but it is not in the best shape.

  Mr. Noviello asked, so you have no plans for this at this time?

Rev. Wertz answered no. 

Mr. Allison asked if this has always been a part of the church?

  Rev. Wertz answered no, it was purchased November 2007.

  Mr. Allison asked it was purchased for the purpose of expanding the church?

 Rev. Wertz answered at the time of the purchase, it was made to allow access to service, air-conditioning   units, spouting units and windows , the property boarded our property with minimal setbacks and required us to seek permission to enter the previous owners yard for any servicing of that issue. The long-range plan was to demolish the house for future church expansion. That did not happen.
  Ms. Miele asked, so it will just be pretty much a lawn behind the church?

  Rev. Wertz answered yes, green space.

  Rev. Wertz answered actually a children's play area is one of those ideas that we have had.

  Ms. Miele stated it seems that it were be a nice thing to do for the neighborhood.  She also stated that the reason of limited access was not included in our packet.

Mr. Gerardi explained that he did not know about the letter until tonight.

  Rev. Wertz stated it was Steinbacher and asked if Council wanted a copy of it.

Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on the demolition.

The demolition was carried with six yes roll call votes.  The vote was 6 to 0.  Mr. Smith abstained.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith abstained.  Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Resolution #8539
Resolution for User Agreements For Bowman Field

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mrs. Katz made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.
  Mr. Grado stated that Justin Simpson asked him to cover this for him.  These are standard uses of Bowman field that are done each year. They were reviewed and approved by both the Recreation Commission and Bowman Field Commission.  He did attach the conditions for use agreements which indicates the fees for each and also the insurance requirements. I'd be happy to answer any questions if I can.
  Ms. Miele stated this was reviewed by Finance and sent to the full body Council with positive recommendation. There is only one potential overlap date with the whole schedule being at Bowman Field.  All in all everything looks pretty cut and dried. At some point in the past, we had talked about perhaps trying to institute a split rate with Bowman Field.  All of these are nonprofit entities, or nonprofit events, they would all fall into the same category, but we had talked about looking at events for profit and whether or not we should consider for secondary rates.

  Dr. Williamson asked if there were any comments or questions from Council.

The resolution  was carried with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.

Resolution Awarding Aggregate Bids for City of Williamsport  -  April 1, 2016 to March 21, 2017

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.
  Mr. Tom Cillo, this is the resolution asking Council to accept an award the aggregate bids for the City of Williamsport Streets and Parks Department. This is pretty standard. What these are is approximate quantities of stones for the materials we will use over a 12 month period. We just piggyback off of other municipalities, townships, and boroughs,  when its township submits a bid to Penn Dot, and advertised it and put it out for bid which saves us a little bit on advertising fees and they get the bids back and it is eligible to be paid out of liquid fuels. It is pretty standard and it differs in the sense from our salt orders are we have to order a 60% minimum of our order. We do not have to meet that criteria with these materials here. This was reviewed by Public Works and Finance.

  Ms. Miele stated everything appears to be in order, this is pretty standard, and we do this every year. So the Finance Committee forwarded this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.

  Mr. Smith stated this did come to Public Works on Tuesday and this is a standard bid process that we do once a year. It is very enlightening…..when talking about aggregate material. Mr. Cillo did a fine job in getting the bids for us and the price was about what we had paid before. So we are not looking at  extra dollars. We sent this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation. 
  Mr. Noviello stated he had the occasion to take a ride with Mr. Cillo through various parts of the city, and it was very enlightening with some very positive things. I would like to add some corrections of things that may be need to corrected and some innovations that we will be seeing not too long from now. Also as well is some of the fabrications that we have actually on staff, Mr. Cillo has saved us a fair amount of money with these fabrications and implemented a tool that will provide us with a great deal of service. They are in the process of getting all the kinks and bugs out of it right now. I would hope in some point in time, that he would bring that device paper wise here to give us a rundown on how that operates and some of the cost savings that might be available down the line.

  Mr. Cillo answered absolutely I would be happy to do that.

  Mr. Noviello stated he appreciates Mr. Cillo's efforts now, and he certainly stepped into a demanding position as we all know. In his estimation has done a pretty good job as far as keeping us where we need to be and also probably saving us money down the line here. Congratulations and thanks to him.

  Dr. Williamson asked if there were any comments or questions.

The resolution  was carried with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.

Resolution  - Real Estate Exoneration

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Henderson.

  Mr. Grimes explained this is a pretty straightforward exoneration in this for the property at 2219 W. 3rd St., changing the assessed value from $73,440 to zero for the reason of a disabled veteran which was already approved by the County.

  Mr. Henderson stated he just wanted to say that he knows Mr. Gibbons, he is a servant and I appreciate his service to the country. But he was also a teacher of mine when I was in high school and he is serving this community in many ways. I think it is so appropriate that we do everything we can to recognize our veterans, especially those that have served and paid physical price for their services. So I am happy to do this and probably will a vote yes on this.

  Dr. Williamson asked if there were any more comments or questions.

Resolution #8542
Resolution Agreement with E-Collect PA, LLC

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Henderson made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.
  Mr. Grimes stated this is a contract to perform auditing services on a business privilege and Mercantile tax, it is very similar to what we approved last year. We did perform 21 audits since last summer when we approved the first contract, 20 of those audits have paid as of today and we have collected over $300,000 in revenue from the city that was missed in previous years. It was mostly of large construction jobs that the subcontractors did not pay any business privilege tax, or the  correct business privilege tax on. This contract with E-Collect, as they were willing to negotiate with this, it is a standard contract for 20% commission or 25% if it goes over a certain amount of days, they have lowered to 20% for us. They have also agreed to take 20% of what's collected. A lot of times to get a payment in especially in a timely fashion without having to go through the legal process which is costly, we adjust the payments.  Our penalties and interest on it and under standard contracts with E-Collect, they would take the full amount, even if we would waive any fees associated with it, but here they are only taking 20% of what is actually collected. It does make it easier for recording as well. This did go before the Finance Committee and they asked for a few changes which E-Collect was happy to do. One of them was a change from a one-year contract with an automatic three-year renewal down to a one-year contract with the one-year renewal. They also asked to have a termination clause for convenience in there which they did. That also had a part in section 1 to cover them that says if they have any outstanding audits, they have the four years to get the payments on them. That just covers them so if they say look we found $500,000 for the city, if we said okay would terminate the contract and we are in the collected ourselves, so we don't have to pay that 20%, that just lets them finish collecting. Then they would not go out and seek any additional audits if we did terminate the contract. Originally it was a four-year contract, and they were going to guarantee $150,000, and they have lowered that agreement to find $150,000 within the first year of the contract. He has done a little leg work already and he's very comfortable with that number. I do have representation here. This did go before the Finance Committee.
  Ms. Miele stated Finance forwarded this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation pending a handful of changes that we made and Mr. Grimes has no make that a reality. There was initially a four-year contract and we recommended a one-year contract, then of course we can always continue the contract moving forward. We have recommended a termination without cause clause and E-Collect was kind enough to include that in the agreement. Obviously we have had an excellent reporter with them in the past and there's no reason not to continue that.

  Mr. Smith asked if one of our solicitors reviewed the contract?

  Mr. Grimes answered Mr. Lubin did.

  Mr. Smith stated for the benefit of the audience, this is $300,000 that we would not have had and I would like the company who did this work, as the Mayor has pointed out, to bring in more money. This just goes to show you that there is money out there, and we just needed to collect it.. So it is certainly helping us with the budgetary problems that all cities have, so I want to thank Mr. Grimes and the gentleman from the company for doing this work. We would also like to have the income from those dollars because it does help us with the budget and helps us with not having such a large tax increase at some point. Thank you.
  Mr. Allison thanked both Mr. Grimes and the representative and stated it is a job well done. He stated nobody likes to pay taxes, and we don't like to raise taxes, but this isn't adding any taxes, this is just making a level playing field for those who are already paying this tax. So we are making everybody responsible and holding them responsible, so we are not trying to get blood out of the stone. We are trying to make sure that everybody is treated the same way. Thank you Mr. Grimes for initiating this.

  Mr. Grimes stated if I may add, we also agreed to work with us on questions and issues that we have that are specific to our area. One of the discussion topics that came up as one of the larger nonprofits in the area, there are a lot of for-profit entities that work with them which can be very easy to miss and also hard to identify who is actually part of the nonprofit, and who just works with the nonprofit to make a profit. They have been very willing to walk through all of that with this and help us identify certain businesses that we may have missed and make sure that we are getting our full tax dollars that we should from those places. And to save us that 20% in the future, Mr. Gerardi has started to supply us with every construction permit that is pulled in the city so that we can go back and look at our records from there. And make sure that these companies have registered and paid their business privilege tax through all this construction jobs that have gone on.

  Dr. Williamson stated the Finance Dept. and Mr. Pawlak provides Council updated finance reports throughout the year, but at this time of the year we will begin to see what the year close out looks like and see how this fits in and with the overall budget from last year which of course if there is deficits they get carried forward and those surpluses get carried forward. Looking on the page that represents taxes, we can begin to see what the impact of the additional revenue was, because of the time we pass the budget, we did not have the relationship with E-Collect and did not anticipate those revenues. So to have those revenues at the end of your numbers for 2015 and seeing them forward on the cash flow basis in 2016, it is an important part of the revenue. At some point I would imagine that the numbers for flat now and kind of go to a lower steady-state as more organizations that work in the city understand their responsibilities. 
  Mr. Grimes stated they have worked very hard in our area to identify that money, what you're seeing reflected in that 2015 closeout, we didn't approve the first contract with them until the summer of 2015, it was a brand-new contract was a brand-new city that they didn't know. They really got working quickly to assess our city and to get the boots on the ground and really work hard and find really needed to be found and get that money in. Not only 2015 but what is still need to be collected in 2016.
Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on the resolution.

The resolution  was carried with seven yes roll call votes. The vote was 7 to 0.

Dr. Williamson asked if there were any other announcements.

Mr. Allison stated that a few weeks ago there was a question about the condition of our storm water catch basins and one thing we learned from the feasibility study is that every catch basin in the City is going to be inspected and inventoried.  So we will have an accurate assessment in each one of those so if they are in disrepair, that will be noted and eventually taken care of…the storm water deterioration issue is being taken care of.
Mr. Smith just wanted to note as he had said earlier, they are all on top on projects that the Public Works Committee is working on and the West Fourth St, project that is starting right now, we are going to be dealing with the reconstruction of Campbell St. East to Basin St and also portions of Campbell St., so in the next week, we have a lot of work to do.  We will be keeping in touch with Penn Dot and keep the public aware of what goes on.  

Dr. Williamson asked for comments from the administration.

Mr. Nichols just wanted to report that the Mayor and the Finance Office is ready to bring forward a 5 year agreement with the Susquehanna Health System ( pilot) and an MOU related document .  We did give the information to the Finance Committee on Tuesday and Joe Pawlak will be passing out the information after the meeting to the rest of Council.  It is an important document and does cover the next five years, so if you have any comments after reading the document, please let us know.  We will also be meeting with members of the Susquehanna Health System on Monday and put all the moving pieces together so that this can be presented to you at the next meeting.

Mr. Anderson, introduced his replacement…Amy Lorson, she comes from Novolex, where she was Regional Human Resource Manager, she has been on deck since April 4th .  She will have the opportunity to meet with you.  She will stop and introduce herself to all of Council.
Dr. Williamson thanked Mr. Anderson for his service stating he will be missed and was much appreciated.
