City Council Meeting Minutes of April 18, 2013

         Thursday, April 18, 2013
Williamsport, PA

Council Vice President Jonathan Williamson brought the Williamsport City Council meeting to order on Thursday, April 18, 2013 at 7:30 PM in City Hall Council Chambers.  The Wild Studio did televise the meeting.  The invocation was given by Councilman Randy Allison and was immediately followed by the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

  Council Vice President Jonathan Williamson called the meeting to order. He stated that Council President Bill Hall and Councilwoman Bonnie Katz would not be in attendance.  Councilwoman Liz Miele will be arriving later during the meeting. He asked for approval of City Council Meeting Minutes dated 04/04/13.  Do I have a motion to approve these minutes?  

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.  There were no questions or comments.  The minutes were approved with four yes roll call votes.  Ms. Miele had not arrived as of yet.  Mr. Hall was absent.  Mrs. Katz was absent.
There was no limited courtesy of the floor.

Presentation – Brandon Park – Ms. Sally Weigand.

Mrs. Weigand stated there is a lot of history in Brandon Park.  Mr. Richard James and Ms. Weigand printed a brochure about the Park.  Mr. James took all photographs.  There was no financing in help to print brochures and the Brandon Park Commission Members approved the brochures.  Arbor Day is Friday, April 26, 2013 and the Commission will have its first tour through the Park.  The Park will be celebrating 124 years and there was a picture of the Repasz Band back in 1913.  Dr. Williamson gave his thanks to all on the Commission, Mr. Smith thanked everyone and stated it was well done and a wealth of knowledge.  Everyone thought it was tremendous that there is over 500 trees in Brandon Park.  Mr. Allison stated he grew up in Brandon Park and he takes his children and grandchildren.  Mr. Noviello stated he has always understood the value of the Park and thanked all involved for their support and the efforts they have put into it.
Presentation – L. Robert Kimball – RVT








Mr. Nichols stated he is pleased to have Michael Snyder from L. Robert Kimball to make this presentation.  The original Trade & Transit Center project was completed back in December of 1999 and this led to the formation of the partners group identified as the CDB revitalization and Gateway project. This was first introduced to the public back in 2001. This community effort was intended to leverage the investment the New Market St., Bridge for the continuation of the City's downtown revitalization efforts. As you may recall the projects included an effort for a cinema center and Church Street Transportation Ctr., Riverwalk and multipurpose civic arena, the William Street redevelopment project and the Trade & Transit Center as well as some other initiatives. This phase of the Trade and Transit Center project is adapted to changes in downtown revitalization efforts for the past couple of years. However the City and RVT and other stakeholders are now ready to move into the final design phase, of course would be bidding the project, and construction by the end of the year. He handed out a revised schedule for the information. There a number reasons that we must move forward right now and that includes the current condition of the garage beyond its useful life and we really don't want to invest a lot more dollars into that structure. There are funding sources that will soon lapse, we have a very favorable financing environment and we also had the opportunity which is very fortunate to able to offer another temporary parking place.

  Mr. Michael Snyder stated he will be showing a slideshow to Council and the public.  A booklet was given out.  He pointed out the existing condition of the current garage and the proposals for a new one.  The garage has 300 spaces and was the only parking garage until 1999.  He reported the findings of these reports and stated there are several distressed conditions in the garage.
The visual reports recommended repair work be done.  The conclusion is that the building has reached the end of its useful life, and buildings of this type of construction typically last from 40 years. The current age of the structure is 47 years old. He showed photos demonstrating some of the distressed area.  In his presentation he showed pictures and graphs of the new structure that they are proposing.  He discussed the advantages of the new structure and widening of the street for better access.

Dr. Williamson asked to move the resolution that ties in with this. 
Resolution #8220
Resolution Authorizing L. Robert Kimball & Assoc. to Commence Work on Next Phase of RVT

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve this resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Smith.

Mr. Nichols stated as noted in the presentation, the cost the project is approximately $9 million. The grants today are to exceed approximately 4 1/2 million dollars, to be matched by a similar amount to be financed. I should note that River Valley Transit as a letter of no prejudice from the federal transit station which means in the future, grants can be applied to this project. That is very similar how we built Trade and Transit one.  It was partly financed and future grants to be able to eliminate that particular financing. As we speak right now we are working on applying for approximately $6 million in grants.

Dr. Williamson stated that the Finance Committee reviewed this and we had a fairly large discussion.  We did not have time to review it all so we did not make a recommendation on anything that we have not had time to review so we passed it to the full body of Council with no recommendation.
Mr. Smith asked about what the cost is going to be.

Mr. Nichols stated that was in a previous resolution and if you recall we did have a resolution that stated the cost. The revitalization efforts as they continue, we have changed the way that the project is going to look. The funding by Council with the actual schematic drawing design was not approved by Council.

Mr. Smith stated the parking lot is in pretty bad shape and there are safety issues.  

Mr. Nichols stated the majority of the roof is not utilized. If you go into the deck there are support beams in there.  There was discussion about the elevator and the amount of money it would be to replace it.

Mr. Smith asked time frame and inspection.

Mr. Nichols stated safety is first and foremost on the list and we've made all the necessary improvements. If you look at the schedule, demolition would commence in July. We are going to be starting to move the offices next month because there are some environmental remediation that need to take place.

Mr. Noviello stated the potential lot currently houses 140 vehicles. He asked how many with a new one accommodate.  Mr. Nichols answered about 200.  There was discussion as to who would accommodate these parking spots. 
Mr. Allison had a discussion about the streets, Laurel Street will be two way.  He asked about the retail space.

Mayor Campana stated in discussion with the current owner of 210 Market St. he has assured the Mayor that he will have this state-of-the-art building.  This building will be a one-of-a-kind.
Dr. Williamson had questions about responsibilities on paving?

Mr. Nichols, stated yes, we would prepare the site for paving and then obviously pave that and whatever codes calls for in terms of turning it into a parking lot.  Mr. Nichols stated it would be under hundred thousand dollars.

Dr. Williamson asked about revenue streams.

Mr. Nichols stated, there will be additional grant funds and the then revenue streams from the parking authority, the parking facility, funding from the retail space that's located there and currently pursuing grants. There will be formula funds available each year to pay down the debt. The key thing was to get the federal government to get us a letter of no prejudice stating you can't build anything without having the funds in place. We are in real good shape and moving forward.  The other third will come out of RVT’s operating budget.
Dr. Williamson discussed the systematics of the design. He discussed the need of the building to have to come down soon and the replacement of the building.    He discussed meeting the needs we have.
His big concern is that the building is attractive, but from the ascetic standpoint, we need to make sure that fits the character of the immediate buildings.  Every building has been a classic design, this is very different than that it is very it attractive but he feels that it might not be the right design for that particular location.

He looks at the building and says that it is modern and sharp, but classic traditional designs are timeless and modern designs become dated very quickly.  His concern was how this design will fit into the neighborhood.  

Mr. Nichols stated the architect worked very hard on that issue and this is blending in the old with the new. The materials are exactly the same and one of things we wanted to address was lighting and safety and this obviously does that and the windows are timeless. This makes the statement that the downtown is very vibrant.

Ms. Miele stated of course before we proceed with anything it also has to come before us with a land development and the certificate of appropriateness so we will have ample time to figure this out. She does agree with Dr. Williamson why the design is certainly inspiring there are elements that maybe we could use to work together to make a final design. As the city has limited financial resources we are probably wise to stick to a classic design. It is a good start towards the final design and she very much likes the new traffic flow.  There was more discussion on traffic flow.  We should go with bare bones on the parking lot.  Ms. Miele had concerns on the shell space, and feels that it could well sit vacant before we are able to rent it out.
Mayor Campana stated we have been in some early discussions with national retail chains and he feels very confident we will be able to fill that space.   He stated the administration has been very active in talking about the spaces, we make a lot of cold calls ourselves and will continue to do that.
Mr. Smith stated his concerns about Third Street and City people asked why we aren’t paving Third Street and it is Penn Dot’s street and it is their responsibility.

Mr. Nichols stated there is a transportation committee and stated this is a forum out there to make that happen.

Mayor Campana stated the issue was discussed with Sen. Gene Yaw.  We spoke about Third St and he stated he will assist us on that. There was detailed discussions about the repaving of Third St.  Mr. Grado stated that is a major reconstruction.  
Dr. Williamson asked if there were further comments, hearing none Mrs. Frank.

The resolution was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
  Public Hearing – Conditional Use for YMCA







Dr. Williamson declared the public hearing open.

Mr. Knarr stated this is River Valley regionals YMCA requests for conditional use in order to construct a new YMCA facility in the institutional district. As one of the requirements it is required that we hold a public hearing to address any concerns from the citizens of the city.

Dr. Williamson asked for anyone who would like to speak in favor of project?  There was none. He asked if anyone opposed would like to speak. There were none. Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to close the public hearing.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.  
Dr. Williamson asked for a vote to close the public hearing.

The vote was in favor with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.


   Conditional Use- Williamsport YMCA

Mr. Knarr stated drawings for the proposed conditional use for the new YMCA facility is attached to the land development lot consolidation plan. The tax parcels will be incorporated to develop the site. The planning commission reviewed the request on April 8, 2013 to made a positive recommendation for approval. The current use is a series of vacant lots. It is located in the institutional zone. 

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion on conditional use.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.

Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on the conditional use.

The conditional use was passed with five yes roll call votes.  Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Lot Consolidation – Williamsport YMCA

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion on the lot consolidation.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

Mr. Knarr, attached for your review and consideration is a lot consolidation plan request from the YMCA in order to construct a new facility at the below series of tax parcels. All zoning concerns have been addressed. The Lycoming County planning commission reviewed the request on July 5, 2012. And made a positive recommendation. The planning commission reviewed the plan on April 8, 2013 and gave a positive recommendation for approval. All of the tax parcels are consolidated onto one lot for tax purposes as well as for zoning purposes in order to proceed with land development.
Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on the lot consolidation.

The lot consolidation plan was approved with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Land Development
 - Williamsport YMCA

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion on the land development.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.

Mr. Knarr stated this is a conditional use in order to construct a new facility. All zoning, land development, and storm water management concerns have been addressed. The Lycoming County planning commission reviewed the request and made a positive recommendation and the planning commission reviewed the plan and made a positive recommendation.

Mr. Smith wanted to make sure the proper landscaping is developed for this project.  It will be a beautiful area and a large area.  It should be inspected and approved of what is being done.  

Mr. Knarr stated two weeks ago, he submitted a request to Susquehanna Health to review their plans.

He will be meeting with them.

Mr. Allison stated the Commissions recommended that they'll be bike parking available.

Mr. Knarr stated, we cannot enforce that, but we can certainly asked them to include that.

Mr. Dave Fergson from the YMCA stated we are planning to put bike racks in the facility. This would serve to go on record that they will be added to facility.
Mr. J. David Smith stated it would be advisable to make that as part of the land development plan, it has to be approved by the developer but it sounds like the developer is prepared to approve that.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to have the developer agreed to the bike racks.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.
Mr. J David Smith said it is going to be added to the development plan.

Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on the land development plan with adding the bike rack.

The land development plan for the bike rack was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.

Dr. Williamson asked about street scaping and crosswalks.

Mr. Grado stated we already have money spent in the crosswalks and there are pavement markings that have glass beads in them.  As far as the signing, we have been working with the hospital and we will be working with the Y and they are promoting a pathway and a bike path.  
Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on the land development plan.

The land development plan was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Demolition
 - 714 Park Avenue – Susquehanna Health
Dr. Williamson asked for a motion on this demolition.
Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

Mr. Gerardi stated this is from Susquehanna Health System for a structure located at 714 Park Avenue in the institutional zoning district. The structure has been used as a single family dwelling and is currently vacant. The owners’ intent is to make space for future parking area hospital expansion. The land development would be required prior to any development. All zoning requirements will be addressed prior to land development. Grass will need to be planted if the land development plan is not submitted within three months. A representative from the hospital is here.

Dr. Williamson stated hearing no comments or questions.

The demolition was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Demolition
 - 704 Park Avenue – Susquehanna Health

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the demolition.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

Mr. Gerardi stated he really doesn’t have anything to add, this is the last structure and it is for hospital expansion.
Dr. Williamson stated hearing other comments or questions Mrs. Frank,
The demolition does carry with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Demolition
 - 210 Market St – Danko Holdings I.P.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion.
Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

Mr. Gerardi said attached for your review is a demolition from Danko Holdings, LP for the structure located at 210 Market St. in the central business zoning district. The structure were used as office facility and is currently vacant. The owners intent is for future commercial development. The land development will be required prior to any development. All zoning requirements will be addressed prior to a land development plan. Grass will need to be planted if the land development is not submitted within three months.  We do have a representative here.

Mr. Allison stated to the City, this is a historically significant building and I hope the developer will be cognizant upon it.

Ms. Miele asked about reuse of some of the materials.

Michael Bozer, Asset Manager, stated he was not aware of any reuse of some of the materials. The gentleman that is doing the demolition will claim possession of the structure. It will be negotiated by the person who assumes the demolition.

Mr. Smith where the former business went?  In City?

Mr. Bozer stated they relocated outside of the City because of downsizing.

Dr. Williamson asked for further comments or questions, hearing none Mrs. Frank.

The demolition was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.

Demolition – 659 5th Avenue – Thomas & June Zimmerman (remove from table)
Dr. Williamson stated we need to remove this from the table because the last time there was no representative here. So he asked for a motion to remove this from the table.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.

Mr. Gerardi, this is a request to demolish a structure located at 659 5th Ave. it was in the R2 zoning district. The structure has been vacant for several years and was a single family dwelling at one time. At this time there are no future plans for the property. All zoning and building requirements will be addressed prior to or permit being issued. Grass will need to be planted if or permit is not issued within three months. We do have a representative here tonight if you have any questions.

Dr. Williamson asked for a vote.
The demolition was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Sub-Division – V. Stillman & K. Andrews TP #74-014-501/500.12

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the subdivision.

Ms. Miele made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.

Mr. Knarr said this is a subdivision lot and on request for V. Stillman & K. Andrews from tax parcel 74-014-500.12 to Tax Parcel 74-014-501.  All zoning, subdivision, land development and storm water management concerns have been addressed. The Lycoming County planning commission reviewed the plans of March 13, 2013 and provided a positive recommendation. The planning commission reviewed the proposed plan on April 8 and made a positive recommendation. There is a representative here.

Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on the subdivision.

The subdivision was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Certificate of Appropriateness – 36 East 4th Street
Mr. Gerardi stated this is a certificate of appropriate request to place a 28" x 12' x 4" single face cited poly-metal panel wall sign on the building. The building is in the central business district. See attached sheet for colors and location. The planning commission did review this on Monday, April 8, 2013. There is a representative here.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the certificate.

Ms. Miele made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

Mr. Smith was not sure about the type of this sign on this beautiful building.

Mr. Gerardi stated there are no variance required for signs and no other requirements.

Mr. Smith asked J. David Smith what would happen if we did not that sign?

Mr. J David Smith stated I think you're obligated to follow the zoning requirements. This kinda like the demolition ordinance whether you like the demolition or not, you really have legally limited discretion on whether to grant or deny.
Mr. Smith said he is going to have to vote for but he really doesn't like it.

Mr. Gerardi stated there are things specified in the design standards, you can't deny it and it's legal because it is in the design standards but there is nothing specifically about signs in the design standards.

There was discussion about a possible AD-HOC committee to be formed about making changes to the design standards.  

Dr. Williamson asked for a vote.

The certificate of appropriateness was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. This Katz was absent.
Resolution # 8222
Resolution  Authorizing the Williamsport Bureau of Police to Hire One Officer

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

Chief Foresman stated the resolution you have before you is authorization to hire an officer for the we is for Bureau police. The candidate for your consideration is Matthew Miller, he has completed all the requirements and his ACT 22 training.  This officer if approved will commence employment on April 22. Attached is a letter of recommendation written by me.

Captain Tim Miller gave a brief biography of the candidate.

Mr. Noviello asked the candidate where he currently resides.

Matthew Miller stated Montoursville.

Mr. Noviello hopes he makes time to familiarize himself with our businesses and community.

Mr. Smith welcomed him and stated he is number 5 Miller to join the Police Department.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve this resolution.

The resolution was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Ordinance Amending Article 525 of the City’s Codified Ordinances Relating to Towing Zones(first reading)Bill #1599
The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Smith.

Captain Miller, stated that the following language will be removed form Section 525.05.  The City of Williamsport will be divided into two towing zones using Market Street as the dividing line. The East towing zones will consist of and include market Street in all areas east up to the city line with. The West towing seven will be all areas W. of Market St. up to the city line. These areas will include all highways in the area when the incident is being handled by the Williamsport Bureau police. The East towing companies will consist of, Action Towing, Dincher’s Auto Body and Woods Garage.  The West Towing Zone companies will consist of Biichle’s Garage, Catherman’s Garage & Hooker’s Garage & Towing.  Cochran’s Towing being closest to the dividing line will rotate between the two towing zones.  Rotation for each company will be done on a weekly basis for all accidents, breakdowns, seizures and impounds calls in the City of Williamsport.  If the company on call is unavailable, the call would go to the next company on the rotation list for the zone. There is no more East towing companies are West towing companies.
Mr. Noviello stated the towers themselves are the ones most involved in this, that your estimation are we at the end of this?

Capt. Miller answered, I don't believe so there are a lot of issues, again this is new and when you have multiple entities involved, you always find complex. This amendment was necessary to make things more fair. This should have been the way we should have initially proceeded.

Dr. Williamson asked if there were any more questions.

The ordinance was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Resolution # 8218
Resolution Awarding Contract for Williamsport Flood Protection Levee RipRap Repair Project

The City Clerk read the resolution.
Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

Mr. Wright stated this resolution is to award the contract to repair the RipRap that is on the Levy flood control project and the locations have been identified by the pictures other attached. The project cost is $68,450.50.  Glen Hawbaker submitted the low bid for the project and were one of four bidders that we opened bids on March 28 at a public bid opening. The specifications were prepared by Aimee engineering, they do meet core specifications so that is compatible. The funding for the project will come from the flood control levee certification line item out of the general fund. We had put in for $100,000 as part of that line item for this so we are a little less than that. The repairs are necessary to restore the integrity of the Levee system. Also they were identified on the 2011 Corps of Engineers inspection report. This will meet the requirements for the FEMA levee recertification. All in all this is something we have to do.

Dr. Williamson stated the Finance Committee reviewed this of our meeting on Tuesday and the discussed in involved, it was identified in the Corps of Engineers that in 2011 and so this is something that we would've done this year anyway whether or not we were gone through a recertification process. We also discussed the recertification process that is ongoing and they identified two potential other areas of concern which will require expenditures, one which would be the freeboard, the height of the Levee and the other would be cross typing in the Levee system. Well it's good news that this came in under this year's budget, it's going to be very likely be than that going out the door if not this year but in future years. The Finance committee passed this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.

Mr. Smith stated he was surprised that this did not come to Public Works and it was a concern for this committee.  As we move forward with this project, it does need to come to Public Works, he is concerned about the repairs to this in the future.

Dr. Williamson asked for questions or comments, hearing none Mrs. Frank.

The resolution was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Resolution #8219
Resolution : Agreement for Legal Services with Ballard Spahr
The City Clerk read the resolution.
Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Smith made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

Mr. J. David Smith, stated as Council knows for the last 5+ years the city has utilize to good advantage specialized labor Council first certain specific matters.  The Ballard Spahr firm was engaged last year for an anticipated Act 111 arbitration which ultimately settled. The amount budgeted was there for 2012 and 2013 in anticipation of that provision of services. Their engagement was very scope specific, it was act 111 arbitration for the FOP. It probably could have and should have been a little more expansive in any event because of the very scope specific engagement that was entered into in 2012 and because of the administration's considered need for specialized labor Council in areas other than the act 111 arbitration which is no longer necessary to include overall labor strategic planning as well as the handling of certain specific complicated arbitrations and so forth. The administration is recommended that the scope be amended to include other services.

Dr. Williamson stated Finance Committee didn’t speak about this because there was not a representative there. So there was no recommendation passed. Are there any comments or questions from members of Council? Hearing none Mrs. Frank.

The resolution was carried with five yes roll call votes. Mr. Hall was absent. Mrs. Katz was absent.
Resolution #8221
Resolution Authorizing the Execution of Construction Contracts for RVT’s CNG Building Modification
The City Clerk read the resolution.

 Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve this resolution.
Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

Mr. Nichols stated this resolution is to award the general construction contract and electrical construction contract for part two of RVT's CNG project. As noted in the packet that you have received our design team has reviewed the bid proposals and is recommending to Council that these contracts be awarded. Also noted the memorandum that RVT did not receive any bids for the mechanical instruction contract which means we are going to go out for rebid of that particular part of the project. In March, City Council approved part one of this particular project and that was for the purchase and installation of CNG equipment for CNG fast fuel facility and the second part will be for modifications to our garage and office facility to accommodate CNG maintenance activities as well as storage of our CNG vehicles. There are other work activities construction, paving, storage and that will be followed up with part three. That will be other site work improvements needed including site improvements and infrastructure upgrades. This part of the project is part of the city's capital development plan that is currently before City Council. The total project for our CNG project is $6.65 million of which we set aside $2.15 million for four CNG buses. Part two the one before you is budgeted at $2 million, the two contracts reportedly give us a total of $1,050,000 and the mechanical contract is expected to come around about $500,000. That means we will be well under budget for this project which is a good thing. There is a representative here from Larson design group here for any questions you may have.

Dr. Williamson stated, at the discussion on Tuesday at the Finance committee, one of things that we discussed was whether or not the lack of a bid on first round for the mechanical contract would delay the project and Mr. Nichols indicated that it would not.
