Council President Jonathan Williamson brought the Williamsport City Council meeting to order on Thursday June 23, 2016 at 7:30 PM in City Hall Council Chambers.  The Cooley Studio did televise the meeting.  The invocation was given by Councilwoman Bonnie Katz and was immediately followed by the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

Dr. Williamson wanted a moment of silence to remember Tuck Frazier and his history of work and contributions to the City of Williamsport.

  Approval of the Williamsport City Council minutes of June 9, 2016 were approved upon a motion from Mr. Noviello and a second from Ms. Miele.   All were in favor.  The vote was 6 to 0.  Mr. Smith was absent.

Presentation – Susquehanna Greenway River Town Program/Jerry Walls





  John Grado stated, this will come back to the next Council meeting and we will be asking  for approval to support the designation of this Greenway River Program. This is also part of the Heart of Williamsport that Council has approved, a grant application and we are currently in the process of getting interviews and preparing stories. This is a twofold project, one really blends well with the other.
  Mr. Jerry Walls, stated he is here as a volunteer as the Director of the Susquehanna Greenway Partnership. They have been embarking upon an initiative called River Town Revitalization with a couple of communities. The program enables us to go after funding at the State and the Federal level on behalf of River Town. There is no direct cost to the City of Williamsport to have this River Town designation.  The paper work is all pending your improvement of the resolution.  He introduced Allice Trowbridge, architect, Trisa Carottes, Cory Reve.  He continued to explain the principles, number one is with respect and work with the nature of the River and understanding the natural cycles of flooding, home to aquatic life and it is a dynamic living system.   We would ask that two members of Council and a member of the administration agreed to serve on a River Town Revitalization team. We would also help in identifying citizens of Williamsport that could be developed as a team for future years. We will make a big deal of the fact that you are involved when we go after grants. We will be working to do collaborative marketing. It will show to people considerable distances from here that there's multiple interests and quality for them to come and visit. That is economic value.   We will be specifically asking residents to inform us of all things that they value and we do have a private funding grant to do a heart and soul engagement project. So our project has already been underway.
  Alice Trowbridge stated overall we've already done 22 interviews, asking people their relationship to the city and what they value most and how long they've been here and what they like and state things they would like to be changed. We have done an online survey and we have had 190 responses.  She spoke about the grants process.  She stated if anyone would need to reach her, visit Heart of Williamsport.org.
  Mr. Walls stated the interviews are being tapped and Dr. Trachte from Lycoming College donated $10,000.  He wanted to introduce a coupled of people.

  Cliff and VaRoska….. They are in Williamsport because of the Pajama Factory and the obvious revitalization in Williamsport. They were living in Philadelphia for about 15 years and came down to Williamsport for a coffee, we ended up in Alabaster, fell in love with that, went across the street to Moon Raven, and googled loft apartments in Williamsport.  We have met some amazing people and we fell in love with the area. So we moved from Philadelphia, our company is called Culture Spots, we develop mobile web software technology that allows museums and galleries to provide their visitors with mobile tours.  We have clients all across the country, we're untethered, we are in the creative technology, so that is a benefit to Williamsport because someone from New York, Philadelphia can move and come to Williamsport.

  Jim O’Connell, he also has a business at the pajama factory and he has traveled all over the country and has come back to Williamsport.  It has pleased him to see what has happened to downtown and to the city and the culture and the shops. Williamsport has become a very exciting place to live. He has been back about five years. He explained his business what he and his brother do. 

  Mrs. Katz thanked them all for the wonderful presentation and noted Susan Browning who was instrumental in doing the Heart Walk.  

  Mr. Noviello stated to take a moment to thank Mr. Walls.  He himself became aware of this in the last year so he has been bugging Mr. Walls about this project.    He feels that this project is really a door opener for the City for a number of opportunities that will allow the city to play a bit more informative role. The designation ties into the history of the area and some of our current offerings such as the walk way and the bike paths.  The city itself can also become the destination community.  He also spoke about the E. 3rd St., Gateway project and how the projects tie in.  He thanked Mr. Walls and those involved.
 Mr. Allison stated he wanted to thank everyone who came and gave personal testimonies tonight and it is nice to hear confirmation. He is excited about the fact that so many of these things that are going on are not originated in government. They are grassroots things that are coming up and that gives us a chance to help facilitate those activities to do whatever we can to support them. That is the sign of life that is evolving in this community.  He said this is an exciting concept. What we are trying to do a city government is try to look ahead to see what can we do now to prepare for things five or 10 years down the road. What kind of legacy can we leave for future councils, I think this will pay enormous dividends down the road.

  Dr. Williamson asked Mr. Maroney about publishing the two stories here tonight.  We have a variety of projects that will benefit from this designation and partnership.  One of it is adding more connections between the city and the Riverwalk as part of the Gateway project.  There is an idea for the Corridor Plan for a park that is not highly developed that would occur at Lycoming Creek with the idea that you could have a boat ramp for canoes and kayaks. He stated he wanted to throw that project back into people's mind. 

  Alice Trowbridge extended an invitation to Council or anyone else who would like to participate, she will send an e-mail to Janice, the city clerk, one about participation and one about the two Council members.

The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to adopt the ordinance in first reading.  No motion made.
  Mr. Grado stated he will speak to all of the budget amendments or transfers. This is for the HOME program. Many of our projects are open multiple years and what we are doing this evening is closing out years 2005 or 2010. Adjusting the actual entitlement plus the program received for those years. The majority of the funds is moving into the 2012 year which provides for the HOME funds that were set aside are actually paid to the Memorial home funds.   The other ones through 11, 12, 13 14, & 15, providing the actual program income received during those years and providing for the actual federal entitlement. This was reviewed by the Finance committee on Tuesday.

  Ms. Miele stated this was reviewed by the Finance committee and was pretty dense housekeeping, the discussion centered around which funds are going to go to which years and have could we possibly have so many years of HOME funding opened at one time.  We do still have projects that were occurring in all of those years at one time which is why we still had everything opened back in 2005.
  Mr. Grado answered yes these are owner occupied single housing rehab projects as well as the homebuyer program. In 2005 through 2010, there hasn't been much activity, we should've closed much of that out sooner. Typically we have about six years open and we try to close out three so we have at least 3 to 4 years open.  HUD now has changed, right now they have their own accounting for the funds that are allocated each year and we have to match that up with the city's finance system which is generally from year-to-year. So you won't see this many years open in the future.  He explained the program and we are getting some additional Grant funds.  

  Ms. Miele stated it is a service that we can't really afford to stop providing to the community. The funds to provide it are shrinking so perhaps the city will have to look for a different avenue. The finance committee passed this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation. 

Dr. Williamson asked if we could do all of the ordinances all at once.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to include all of the ordinances to include all of the elven ordinances that say amend and amend and transfer or close.

Resolution Agreement with Ballard Spahr, LLC for Labor & Employment Legal Services for the City

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mrs. Katz made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Henderson.
  Mr. Nichols stated the resolution before you is to extend an agreement for labor employment legal services for the city for the end of 2016. The amount being recommended for said services is $60,000 as stated in the resolution. It is budgeted in the yearly litigation, in the Mayor's budget.  Ballard Spahr continues to do good job for the city so we are recommending that you approve this resolution. There are some bills at hand that we need to pay so that certainly will help with passing this resolution. We have some up-and-coming issues that will require some services from Ballard Spahr so they can continue to do a good job and work with our solicitors as needed. It was reviewed by the Finance committee.

  Ms. Miele stated Finance did review this and forwarded to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation. The discussion about this particular item dealt with the fact that one might think that we had not accrued any other spending, in fact we have already racked up $25,780 worth of outstanding fees from them. What that would seem to indicate is that $60,000 is the beginning and not by any stretch the end of the authorizations for Ballard Spahr in this calendar year. In that $25,000 only gets us through the end of April. With that in mind, this is obvious that they have in the past performed well for the City.  It is however worth noting that $60,000 is what we had set aside for their expenditures, consequently we will be needing to make a good effort to rein in our spending pending moving into negotiations over the police contract.  It is really how the city can incur and how much we can curb our spending.

  Mrs. Katz stated we wanted to know why are solicitors were not contacted first, when the discussion was to make sure that there is some kind of reference here and they are not used to what seems an extreme at this point. So we are asking the administration to not overuse Ballard Spahr when some of the questions could be answered by our own solicitors.
  Mayor Campana stated he appreciates what she is saying and he will implement a policy that phone calls will not be made unless he is aware of those calls. And those calls will be made in his office. 

  Mrs. Katz stated that is what we were looking for because some of the phone calls made were not necessary to go to them. She thanked the mayor.

  Dr. Williamson stated he appreciates the Mayor enacting that policy as a cost-saving measure and he is glad to see that determinations will be made in conjunction with the assistant city solicitor, so we can decide the large complex kind of issues. He asked for a vote on the resolution.

The resolution was carried with six yes roll call votes.  The vote was 6 to 0.

  Mayor Campana stated first of all he would like to publicly thank City Council in regards in working with him in regards to this agreement with Chief Young.  This is the first time this has ever occurred because it is the first time that a chief of police was hired outside the ranks. The purpose of this resolution is to give Chief Young a little bit more security since he cannot go back into the ranks, since he did not come from the ranks. There are three points that I would like to talk about. First of all, compensation, the compensation is $87,500, no health benefits. Point number two, in regards to the benefits, he will have to earn benefits such as paid vacations, sick days etc. The third point I would like to talk about is the duties and responsibilities. He gave City Council a list of responsibilities in regards to his job description. Thank you.

  Dr. Williamson stated this resolution was not reviewed by a committee because of the discussions that the Mayor referred and we had discussion with all members of Council.

  Mr. Noviello, it seemed to me that we worked out all the points necessary that were concerns of the Chief and he was very satisfied with all the results and we were satisfied equally. I'm happy to see this come to fruition finally and give him some satisfaction in the edge of security that he was seeking. He thanked the mayor for getting City Council evolved in that and for opening your doors to more types of discussions downline.

  Mayor Campana stated and believe me, City Council will be involved in other activities as well. I think we have a good relationship.

Resolution to Amend the City of Williamsport, PA 457 Deferred Compensation Plan
The City Clerk read the resolution.
Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Ms. Miele made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.
  Mr. Nichols, this resolution is to approve the city's 457 deferred compensation document, as amended, it will bring it into full compliance with the current IRS code. It will also add a loan option as stated in the memo, the loan option we selected is mostly driven by the IRS code and allows for participant to borrow up to a maximum of $50,000, or 50% of their fund balance in a given year, whichever is lower. Then the payback can be made up to five years with interest at the current crime rate. In other words, they are paying interest to themselves but that is what is required in the IRS statute. This is available to all city employees through payroll deduction and obviously does not involve any city funds. This is a personal choice and the personal option that someone wants to participate in the supplementary retirement fund, we offer to our employees as an option. This plan has been in effect for 25 years, and as of now we're with Mass Mutual, and Wells Fargo is the broker of record. They also serve as a financial advisor for all employees that are enrolled in the plan. This was reviewed by Finance..
  Ms. Miele, Finance did review this, and we sent it to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation. Most of this matter is just more housekeeping, we are just bringing ourselves in compliant with current regulations. The one exception to that is the loan option which is actually a pretty nice option to be able to offer.

  Mr. Allison stated just to clarify for the public, this offer is something that the city participates in, it is just a vehicle for the employees to save their own money so we don't have any costs associated with it. 

  Dr. Williamson asked if there were any questions on the resolution. Hearing none.
