  Agent Ron Bachman served from November 23, 1981 through January 29, 2015. Initially served as a patrol officer and was later promoted to the rank of agent specialize in the white-collar crimes. Ron was responsible for some of the departments and Lycoming counties major cases over the years. 

  Ken Stiles, served from 1996 through February 15, 2015. He was initially a patrol officer is promoted to the rank of Sgt. and shortly thereafter promoted to the rank of agent specializing in the difficult cases of child sexual assault crimes of the city and Lycoming County.

Ordinance #6283
An Ordinance Adopting a 6 Year Capital Projects Budget for the City of Williamsport for Fiscal Years Ending June 30, 2016 to June 30, 2021 (final reading)  Bill #1648-15

The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Dr. Williamson  asked for a motion to adopt the ordinance in final reading.

Mr. Allison made the motion seconded by Mrs. Katz.

  Mr. Nichols stated this is on second reading and it was also reviewed by the Williamsport Planning Commission and recommended by the full body to Council for positive vote.

  Mrs. Katz stated that one of the things I've would like to discuss is the website. It says recently the City’s website was rescanned to make it easier to find information and manage. Well, it is better than it was but should be a lot better. What I am proposing is that we rebuild the entire site from scratch. What I find a problem with is that this website was designed probably about three years ago and Impact Advertising is the one who did the design. When you go on our website, it really leaves a lot to be desired in so many different areas. Even the pictures are not clear, what are the problems that you see are photographs that are in there. You don't show empty streets when you are trying to promote your city, your website is an area where new people that are coming into our city, it's also informational, we want all the information that we can get on that website. There are, on that are missing, and when you look at the website, there are businesses that are still on there, that’s in Loyalsock.  We do not promote Loyalsock and I think they're doing a good enough job on their own, we don't need to help. When this website was designed, from what I gather, the information and I really would like to find more of how much was spent on this, because what I gathered was $35,000 for this website. Again, it leaves a lot to be desired. When it says here also is that the estimated cost for new one would be $15,000. I think you are lowballing that to begin with our doing a whole new website to begin with. Connect Williamsport was $26,000 and that is an interactive one, and we just want this to be information driven. To say $15,000, I think that is lowballing it. I would like to know how much money was spent on this website, again it leaves a lot to be desired. I questioned this three years ago, there was problems with the website but in order to have corrected it, Impact Advertising is going to charge us more money to correct things.  Now I think things have straightened out a little bit because I understand that our IT person takes care of it. We have to have a website that is going to pop, make people interested, and go on to that website for the city, have photographs, it doesn't even show our historical district which I think is a shame, I don't even know if the Hiawatha is on there to be truthful.   If we're going to do a new website, I want to know why, Impact is not responsible or accountable for what they did the first time around. It bothers me when you have companies that do something for the government. Everybody says of the government is going to pay us, but what they forget to realize is that it is their money, their tax money that is paying for this. You would think that anybody that is doing anything for government project would be more conscious and proud of what they are doing. Because it is their money, it is trickle-down effect, we have a problem this year with Bowman Field, the roof at City Hall, and other projects that were not done correctly. We are all getting tired of jobs that are not done correctly. My request is I would like to find out the figures for what this website was paid for, 3 1/2 years ago, and why only $15,000 for a brand-new one.
  Mr. Nichols answered, I think the Mayor certainly can take this back to our IT person to get those answers for you. It was pre the IT person, and I think we returned be very cost conscious when doing the website, probably it would invest enough money in that. Websites seem to be updated all the time, the technology is incredible. The technology from the IT person, but a response to your question, maybe he can give you a memo to better understand just where we are on this project.

  Mrs. Katz stated I would appreciate that because the taxpayers have already spent $30,000 for website. That's the figures that were given to me about two years ago, I don't know how true that is but I would like to confirm that.

  Mayor Campana stated I appreciate you bringing that up because the website is very very important in today's world. But actually, a couple years ago, Impact Advertising did make some changes to it at no cost to the city. There were memos sent out to all elected officials and department heads to attend meetings to get input on that website. I just wanted to point that out as well. But we will make the additional changes to get that information for you.

  Mrs. Katz stated the information should be easily accessible, there are so many different things.

  Mayor Campana replied actually this was modeled after a Lancaster City’s format. Because when I spoke to our IT person, he was here during the new changes to it and at that point he personally felt in his professional opinion, that this should be modeled after Lancaster because Lancaster received a lot of accolades. But we can make some improvements and can get that information to you.
  Mrs. Katz stated we need pictures that show our city off. There are pictures on the website that don't show how beautiful our city is, and I think that bothers me. It really does. The one that bothers me is from the new hotel as you come across the bridge, the sign is beautiful, the picture does not do it justice because it looks blurred. It is things like that that you look at.

  Dr. Williamson asked if there were other comments or questions. He just wanted to clarify something the mayor said, just now, he said three years ago Impact updated the website for no cost, but I thought Mrs. Katz said it was $30,000.

  Mayor Campana answered actually, they rebuilt the whole system and then there were complaints from 
the administration, from Council members in regards, because I remember there was a memo sent out for everybody to participate in the process and what they did is they made some substantial changes to that website.

  Dr. Williamson stated so they were servicing their $30,000 contract then?

  Mayor Campana replied yes, they were servicing it, but they started all over again.

  Dr. Williamson stated because the product of their $30,000 project is not satisfactory. I just wanted to make sure I clarified the sequence of events there.

  Ms. Miele stated just a follow-up on what Mrs. Katz was saying, it does sound as though we need to have more transparency here and input from all people involved in City Hall.  She agreed with Mrs. Katz that she does not find the user-friendly and has been on municipal websites where they have been very user-friendly and there's no reason especially for that amount of money that we should not have something that satisfies persistence and answers their questions.  I think what we do reengage in the process, when and if the money is available, a big if, that we do it right the next time.

  Mr. Allison stated since we are on that subject, web designing is totally, a total separate skill set from the IT person who keeps it running and maintains it so we can;t expect Justin to be able to perform both functions and to have the expertise to lead us in the web design are necessarily be able to guide us in that direction. We should not put too much on him and keep those two things separate.
  Mr. Nichols stated the idea was to build a website using professional services that can be handed off to the city where was easy to update by the various departments, user friendly so to speak both internally and externally so we are not expecting him to design the website necessarily, just sort of keep an eye on it to make sure it is updated when needed.

  Dr. Williamson stated he agreed 100% with that and the other part of it is that often going back to the comments about holding government accountable, part of that process is having competitive bids, so we might want request for proposals of what we are looking for and have print design agencies make presentations and select that on a competitive basis.

  Ms. Miele, it would be my suggestion that if we do undertake that process, it should go through the Economic Revitalization Committee and that we could discuss specs with you for deciding what we wanted to see on the website. Since we were not involved in the process the first time around.

  Dr. Williamson stated I think we all know that transparency is better than not transparency.   He asked for a vote on the ordinance.

The ordinance was carried with six yes roll call votes on second reading.   Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall was absent.
Resolution #8474
Resolution Agreement between the City of Williamsport & the American Rescue Workers

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Smith.

  Sgt. Jody Miller stated today I am asking for you to consider an agreement between the Williamsport Bureau of Police and the rescue workers. This agreement would give us the ability and the tool to dispose of property that we collect on a daily basis. This property would include everything from bicycles to any other property in our property evidence room that needs properly dispose of. This agreement has been presented to the American Rescue Workers who were in favor of it as well as Mayor Campana. This agreement before you was drafted by city solicitor Norm Lubin and has been presented to both the Public Safety committee and the Finance committee.

  Mr. Smith stated this was brought to us on Tuesday of this week. This is something that the Public Safety committee has been looking at for at least two or three years. Some of us were kind of taken aback when we found out that policemen were picking up bicycles. And why is that? That has always been the way that was and I said that there is something wrong here when we are looking at police officers that are out there expected to integrate with the community and enforcing laws and so forth and we are having them pick up bicycles. The problem really escalated only now when we decided to purchase new vehicles because the older vehicles were large which you can load a bicycle in the back end of it take off. The new police cars you can't do that. What they found was putting a bicycle in the trunk was actually  scratched the paint all over the back of the vehicle. So again it was brought up and we said look, this really has to stop. There was a time when we were down several officers and their out there supposed to be enforcing laws in assisting the public and we really didn't think of this thing the public was picking up bicycles. Bicycles that were picked up years ago were sold on property room.com. They could be sold if no one claimed them if they were lost or stolen, they were taken by property.com and sold.  They decided not to do that in the longer, so now we are stuck with the bicycles and what are we going to do with them? So Sgt. Miller in working with the American Rescue Workers, came up with the plan where these bicycles are going to be taking care of by the American Rescue Workers and disposed of properly if they're not claimed by the rightful owners. We are seeing this more and more within the City, of the band of bicycles as you travel through the City, you can find them practically all over. It is a real burden. Now you're saying you how is this going to work. Actually, they are not going out and collecting them, they will be collected by another department that has the vehicles to pick-up trucks and so forth, and take them to a centralized location that will be logged in. A number you can call is the Streets and Parks and if no one answers you can leave a voicemail, they will come by and pick up the bicycles and take it to the centralized location where they're going to be dispose of. So we think this is a good resolution, we think it's going to save the problem of the officers having to do that, allowing them to perform their duties in more of a proper manner and not have to worry about getting dispatched and doing the paperwork. They could easily boost 45 min. to an hour of being off of their patrol by taking care of a bicycle. That certainly is a waste of time and effort. We think this resolution is going to save that issue that we have, we looked over very carefully and it has been approved by the solicitor. We sent this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.
  Mr. Allison stated we had a very brief discussion on that because there are not too many financial implications in the resolution. As Mr. Smith was describing the process, again it occurred to me that this is one of those areas where policing has changed, 30 or 40 years ago, picking up bikes, answering dog calls, answering the occasional domestic disturbance were part of the routine thing that did not take all that much time compared to the rest of the load that they had. This is one of those things that is pushed out even if the cruiser still have the space, is still not practical to have our police officers handling bicycles abandoned are left behind somewhere by someone that still look like or whatever.  The public also can pick bikes up and drop them off at the fenced in part, and there is going to be publicity about this so everybody is aware of the process.  There may not be an immediate response we can't guarantee that, but the bicycles will be picked up and taked care of.  We passed this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.

 Chief Foresman stated he could not feel that we had a better proposition than to partner with the American Rescue Workers because this is one of the tedious duties we do on a daily basis that takes up so much time. If you actually figured out the manpower and everything else that goes into picking up a bicycle, plugging it in and making sure that it is stored properly and then in the long run disposed of, there is a lot of time involved in this. The American Rescue Workers has been a long-established organization within the city of Williamsport who has helped us out immensely over the years. We are glad that they will take these bicycles off our hands and we can help them with their organization as well versed much help as they have given us.

  Mrs. Katz stated I think you do a wonderful job, Sgt. Jody Miller & Chief.  This is been a long-time coming, all of us have complained and it is just not cost effective for the police to be doing it. I have also known the Astons with the American Rescue Workers and they do a wonderful job and it could not be in better hands. I want to thank you for taking this on.
  Ms. Miele stated she just wanted to follow up, at one point there have been discussions about the bicycle recyclable program at the pajama factory, and I think that was part of the final plan, right?

  Sgt. Miller replied yes I have spoken with them and we have coordinated it with the Astons.  Some of the bikes that we do collect that are brought in are not even complete, there are either frames are pieces of mismatched parts, and that will help benefit the organization as well.

  Ms. Miele stated she appreciates the American Rescue Workers working with Bicycle recyclables, to make sure that we get the most out of abandoned property in our community.  She stated we have a cycling committee meeting a couple months ago, they have an active interest in promoting cycling in Williamsport and educating people about proper cycling rules. Perhaps this is the first step of involvement towards the police and various entities reaching out towards the community to talk about how to interact respect fully, and maintain the bicycles.

  Mr. Noviello stated just to reiterate very quickly some of what I've already heard, the American Rescue Workers is one of those organizations for a number of years has very quietly advantaged the city in ways that most of our residents don't know. Myself, personally I can quickly express my thanks to the rescue workers for over six years of invaluable service in regards to the soapbox Derby. They have done us a service that would cost us a great deal what they are charging, which is nothing and I have always appreciated that. I think is a great opportunity to acknowledge them, in regards to this bicycle services is going to be another great advantage to the city in the long run. But just to quickly get back to the idea of the cruisers and the police cars and the use of the bicycles in this trunks.   I don't like to be a dooms dayer but I can just imagine having a bike that had to be strapped into a trunk and all of a sudden the cruiser is needed in an emergency situation and they have to move very quickly.  Just something like a strapped in bicycle would be too much of a hindrance. So I think that the Sergeant’s plan is very workable and I think with the appreciation of the rescue workers and some thoughts about the recycling possibility that the pajama factory which is what I would call a win win situation. Thanks to everybody involved.

  Mr. Allison stated just one other comment. The property that is brought in is going to be cross checked and filed against reports of stolen items to see if there's any matches and then those will be segregated so that people will have the opportunity to claim their stolen property. It is not just going to be pushed right through. They are going to do the police work that is necessary.

  Dr. Williamson stated I think that this important points, there is a little bit of a cultural shift that were going to have to get used to, but I think people can be assured that their interests will be protected. It's not that as soon as somebody sees a bite, somebody will immediately pick it up and it will immediately be sold by the rescue workers. First, if they see a bike instead of calling the Police Department, but call streets and parks Department or ideally take it down to the streets and parks department yourself. That's a little bit of a change but I think we can all take up that challenge, if you do call the streets and parks department, don't expect a 2 min. response time, they will get to it during the business week. There are legal requirements, one make sure wasn't stolen, and then there are legal requirements of how long we have to hold onto abandoned property before it will be turned over to the American rescue workers.  It is a little bit of a cultural change that if we have to all educate the community that those are the expectations, and be an easy shift.
 Sgt. Miller stated I would like to make a point that the Williamsport Bureau of Police is actually going to take stolen bikes reports.  So if you know of that crime, please call us so we can properly document that so if we do come across that item later we can make sure that the owner gets it. Or if the owner comes across the bike while it's in the position of the American rescue workers, that agreement is in place to make sure that they can show ownership that that item will be returned even if it is in their hands. So we want to make sure that the public is aware that. We want to return that item to the proper owner.

  Chief Foresman stated we have made sure of our checks and balances to make sure that property is returned to the proper owners.

  Dr. Williamson said thank you for clarifying that and he asked how many bikes are retrieved in a typical year. Chief Foresman answered between 300 and 500 bikes. Dr. Williamson stated me I suggest there ought to be a cultural change to make sure people lock their bikes and take care of them.

  Chief Foresman stated we have put that public announcement now to lock your doors, roll up your windows, people do not listen. 

 Dr. Williamson stated that is a shocking number, that is a huge percentage. He asked for a vote on the resolution.

 The resolution was carried with six yes roll call votes.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall was absent 
Resolution #8475
Resolution Fire Department Vehicle Agreement

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

  Chief Heckman, I am proud to bring you tonight two years of hard work from the City of Williamsport and the Bureau of Fire to enter into an agreement with KME Corporation for design and build the city's rescue pumper. It has been two years in the works process, we have had our ups and downs with that and a lot of hard work and it is well overdue.   The money has been set aside in appropriate through finance through CDBG and Act 13 money. It has gone to Public Safety and Finance.

  Mr. Allison stated we did review this in Finance Committee. We paid hundred and $75,000 up front that we are paying to have the spherical constructed which gives us a $6,416.00 discount which is nice.  I believe that is all CDBG money and the balance we are going to pay out of act 13. So we think the administration is coming up with that plan and providing the funds for the fire Department to buy this rather effective but impressive vehicle. So we are paying cash which is great, they do offer installment plans but we don't have to do that because we do have them money and the ability to pay for it.  We get to address the specs and inspected as it is built we know our money is being spent so we went have any of those problems that Councilwoman Katz was talking about that we paid for something and did not get what we wanted. This is a very reputable company.  We were told that the fire Department in New York City has switched to this company and they have an order in for 56 engines.  They must really believe in the quality of and it is a local Pennsylvania company. It saves us financially as well. Finance committee passed this to the full body Council with a positive recommendation.
 Mr. Smith stated that came to Public Safety on Tuesday and we look at all the technical specifications.  He talked about the travel costs to visit the companies and other areas and since this is in Pennsylvania, the truck can be driven there. So we have been big advantage. When we looked at the engines that are currently in service, one has over 80,000 miles. It has 80,000 miles on the odometer, is there an engine meter also.  The answer was yes.  That unit could be idling for several hours or at full speed pumping.  For every hour is 33 miles added on for oil change and transmissions.  I am certain that if you look at that there's a lot more than 80,000 miles when you translate that into the hours. The engines are getting to the point where they are requiring a lot of repairs. What is impressive is, the new fire engines. When this comes, the standard new engine, the cab interior is like a luxury car. The seats are air seats, lots of room in that, computer screens in it, GPS in it and backup cameras.  The days of shifting are gone, they are automatic transmission. They are very complex. A lot of the pieces that would put the better on their are driven by onboard computers just as your car is. I do know that the volunteer fire departments have been very fortunate in many cases because the federal government has bought them new fire engines.   He discussed the warranty and thanked Chief Heckman being so thorough about this and they sent this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.  He stated he wanted the public to know that we have public fire department and they respond very quickly. It will be about a year before we receive it.

  Mr. Noviello stated I looked at this as a long-term advantage for us because it brings us into the 21st century.  And that will be a long-term advantage for us overall and any advantage that our firemen have enough for a fire is a safety benefit. That is something that we cannot overlook any time we address equipment so along with Mr. Smith and Mr. Allison, I send my respects and thanks to assistant Chief Heckman and those who have been diligent, patient, and mindful about this. It is much appreciated. 
  Dr. Williamson said ditto to all of that and thanked everyone involved for guiding us through the process.

He asked for a vote on the resolution.

The subdivision would bring the property owned by the Williamsport Inn to 2.68 acres and the alliance group to 1.5 acres. The plan meets the regulations set forth by the city of Williamsport. The Lycoming County planning commission reviewed the plans on June 19, 2015. The comments that you see in numbers two and three, I do have revised drawings currently in hand. The city planning commission reviewed this on June 29, 2015 and gave a positive recommendation. I do have are representative here.

Resolution to Award Contract for Phase II of the Destination 2014 Project

  Mr. Nichols stated this is to approve a construction contract for phase 2 destination 2014. Of the two bids received, Glenn Hawkbaker, Inc. submitted the lowest response and responsible bid in the amount of $861,000. In your packet of information, we included a bid tabulation sheets and the recommendation from our construction management firm, Reynolds and most important the latest budget review from the project. With all the contracts now in place, you can see that the budget summary shows that the project is well within the budgetary of $1.5 million. We have a potential amount of $85,000 for some street scape alternates in the project area. Dave Whitmore from Reynolds is here if you have any questions concerning the bid project. The Finance Committee reviewed this on Tuesday were asking for an approval.
  Mr. Allison stated we did review this in finance and the advantage of Hawbaker is that they are on site already and that has allowed them to facilitate a lower bid. There is a $75,000 contingency so we have that cushion as well as the $85,000 so we won't have any problem finding places to use that for streetscape. We are pleased that everything is contained into the $1.5 million cap that we set. So we passed this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.
