  Approval of the Williamsport City Council minutes of July 7, 2016 were approved upon a motion from Mrs. Katz made the motion and a second from Ms. Miele.   All were in favor.  The vote was 6 to 0. Dr. Williamson was absent. 
Limited Courtesy of the Floor

There was no limited courtesy of the floor.

Mr. Allison changed the order of the agenda to accommodate the new officer being brought before Council for consideration of hire.

Resolution #8575
Resolution Authorizing the Williamsport Bureau of Police to Hire One Officer
The City Clerk read the resolution.
Mrs. Katz made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Henderson.

  Chief Young, stated he sincerely requests the confirmation and consideration of this appointment to the Williamsport Bureau of Police, Nikita Bonnell.  This candidate has completed all requirements with the Williamsport Bureau of Police and she will commence her employment with the City on August 1, 2016. She is currently attending the Lackawanna College Police Academy and is scheduled  to graduate July 29, 2016. She is scheduled to take her final exam on Wednesday, August 3. 
  Capt. Miller stated Candidate Bonnell was number 27 on our civil service list.  She is 23 years old and is the daughter of Russell and Mauro Bonnell and her father was a former Police Officer.  Capt. Jody Miller continued a brief biography on this candidate.  She will be badge number 17.  This was reviewed at the Finance Committee.

  Ms. Miele, stated Finance Committee reviewed this and sent it to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.  We have somewhat of a lengthy discussion discussing how difficult is to find a qualified candidates who are interested in staying in the area. We were very excited to hear that it is her intent, it is nice to know that we have someone on the force who is interested in staying in the area. We found that given a few unexpected departures in the Police Department, this will fit perfectly in line with the budget moving forward.  We might also be able to move in hiring one or two more officers before the end of the year.
  Mrs. Katz stated she is thrilled that we have a very good candidate here and it is fantastic to see the family support around her and we want you to know that you have a family here in City Hall that will back you up just like your family at home.

  Mr. Noviello stated it is always an honor to carry on the family legacy. I think it strengthens the family and the resolve is on the one who is continuing the legacy. There is a calling associated with that at the same time, I think that in today's society it is a rare commodity. So he welcomed her to the police force and wished her productive and safe days while on duty.

  Mr. Henderson stated in light of recent events, I have heard quite often reasons why I would not want to be a police officer, and I'm very grateful for you stepping up in times like this. Especially when you did not have to, so please know that we will back you up. We will support you and encourage you in any ways that we possibly can. I tip my hat to you for stepping up in this time specifically.

  Mr. Allison stated this is an important day for Ms. Bonnell and us, but in a broader context of what is going on, stating he was able to attend the community meeting, with many attending, everyone had been very patient and kept conversations going.  There has been discussion about having events where we can all interact together and talk to each other and begin to relate and neighbors with our fellow citizens. Our City could actually be a model for other people to see, so I'm hopeful and glad that Ms. Bonnell has stepped forward to serve and protect in this community.  
  Mayor Campana stated he would like to thank Ms. Bonnell and her family for the support, we need her and we are so thankful that she has stepped up to the plate.

Ordinance Adopting a Six Year Capital Projects Budget for City for Fiscal years ending 6/30/17 to 6/30/22(final reading) Bill# 1681-16
The City Clerk read the ordinance.
Mr. Allison asked for a motion
Ms. Miele made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noviello.

  Mr. Nichols stated this is to adopt the six-year capital budget project in second reading. The document serves as a planning tool, and the first two years are structured as more of an action plan. There are four parts of the program which is reviewed on the first reading and recently reviewed by the Williamsport Planning Commission and they provided a positive recommendation for the program. The Finance Committee had an opportunity to discuss the program at its meeting last Tuesday.

  Ms. Miele, stated Finance did not have much to add at the first meeting, we did sort out some small issues and passed it to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation. One of the discussions that we had was a commitment that I would like to make.  We had a discussion about street trees in the city, because we are losing all of the Ash Trees, probably about 80 or 90 trees, they are all going to die as well as multiple trees in Brandon Park.  So the topic came up that we could added to the capital budget.  

  Mr. Nichols stated at the amendment to the second section of the report, under Street improvements would be the proper category to place it.

  Ms. Miele stated she is making a motion/amendment to add the line street trees on page one of the proposed capital projects under public services and Street improvements, following street trees the funding source, the best line to add is potentially general fund/state funding, and in terms of budgetary items, I would say perhaps $20,000 from the years 2017 on. 

  Mrs. Katz seconded the motion.

  Mr. Allison asked if there was discussion on the amendment.

  Mrs. Katz asked about the lights on initiative,  ….Ms. Miele stated it is worth being mindful of that, I think that it is worthwhile for lights too, but we did to be mindful of things.

  Mrs. Katz suggested that we try to get some sponsors for trees, such as dedications, and try to get grants because it is a huge loss that we are facing at this point.

  Ms. Miele asked J. David Smith, I will make a statement, general funds, state grant, and private as the sources?

  Mr. J David Smith answered yes.

Mr. Nichols stated he thinks that would be well received to do that on Washington Boulevard, because we are removing 26 to 30 trees in the short time. It is a reminder that we need to keep addressing that.

  Mr. S. Smith asked Mrs. Frank to read it in its entirely…..

  Ms. Miele stated on page 1, within the capital projects budget under public services, Street improvements, we add the line street trees, the funding sources would be general fund/state grant funds/private funds. I would be adding the dollar amount of $20,000, not for 2016.. But for 2017, 2018, 2019, 2020, 2021 & 2022.  For a grand total across the board of the proposed $100,000.

  Mr. Nichols stated he'd like to add to that and adjust the other sections to reflect according to that change.

Mr. Smith stated I think the record also needs to show that we are not committing that, that this is a wish list. I think that the record should show that, please.

  Ms. Miele, she would agree but it does ideally give us the incentive to pursue grant funding and private funding to move forward.

  Mr. Allison asked for a ball park figure for a tree.

  Mr. Nichols, answered depending on the type of tree, it could be anywhere from 200 $500 a tree.

  Ms. Miele, stated it was her understanding that that would be slightly less expensive if we were able to purchase a lot of trees all at once.

  Mr. Allison asked her vote on the amendment to the ordinance.

   The motion/amendment for the ordinance was carried in final reading with six yes roll call votes. The vote was 6 to 0.  Dr. Williamson was absent.

Bill # 1682-16
Ordinance Authorizing the Issuance of a General Obligation Note, Series, of 2016 in the maximum amount of 2.5 million (first reading)
The City clerk read the ordinance
Mr. Allison asked for motion to approve the ordinance in first reading.

 Mrs. Katz made the motion and it was seconded by Ms. Miele.

Mr. Nichols stated this is consistent with Resolution 8558 which was passed by City Council on May 26 2016. This is for City Council to approve the general obligation note to establish a line of credit in the amount of $2,500,000 for five priority projects as outlined in exhibit A.   As we discussed with various City Council committees, the project descriptions have been revised to include, renovations since city and administration public safety buildings, public park improvement matching funds, including the Bowman field first base and right field grandstand addition, to structure repairs to the city's Levy system as mandated by the Corps of Engineers, streetscape improvement matching funds, and the E. 3rd St. Revitalization plan matching funds as approved in outline in various plans that were adopted by City Council and also needed to support grant requests to DCED, Penn Dot, and the First Community Foundation of Pennsylvania. Once this is approved on second reading, online credit will be established with a two-year drawdown. For projects approved by City Council, for example, one was approved already, the Bowman Field Project.  Two of the five projects will be supported by the City of Williamsport, to be supported by River Valley Transit, and one project is being supported by program revenue from the Bowman field facility. The current interest rates indicate that the maximum revenue needed from the city for its to project would be approximately $120,000 per year for a period of 10 years. The Finance committee did review this information on Tuesday.  
  Ms. Miele, stated Finance did review this and we sent it to the full body Council with a positive recommendation. We were quite satisfied with a summary of the projects which is of course a large quantity of discussion over the last months, it is more or less what projects we want to do and how much funding they would take. We received some unpleasant news, regarding the projected cost of the Levy, for some elements of the levee which is all we know so far. Consequently it seems it is more necessary to have this funding in place in case we do need to make expenditures before we can settle matters over potential storm water authority. We reviewed the dollar amounts, and on exhibit C, the proposed drawdown. And how much does come across as every year, these payments are calculated on the maximum amount potential interest for the loan which is currently 7%, and currently the interest is 2.5%, so are actual payments will not quite reflect this amount of money. We are looking at a payment total are all five projects of $300,000 per year.  Of that, 120,000 would be RVT's responsibility, and $120,000 would be the city's responsibility, and $60,000 would be projected to come from revenue at Bowman field.  There will only be one quarterly payment for the month of December, so our costs this year would be in the $7000 range. But for next year, depending on how quickly we drove down and/or if we do, we could be looking at interest-only payments for the whole year or for a portion, it was a recommendation of Council to budget $120,000 which would be the city's portion of the debt service were we to drawdown the full amount and immediately start into repayment vote in January.  However that is unlikely, but obviously we don't want to end up on the end of the other end of the stick.  Mr. Nichols and Mr. Pawlak agreed.  With that being said, Finance passed this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.
  Mr. Nichols stated the idea was to budget for the full amount next year even though we don't need anywhere near that, we are allowed to pay off the note after five years. So it is our goal if we can do it, at least the city portion, to accelerate the payment to get it paid off by five years which we have done in the past. We better look at that and come up with the plan for next year's project.

  Mrs. Katz stated Ms. Miele really covered all bases with this and one of the things that we are anticipating is the cost of the Levy to have this funding in place and anything that has to come up with the levee is really, really important at this point.

  Mr. Nichols stated and it is going to be some time before the storm water authority takes pace and we are going to have at least significant engineering costs prior to that.  We can pay off anything during the two year without paying any penalty.

  Ms. Miele, it should be noted that all of these are needed projects within the city, and Bowman field was necessary to keep our team in the Stadium, City Hall, really needs repairs, and the Levy that is completely obligatory necessary to address right now. The other two funding reasons are both for ongoing improvements to our CDBG infrastructure and I think it's important to note that they are referred to as matching funds.  The city does need to have money to put into place in a setting like that which of course would encourage economic development and eventually pay itself off, bringing increased tax revenue to the city. All of these are wise expenditures and we have safeguarded that last million.

  Mr. Allison asked if there were any other comments.  He stated the whole narrative on the Levy system will be looked at the Public Works committee and it will be worked out.  He asked for a vote on the ordinance.

The ordinance was carried in first reading with six yes roll call votes. The vote was 6 to 0.  Dr. Williamson was absent.

Resolution Authorizing an MOU Between Susquehanna Health, The City & Redevelopment Authority of City

The City Clerk read the resolution.
Mr. Allison asked for a motion on the resolution.

Ms. Miele made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

  Mr. Nichols stated this resolution and the next relates to the partnership Susquehanna Health and renewal of a pilot agreement. This first resolution authorizing the execution of the memorandum of understanding between the city, Susquehanna Health, and the Redevelopment Authority.   This builds on the 2005 MOU that facilitates retention of the Williamsport Hospital campus which is in the city limits.  This new MOU further defines operation and facilitates further property along the streets of the Williamsport hospital campus along the Pathway to Health. The key points in this include a Pathway to Health Redevelopment area centered around Walnut Street, joint support for a new RU district, agreement to pursue a redevelopment cooperation agreement. They have agreed that any property acquisition will be included in the pilot agreement. We also agreed to pursue street scaping enhancements along Little League Blvd. And last a partner to pursue economic development opportunities along Walnut St area.    This MOU has important input from Susquehanna Health, administration, the Mayor and Council leadership. This document and the pilot agreement were reviewed by the Finance Committee on Tuesday.

  Ms. Miele stated Finance did review this and we forwarded this to the full body Council with positive recommendation, along with the pilot agreement. Our discussions centered around some things that are new for this MOU which is a concept to creation of a collaborative arrangement between the City administration and Susquehanna Health to work on the revitalization of the larger neighborhood around the hospital. It is my personal opinion that the hospital should be surrounded by vibrant neighborhood that is surrounded by hospital employees, I think that we are all excited to see the possibility of that open up with a series of discussions about the entire neighborhood from Walnut St. to Hepburn St.  There are particular financial commitments, and this is an agreement that we would like to see ourselves involved.

  Mr. Noviello commented, the trees on Little League Blvd, the Pathway to Health will address this issues.  I am sure Mr. Nichols will coordinate this along with the fencing which is one of the concerns with the Pathway to Health. Hopefully that will all be taken care of.

  Mr. Allison stated the cooperative effort really fits in nicely, and we will have a lot of activity and improvement, but we really want to see is that there’s an intersection of one with the other. He asked for a vote on the resolution.

Resolution Authorizing the Execution of a Pilot Agreement

  Mr. Nichols stated this is been a long time coming, and this pilot agreement is very similar to the last one and includes a continuation of the emergency ambulance services outlined in the current agreement. There is the annual in lieu of real estate tax that is outlined in the agreement, and an annual municipal services payment Susquehanna Health agreeing to increase the payment per year from $40,000 to $50,000 for the term of the agreement.  There is also a continuation of the annual in lieu of business privilege and Mercantile tax payments and also in this document was the agreement to enter into a companion document which is the MOU, which you have just considered .  The last thing I want to mention is it is retroactive back  to the last pilot agreement. We did review this at Finance committee and we mention the fact that this will generate approximately $190,000 a year for the city. This is a very important partnership and we thank Susquehanna Health for its willingness to continue this agreement.

  Ms. Miele, stated Finance did review the pilot agreement and passed it to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.  Once we pass this Pilot agreement everyone is pretty excited to get the makeup checks.
  Mr. Nichols stated in addition there was a lot of discussion about the one year out clause, it started with 90 days which we felt was not feasible.  The need for that is that they have announced an alliance with the Pittsburgh Medical Center and they were required legally to put some sort of an out clause as they go through their negotiations. They did agree, and they changed it to a year. 

  Ms. Miele, obviously we look for positive relationship with them and also with a unity with Pittsburgh Medical Center.

  Mr. Smith asked Mr. Nichols if they will be paying last years.

  Mr. Nichols stated yes they do understand that and will be paying.

Mr. Allison asked for a vote on the resolution.

Resolution City of Williamsport 311 Application Resolution

The City Clerk read the resolution.
Mr. Allison asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Henderson made the motion and it second by Mrs. Katz.

  Mr. Wray stated this is the resolution for a 311 application for the City of Williamsport. A while back this was reviewed by Public Works, who passed it with a positive recommendation, Finance sent it with no recommendation and then it was tabled, and referred back to Councilman Smith to discuss it with the departments and orientation of this. We discussed how we are going to roll this out and we have had two meetings and we come to an agreement as to how this can move forward.

  Mr. Smith stated it was remanded back to the Public Works Committee, so we had two work sessions which were initiated by Mr. Wray, at this work sessions we brought in all of the stakeholders.  We felt in rolling this out the best way to do this is to do a beta test in house before it is approved for consumption by the public. Therefore those people in City Hall and the administration could actually test it out and doing some of the application process and linking into the Streets Department, Fire department, Police Department, Recreation Department and so forth. We could then determine if there were any major issues with it, they could be handled in-house before put out to the public. Obviously when we know that it does go out there are some things that have to be tweaked with it. We are hoping to catch any major issues before it goes out to the public. We did asked specifically how this was going to operate.  Mr. Wray explained that each one of department heads and explained how they would be taking information. He came up with the chart of which we utilize because we wanted to know exactly who and when each Department is going to be responsible. How is it going to be dealt with such as the streets and parks department when those folks leave at 330 in the afternoon. How do we deal with that? We want to make certain that in this process we don't run into the situation that the public expects immediate action. Mr. Cillo is going to be able to address the issues when we actually put it together. One of the important things that this act is going to have this at the top when you enter into it, it will state that this is for nonemergency. If you have an emergency call 911. We don't want be left in a liability situation where if somebody decides to report a fire on the fire Department and someone asked where is the fire Department. So it will be stated at the top and we will have a chance to look at that for it is rolled out to the public. We will see the suggestions and do the tweaking before it has to go out. Chief Young reiterated that we don't want a bank robbery recorded on this and they wonder why the police don't show up, that was discussed in line and we want it placed in there that this is for non-emergencies.   The act is going to be user-friendly.  There was also discussion about involving the website, we will know how we can get involved until we get it out, obviously we will have to publicize this to the public that it's going to be a free app that they can down load. We will use various marketing sources which Justin will do.  Most important thing and we want to know is what is going to happen when things are responded to. And so after going through two work sessions with this, we think we are on track with it. The major part is that we will be working the bugs out in-house.  Many of us will be asked of we learned and don’t complain about things, talk be open. About a pothole, talk about recreation and what time the pool is open or closed. The Recreation Department will be using quite a bit.  We find that it will be quite useful.  New York City uses this.  We sent this to the first time to Council with a positive recommendation and we are sending it again.
  Mr. Noviello stated for him this wasn’t a hard decision. We took a look at the second time and it was warranted, I have a little bit of a concern that the public will be fully aware that this is not an emergency line. Just to reinforce that thought, Mr. Cillo is aware that long after the deadline for putting out tree trimmings, and yard trimmings has long passed. We see many curbs even today where people simply do not comply with that understanding. I think this is going to be relative to that in the same sort of manner. I think that is one of the paramount concerns for me that the public is fully aware of how this is going to operate and do our best to keep on top of that.  The other concern he had, was the volume of calls that might be coming in this. I can imagine a fair number of people just quickly pulling out their smart phones, and departments being overwhelmed with phone calls, they may well get certain projects in the reasonable amount of time with those calls and the volume of those calls multiply more than we are able to handle, we are going to get more complaints about not being expedient getting these things concern. I hope we haven't put undue pressure on Department heads and are manpower. I am hoping with the comments that are Department heads gave us that they felt comfortable enough to take this off and I hope that that all works out.  Again I do want to reiterate that we make sure that the public is fully aware, I hate to see an emergency goal unaddressed by the fact that people are confused by this. I guess that's my two cents here.

  Ms. Miele stated Mr. Wray, I am assuming that whatever someone sends in, and some sort, or complaint, they would get an automated response from the app, that will say if you have an emergency, call 911

  Mr. Wray answered actually rate when you open the app, it says if this is an emergency dial 911.

  Ms. Miele, I think it should say there is well, but the auto response should say be addressed the next business day, if you have an emergency call 911.

  Mr. Wray answered we can tailor that message, anyway you want.   
  Ms. Miele, the more important we can include in our automatic response the better it will be and we will have less people frustrated and angry.  She asked Mr. Wray and he will be the point person and give Council a report every three months about how this is working.   She would like information on how it is functioning for different departments. Her greater concern is a burden to department heads.

She also asked about tying it in with the Spillman System.

  Mr. Wray stated it can but we don’t want to do that right now.

Ms. Miele asked how long after the beta testing, do we roll it out?

  Mr. Wray stated we should be able to roll it out in about 5 or 6 weeks.

There was a discussion about the cost of the contract.  The contract starts July 28, 2016, so we are paying for that time.  We can publish this on FB and there is an email to publish it.  Ms. Miele stated she wanted to address even the smaller things in the City of Williamsport.  

  Ms. Miele thanked the Public Works committee for all their hard work on this effort.  She suggested for the web site that we list our committees and/or any openings.

  Mr. Henderson thanked Councilman Smith for the work and time he put in to this.  He wanted to point out that people don’t have to use it.  They can still pick up phone and call City Hall.  This will reach young people and increase the youth involvement in our City Government.  It will help us to keep up with the times and increase our transparency and accountability, government needs that. This gives us as a City to rise to the needs and demands of our time, not to just stay settled and comfortable, but to move ahead. I am excited about this app I know they will be folks that we have to work all, that this will really help to increase the use involvement in our city government. I am looking forward to it.

  Mr. Allison stated  maybe with that automated response, we can put a couple of obvious ones are in there.  He asked if this was tabled,

Mrs. Frank stated Mr. Lubin advised to remand this to a committee.  Mr. Allison asked for a vote.

The resolution on was carried with six yes roll call votes. The vote was 6 to 0.  Dr. Williamson was absent.

C. Remove T-111 cover from the rear second floor fire exit area.  

D. At same location, construct a new fire exit and landing that connects to the existing metal fire escape.  Construct with wood railings, spindles of same height as fire escape.  No face nailing. Add 6x6 support post on the corner. Tie into existing roof.  Exit deck to match fire escape width and be composite type decking.
