Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.
  Mr. Pawlak stated there were some minor changes requested by Bank’s Counsel, changing of wordings, and it was reviewed by our Bond Counsel, in preparation of the ordinance and note, and he did not have any issues with this changes.
Dr. Williamson asked if there were any more comments, hearing none.

Resolution  Approving an Agreement with Woodward Township Providing for the Williamsport  UCC  Appeals Board to serve as the UCC Appeals Board For Woodward Township
The City Clerk read the resolution.
Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

  Mr. Knarr stated, this is an agreement with Woodward Township to allow them to use our UCC Appeals Board.  Normally what happens is in very small municipalities, they don't have the manpower or the knowledgeable manpower to have or hold these offices.  What this resolution does is allows them to utilize our appeals board. All the finances are taking care of by their stenographer, attorneys, and anything else if necessary. They are just utilizing our appeals board in case something comes up as far as uniform instruction. If a resident there,  appeals something, it is done by the Codes Department there, it allows them to utilize our appeals board because they do not have one. It is a cooperative agreement that the city has done several other municipalities. Old Lycoming Township actually utilizes our UCC Appeals Board and it is done by resolution.  Woodward Township has requested to do the same because they do not have an appeals board for that municipality.  This was not reviewed by any committee.

Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions. 

  Mr. Allison stated, so they are paying for all the fees and associated costs so it is not a financial burden on us. In this sense it is a small picture of regionalization of services which is good for people to participate. In duplicate the same things in the municipalities when they can access it.

  Dr. Williamson stated he agrees entirely, and he asked if we anticipate much of any workload for our appeals board?

  Mr. Knarr answered within our city, we have had one appeals board within 10 years. I am sure we are not going to run into too much more.

Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on the resolution.

The resolution was carried with six yes roll call votes.  The vote was 6 to 0.

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, & Dr. Williamson voted yes.  Ms. Miele was absent for this vote.

Resolution #8580
Resolution Awarding the Contract for the 2016 Street Reconstruction Project
The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mrs. Katz made the motion and seconded by Mr. Allison.

  Mr. Grado this resolution awards the contract for the 2016 Street Reconstruction project to Glenn Hawbaker, Inc. in Montoursville, PA.  They were the lowest of four bids of a public bid opening that happened in July 25th, 2016.  Glenn Hawbaker submitted the bid of $833,128.  As indicated on the resolution, it is conditioned on the municipal Water Authority, approving and concurring on the award. They have agreed to and be included in this bid as part of the award in the Vallamont Section.  Also noted is the Community Development Block Grant streetscapes to include West Third St and Maynard Street which include the pathway to health. They will be done in the Spring of next year as part of this streetscape improvements.  We intend to award immediately after that and start the work in the spring, which includes the traffic signal work. This was reviewed by both Finance & Public Works Committees.
  Mr. Smith stated we did review this on Tuesday of this week and discussed some of the streets that are going to be done, and there were some questions. He asked to make sure that we are not paving streets that are UGI or the Water Company should be paving.

  Mr. Grado answered they will be doing beyond the points named, they will be required to do the restoration, and a half mill paving when that is completed.  For example Vine Ave, where the cuts were made, outside the streets they will be responsible to mil and pave at their costs.

  Mr. Smith asked about the streets that were destroyed by the Water Authority and to make sure that they will be on the list.

  Mr. Grado answered yes they will be taken care of …. They are responsible for $195,000 of the $833,000.  The question was asked how much it is costing us for those streets.  For the Community Development streets it's $373,000 and that includes all the curb work.  We had that amount of funds set aside. For the streets that are liquid fuels, both State and County and Act 13, we have 205,000 854,000 of state liquid fuels, $23,543 County liquid and $100,000 of act 13.  And then there is $40,000 for brick. The cost of the streets from Act 13 is $232,000. We will be using about $328,000. There is a question about the use of the Act 13 money because we have less funds for that. So we could award this bid without doing any extra streets, we do have an alternate streets that we have identified, and with the Water Authority doing, I'd like to have a contingency in there to be able to do the other half.. Tom Cillo and I have looked into the Vallmont St that are and if the funds aren't available then we do the streets that we have listed. He stated the bid on this was actually pretty good, it was under our estimate. What was explained to me is there is not a great deal of work out there and they would like to do as much as they can in September to retain their employees and they are looking for work.

  Mr. Smith stated he wanted to take a couple of moments to tell the rest of Council that he had placed on the Public Works agenda for Tuesday to have an update from Dave Columbine, where we are standing with his excavations in our city. There is something that told me that something was just remiss since he had been here discussing this last time. I opened a can of worms, we now have it disaster working with UGI. We have had a very lengthy discussion concerning this. What is going to happen, currently due to the status of this, Joe Gerardi is going to be writing a letter to the home office concerning all the major issues that we have. Is going to be sent by certified mail, return receipt, and then followed up with a telephone call. I have not seen the letter, Dave Columbine and Joe are working on this letter. Is going to be very strong and to the point that if we don't see things occur very quickly, the public works committee will asked for all permit being to cease. We hope the administration will follow through on this, as we have done numerous things with the gas company to help them out. They have made promises of things that are going to be done, 2015 has not even been closed out yet, and 2016 some the addresses don't correspond with the locations .  The last time they had a meeting together they hired an additional person for just the paperwork to take a look at this. There are some other issues that are outstanding,, this time we are going to mean business. We have been backwards to help these folks., We have done things, but we have expected things in return and we are not getting them. So when that letter goes out, we were told there's going to be a two-week period for them to respond. On August 16, we have the public works meeting and this is going to be a prime discussion on how this is being handled. We don't want to get into a situation where we really want to close them down, because we do know that they are under federal guidelines to be placed these lines. However; many of these lines are not emergency lines obviously, is part of beating the federal guidelines that have to be met. Of course we would never not permit excavations to be done during emergency, no matter who it is. So this is going to be addressed on August 16. I hope this is going to be cleared up amicably, because if not we will have some major issues. Now back to this resolution, we send it to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.
  Mayor Campana thanked the Public Works committee for their support, and once the letter is completed, we will send it to all City Council members.

  Mr. Allison stated we also reviewed this on Tuesday and everything has been covered as far as the financial aspect.  It was a good low bid. 

  Mrs. Katz stated because of the funds that are not coming through, there are less Street that are going to be paved, we have to realize that this is going to be this way for a while and we are all happy with the amount from Penn Dot.  They are savings us $15,000.  There was a discussion as to what they are paving presently.  

  Mr. Allison spoke about the bricks streets and how they all need to have that transition, it’s not just a little bit of paving to keep them in line.  There was a discussion about the streets of Vallmont area and Mr. Grado stated if there is a cut beyond 400 feet, then they are responsible to complete.  Some of the streets, they just did small parts and once we award, our contractor is responsible.  If they say no, it will be up to us to enforce our policy and it will be their responsible.  Mr. Grado will be having discussions with Water Authority.  Mr. Allison stated that the Finance Committee passed this to the full body Council with a positive recommendation.
  Dr. Williamson stated how this contract amount tied into the budget amount given that our Act 13 came in and $50,000 less than in the budget. We are also looking for emergency funds for the fire Department for a breathing apparatus.  The only way for the act 13 funds to be used to be able to pay for the emergency replacement for the air compressor, was if we eliminate the contingency fund, which is to say the money that would help extend the city's ability to tack on with the Water Authority is already repaving to give some flexibility. We have been waiting about six weeks for a plan as to how the administration recommends how we fund this emergency replacement. We still don't have their plan, even though we are passing this resolution this evening, so the contingency funds will probably not be spent until the Spring.  Unfortunately to be able to make this absolutely necessary that we must have this piece of equipment for the fire Department, we need to reduce our flexibility, but when you have something that you need that you have to prioritize. So he asked the administration if we could come up with a better plan than that?  It is not a comfortable thing to have to plan for but it is necessary.

  Mr. Noviello, stated he wanted to mention was over the last several years the public works committee has worked very diligently to maintain a higher level of communication with utility companies. For a long period of time, I think that was working very well. I'm sad to say that it seems to has faltered in the last several months. Particularly when Mr. Columbine referenced paving work that does not seem up to speed and some other contact measures that have been not been satisfied. I would hope the letter that the administration has prepared will help us redoubled those efforts and get that level of communication back. I hate to see all the work that have been done in the years pass fail at this point. The city looks like a piece of Swiss cheese, having holes all over.  He also made comment about the intersection of Walnut Street and High Street, that seems to be sinking more and more. 

  Mr. Grado stated he had a conversation with Water Authority, High St is a State highway and it falls under that, but he does want the contractor to handle that.

  Mr. Noviello asked about the brick work on Fifth Ave.

  Mr. Grado stated we are not doing that, but the water company is responsible for that, and they do have a time limit to do a permanent restoration.  There was a discussion about what could have over the Winter.

  Mr. Cillo, stated he did talk to an employee, and need to know that it has to be restored and they know about it, but he could not give me a time. So we might have to enforce it. I am sure they will do it before the weather changes.

  Mr. Smith stated the brick street money was spent on the Hepburn St.  Mr. Grado answered we did Court St. & Sixth and First St from Walnut to Campbell and we still have work to do on Dubois.  As well as Rural Ave, there are concrete seals we do when you have finished edge on that.  Mr. Smith stated some of these streets won’t hold up to 2019.
  Ms. Miele asked if UGI were to postpone doing the work and more damage is done, are they responsible?

  Mr. Grado stated yes, they are and we will be checking on that, they are still responsible.  They are responsible for about 5 years.

  Mr. Smith stated we should add this to our ordinance and he stated his concerns that you have to know how to put brick streets down, then I am concerned if they bring a person in that doesn’t know how to do it correctly, but we will hold them responsible.

  Dr. Williamson asked if there were any other comments or questions hearing none.

 The resolution was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0.

Resolution #8581
Resolution Authorizing the Execution of a Maintenance Services Agreement Between the Commonwealth of PA, Dept. of Transportation, & the City of Williamsport for the Maintenance of the Sloped Area of Miller’s Run

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Ms. Miele made the motion and Mr. Allison seconded it.

Mr. Cillo stated this is a long-standing agreement going back at least 20 years between Penn Dot and the City of Williamsport.  Basically this is the resolution to authorize us to maintain the Levy portion of Miller's Run which is actually in Loyalsock Township, but Penn Dot pays us to maintain.  We have to go in there and cut approximately 4 times a season. So it is not too overbearing and they pay us to do it. 
This was reviewed by Public Works and Finance Committees.

  Mr. Smith stated this is a long-standing agreement that we have and it goes towards regionalization and we are reimbursed by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and this is part of our Levy which we will be able to observe up in the other issues. This is a standard agreement, and we sent this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.

  Ms. Miele stated Finance passed this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation. Her understanding is that this is the second three years, so this is becoming a standard resolution, and we have to do this every three years, and the payment by the Commonwealth covers our costs.

  Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on the resolution.

The resolution was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0.

Resolution – User Agreement for Bowman Field – Sons of Italy
The City Clerk read the resolution.

Mr. Cillo stated this is another standard request or agreement and the contract is through the Sons of Italy to utilize the exterior of Bowman Field, Sept. 16th, 17th, & 18th.  There is no conflict with the Cross Cutters Mr. Simpson will have ended by then. They did provide a $500 deposit pending approval by City Council. This was reviewed by the Finance Committe.
  Ms. Miele, stated Fnance reviewed this and passed to the full body Council with positive recommendation. Most of the item ends are in place, and permits are in route, and we didn't have any reason to be concerned about this agreement.

Resolution #8583
Resolution to Purchase a SCBA Air Compressor for the Williamsport Bureau of Fire
The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

 Ms. Miele made the motion and Mrs. Katz seconded it.
Chief Heckman stated he has been through four meetings, the first two were between Public Safety  and Finance for more information regarding this system, and then the second two this past week were exhausting meetings trying to figure out the road to follow here.  This is all new territory for him, an emergency purchases and acquisitions.
  Ms. Miele, stated the Finance committee did not actually review this resolution of the paperwork because that was put together yesterday in a bit of a rush. We have spoken to Chief Heckman about this in the past two finance meetings and it was not ready so in the proper time frame. We did quickly reach out to our city solicitor to determine whether or not the information in the points that Chief Heckman have were sufficient for us to put this on the agenda. Chief Heckman has worked with Norm Lubin to construct this resolution. In terms of the cost, we have been budgeting the cost of this in the capital budget for several years, and in that time the compressor has gone down from $70,000-$36,000. It was not an anticipated costs in this budget and has not been budgeted for, and the fire company has not been able to respond to fires because of their breathing apparatus was not working and we clearly figure that this has to be addressed because it was potentially affecting the safety of the City of Williamsport. We do need to determine which area of the budget that this is coming from.  We did initiate the process of this resolution.
  Mr. Smith stated we did review the need for this in Public Safety and then in Public Works. It would almost be funny that sometimes procrastinating long enough to get a lower price, but with Public Safety issues, we really don't want to do this.  The Public Safety Committee has had tours of some of the fire facilities recently, and have looked at some of the apparatus, and discovered lots of needs in the fire company department. There is a definite need for this and our committee is something to be done soon and now is the time. It did not come as a resolution but it is on the record this as a needed item.

  Mrs. Katz asked about the Co-Star price differing from the price we got…

  Mr. J. David Smith, stated Co-Star price is an acceptable form and so is this because it beats the price.

  There was discussion about the proper bidding of Co-Star process and it means the requirements of the City.  

  Dr. Williamson stated that he wishes we would have had an answer of Council's questions as to how we are going to pay for this, and I hope we get that answer sooner or later.  City Council needs that answer as soon as possible, whether or not we actually do that transfer or do we have a whole group of them.

  Mr. Smith stated all, let me understand as if we tonight approve this, how long will this take?,  

  Mr. Pawlak, answered within a week…..

Mr. Smith stated so we have heard for the record that it will be done within a week.  Mr. Smith explained the Co-Star process.  

  Mr. Noviello stated he would hope that this is a bit of a wake-up call for us. He has been asking Chief Heckman for a cursory inventory, and he appreciates that he caught this and it would behoove us to take a good look at much of our city equipment, not only in the fire Department, but in the Police Department, and Streets & Parks to give us an indication of what could be coming in the future.

  Mrs. Katz, stated that is one of things that we have discussed many times with each Department is to take an inventory about their equipment, it is something that should be going on, so we don't get hit with this at this minute.  She asked how long this would take to be here.

  Chief Heckman answered 4 to 6 weeks. 

Mrs. Katz stated that we need to try and see that this doesn't happen again, you know the ages of some of our equipment and that is what is frightening, we do have to find out and plan ahead somehow for this.

  Chief Heckman stated that he is giving it proactive look with my administration, since I have taken over that wasn't there before.

  Mr. Allison asked if we are getting the base package?  Chief Heckman answered it includes  the five year warranty in basic training.

  Mr. Allison commented that some of his duties on his job, he has seen these guys in action and this is a critical component for them to do the job of fighting fire and they can't do the best job unless they are safe. If they are not safe they can not do their best job and the public is not safe. The two critical things you need are water and fresh air for those who were fighting to be able to function.  After going into some of these places, it is hard to breathe when there is not even visual smoke in the air, it is a struggle to keep normal breathing going. It's hard to believe that they can function without that and fight the fire the way they should. That is one of the reasons why we passed this on to Finance without having the funding in place because it is something we have to find.

  Dr. Williamson stated he wanted to thank Finance for doing that and he had first discussions with the chief about six weeks ago and thought that it would be handled appropriately by that time, and it was not and he was a bit surprised and so was finance, they were very sick fries that it was not on the agenda this week because they asked the administration about three weeks ago to have the funding.  All public safety officials are the number one component one doing all the tasks.  We have all gotten used to this government taking longer to accomplish tasks then it should, but something has to happen to speed up decision-making. That didn't happen here and I'm glad this is finally getting here. I am hoping next 5 to 7 weeks are peaceful weeks for our fire department so the delay doesn't cost us in many other ways. Dr. Williamson asked for a vote on the resolution.   
The resolution was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, & Dr. Williamson voted yes. 

Ms. Miele, had a follow up question about the 5 year annual service contract and then stated that not included in this price so we need to budget for this.

Dr. Williamson explained that City Council will be off for the rest of August because of Little League World Series Week.

Dr. Williamson asked for comments from Council.

  Mr. Smith stated we discussed earlier about this apparatus for the Fire Department, and I guess this is been going on for several weeks. Well we have another situation facing public safety which is been going on for months now. That is the security for the Police Department. I can tell you that the Public Safety Committee is becoming a little upset with how these safety issues are being handled.  We found out that obviously we had to have an architect to drawings for this, and it was brought out that there was no money to pay for an architect. Then we were told if the loan was approved that in fact we could use some of those dollars for an architect. So based on that, we presume that it was going to be follow through because Chief Young has had it in place now for months of how to go about doing it. I thought tonight on the second reading, we would do have proposals provided us for at least the architectural work and I was really hoping that we might had that done previously so we could award this. I am here to question tonight, where do we stand with Mr. Visco on receiving a proposal for the work for the security department that everybody has agreed on needs to be done? I'd like someone to answer that question.

  Chief Young answered he just received the Larson Design Group plan today that included the architectural plan for the different scopes of work in relation to City Hall and the fees associated with that from their point. The Mayor just signed it as we sat here tonight. So we are moving forward.

  Mr. Smith asked Chief Young to please bring to the August 16 meeting, the proposal to Public Works. We don't have a Public Safety meeting until next month. And due to the fact that it does involve buildings and the essence of having just completed, he asked Mrs. Frank to make a note for the agenda that day, to help him remember to have Chief Young bring that to Public Works as a resolution so we can look at it and move as fast as possible.  We have all agreed that it needs to be done.

  Dr. Williamson asked Chief Young and Mrs. Frank to also have the financial part proposal discussed at Finance committee as well..

  Mr. Smith stated that would be good because we are all will be in the same time frame.  Ms. Miele stated we will have a Finance meeting at some time on August 16.  Mr. Smith stated here again this is a serious issue, and I just don't understand why we have to go through this, in any event we can try to get something moving with this.
  Mrs. Katz stated on a happier note, she would like to invite everybody to First Friday tomorrow, come and enjoy, and also Williamsport Welcomes the World parade is coming, so some positive things.

  Mr. Allison stated he would like to commend fellow Councilman Henderson for hosting the night out for the city and our police chief and other officers that came, Capt. Miller and the fire department, Chief Heckman was there and others. It was a great time and it was great community is a pretty good crowd of people from all over the city. This is a positive thing too. I think we are getting traction with things that we've been talking about for a while and the community integration with our public safety departments. The other thing I wanted to note that in the community with the passing of Eve Archer, his first grade Art Teacher and she was a wonderful human being, in such a positive person with a positive influence on those around her. She lived a long fruitful life, but we will be for poorer for her passing and she leaves the great legacy behind her in the community..

  Dr. Williamson stated he was not able to participate in the night out, but he wanted to congratulate Chief Young for his being proactive, not only with the night out, but also with the pastors. I think proactive engagement with all of the communities in Williamsport and thinking through the challenges that both our citizens based in their daily lives are ways that we as a community can avoid some of the pit falls that other communities have experience. I'm sure there are many many steps to come, but I wanted to applaud Chief Young.
