Council Vice President Jonathan Williamson brought the Williamsport City Council meeting to order on Thursday, September 10, 2015 at 7:30 PM in City Hall Council Chambers.  The Cooley Studio did not televise the meeting.  The invocation was given by Councilman Randy Allison and was immediately followed by the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

         Approval of the August 29, 2015 City Council Meeting minutes were approved upon the motion of Mr. Noviello and a second of Mrs. Katz  with a roll call of five yes votes.  Mr. Hall was absent, Ms. Miele was absent.
Limited Courtesy of the Floor

There was no courtesy of the floor.
Ordinance Amending Article 117.04 Other Fees, to Increase the Fee for Real Estate Tax Certification(first reading)  Bill # 1653-15
The City Clerk read the ordinance.
Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to adopt the ordinance in first reading.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

  Mr. Grimes stated this is an ordinance to amend some fees. The only fee that we are changing is for real estate tax certification. It was five dollars per tax parcel and we are asking to raise it to $10 per tax parcel. We received about 820 requests per tax search last year and we send out to services for each request which covers the city tax and the school tax. Most commonly the issues for closing on a real estate transaction or to show what taxes are paid. Right now we get a phone call or fax or somebody comes and asked for and we have to research and print out two pieces of paper for them and two pieces of paper for us to keep. Then we take their payment & process the transaction. This takes a lot of time and often when we're busy it takes a lot of our time, paper and printing costs. We are the only ones who still charge five dollars for this of the many municipalities  or counties that I have talked to. And we hand out two, and most hand out one. We are asking to raise that to $10 to cover some of those costs and also with the extra income for that, we would like to put the tax certs on line, with the same credit card processing company we have with our software, and they can merge together and put everything online. A lot of that responsibility will be out of our hands and a lawyer could go online and search the property and put in the relevant information and get the information themselves. Most the lawyers would prefer to do that because they don't have to waste time faxing or calling us. For the processing fees with the credit cards, we would like to absorb those costs because it would encourage those people to go online and do that. We think the cost would be negated by the cost of the staff and paper and everything else.
  Dr. Williamson stated this was reviewed by Finance and just a note with the 800 or so certifications that are done now it means about $4000 a year revenue. This would increase the revenue, and some would increase the cost because we also pay for those processing charges, whatever is left, probably it would not be much of a net increase, but in the end we are providing a better service to the citizens without incurring a lot of costs. The Finance Committee passed this to the full body Council with a positive recommendation.

Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions, hearing none.

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, and Dr. Williamson voted yes.  The ordinance was carried in first reading with five yes roll call votes.  The vote was 5 to 0.  Ms. Miele was absent, Mr. Hall was absent. 
Resolution #8489
Resolution between the County & City for ACT 13 Fund for the East of Market St. Traffic Study

The City Clerk read the resolution.
Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.
  Mr. Grado, this resolution is an agreement, a standard agreement between the City and the County for the County providing Act 13 funds in the amount of $15,000 towards the traffic study that Council awarded to Larson Design.  The amount of that study was $76,330. Also funding as part of that project is River Valley transit, $30,000, Lycoming College has agreed to fund $15,000 and the City will provide $16,330 of our Act 13 funds.  The traffic study will begin to the traffic counts in the beginning of October and should be completed with the report by the end of the year or shortly thereafter. We are working with Penn Dot as part of turning the one-way system from Market Street to Basin Street, to a two-way.  Mark Marowski is here from the County.

  Dr. Williamson stated the Finance Committee reviewed this and during our review we noted our appreciation to the County for all their help and we recognize Mr. Marowski and Megan Lehan and their involvement over the last more than a year in helping us partner to move this process forward along with the college and the development community. In particular on this project, we discussed how thankful we were in two ways, one, this makes this project much more affordable for the city in having three funding partners.  So the funding was useful and we appreciated that in our discussion, but the other part that might be easily missed, and it should not be missed is the symbolic participation that is also very important. In the coming months in the coming years we are going to need to approach the state and we are going to be able to tell them with the fullest disclosure on this particular project that we have partners who have put in their time and their energy and may put their cash because they believe in the project so much. So I would like to thank the Lycoming County’s Planning Department and the Lycoming County Commissioners for all parts of that participation. We did pass this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.
He asked for questions or comments, hearing none.

Resolution Authorizing Release of a Bond for TARM, LLC

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution
Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.
  Mr. Grado, this is Tera Aqua Resource Management, they operate the frat water recycling area Commerce Park Drive in Water Tower Square. They no longer operate that and have vacated the premises. It is been authorized for completion by DEP. They requested the bond that we hold on Commerce Park Drive and Chestnut Street under the agreement we executed about five years ago be release. There is normal wear and tear on Commerce Park Drive and Chestnut Street which actually goes to the parking lot of that facility. It is in good condition in the sense that there were no damages as a result of the trucking that operated there. So we are recommending that Council authorized the release of the bond. This was reviewed by the Finance Committee.

  Dr. Williamson stated at our review, it was a learning process when we first put this in place back in 2010. It turns out that it was an appropriate thing to do even though is unnecessary to protect the taxpayers of the city so it is nice to see this project come to a completion in a way that both work for the city taxpayer and for the company involved. We passed this to the full body of Council with positive recommendation. He asked for comments or questions, hearing none.

Resolution #8491
Resolution Amending the Agreement between the County & MS4 Participants

The City Clerk read the resolution.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to approve the resolution 
Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.

  Mr. Grado stated this is an amendment to an agreement that we have had with the County of Lycoming and 10 other municipalities that are required under the MS4.  We’ve had this group meeting monthly, although last month we have engaged through the County, Lauren Robinson, who is our MS4 coordinator. Then there were the 16 to 18 months, she has done a great job for us. So the 10 municipalities are agreeing over the next two weeks to extend this relationship and fund her position.  We pay about 1/10 of the cost of those costs related to the MS4 which is roughly about $7400 annually for us. So that will be in our budget for 2016. We paid a little bit more last year because of the Chesapeake Bay pollution reduction plan. Which we did participate in that because it is a requirement for the first year. So the term will go through our permit, which is a five-year permit which is 2019. We do have the ability to get out of this upon notice, we don’t anticipate that to occur but that is one of the terms that is within that area. So basically we are recommending approval, this was reviewed by the Public Works committee and Megan Lehman is here representing the County.

  Mr. Smith, stated this resolution came before us on Tuesday of this week and we did go over the resolution and were presented with the information concerning this extension on this agreement, which the Public Works committee is very happy to be able to recommend extending this agreement. Again, this is another situation where we have collaboration between many entities, not only the County, but for 10 municipalities that are involved. The great part of this is we are splitting the cost by 10 different municipalities which really reduces the costs to an affordable amount for each municipality involved. We talked about if we had to go out and do this on our own, how much money we would have to be paying, finding that employee and paying fringe benefits and other office costs to be able to have that employee on staff. So we feel, again when you work with several different entities it really pays off in everyone having savings. We are very appreciative of the County and also Megan Lehman who was invited to come and tell us more, and our meeting started at 12 o’clock and we finished around 130. It was because of the fact that we really got into asking numerous questions and we had a great discussion on how we are going to go forward with this project, and what we could be looking at in the near future and also what we could be looking at long-term. There were a lot of ideas that were discussed there and a lot of things were presented. I felt that after we left the meeting, it was a very good educational process that was discussed in the meeting. Also, last night at the Brandon Park commission meeting, Megan was also there and she gave a very good ideas about the discussion, a fact-finding mission, she brought up many good ideas. There was discussion about taking the two ballfields and removing them and which would be good for the neighbors, while that was in discussion I was thinking the same thing. That will give a great area for their rain garden type of MS4 participation, but yet the land still could be used for something else.  It doesn’t mean that nothing else could be done there but that could be a part of it. That interests me very much when you brought that out when they were talking about the amount of water that is located there. So these different meanings that we have and discussions, you always come away with more and more information which really makes the decision process a whole lot easier as time goes on. He stated he appreciates the information that was brought out last night and how it tied in so well with our meeting the other day. These are going to be requirements, as I have spoken in the past, when you look at the whole big picture there will be a lot of advantages to this. When you go into something new, you always ask how much is this going to cost, and again with a different entities, there could be possible grants that could be out there. When you look at the end result I think it’s going to be great. And some of the things that we felt were going to be major obstacles, we find out that maybe they won’t be so major.  So there’s a lot of positive things coming this. I personally looked at this and would be a positive in the end. We really appreciate all the help that the County has given us, and Mark we really appreciate what you’ve done to. We sent this to the full body Council with a positive recommendation.
  Mrs. Katz stated I will reiterate what Councilman Smith said, it has been a wealth of information and I know it’s your passion when doing this work.  Also, John, as we said before, thank you for everything that you’ve done in the city and you have given us so much of a heads up and a head start because you have been working on this for so many years at this point. You have given us so much knowledge and the knowledge you have is incredible and we do learn a lot. I know we all share that knowledge with everybody because we are all into the green and the green is also going to save us money in the long run. So this is what we are all working towards, so thank you very much and thank you to the County for all your work because it is a lot of work with you are all doing.

  Mr. Noviello stated, what we are actually seeing is a mutual admiration society with the counties and the number of counties that are involved in this. Any time you can get an alliance like that put together, in business and all of us. So it is a great future with respect to what might develop later.  Also the complexity of the MS4 is probably second and only to the complexity of the Levy system concerns as well. I have been very grateful because I have mentioned before the degree of this complexity and language issues that always seem to pop up and Megan always has a way to try to calm us down and straighten everything out. She seems to always have her finger on the pulse of this and I’ve always been grateful for that because it is new material for some of us. Again, the language has a strange sort of nuance that we have to get accustomed to and she has been able to sort of ease our minds and get this in the process much more easier than might have been done otherwise. So I thank her again, and I thank the County for extending her services to us in the long run.
  Mr. Allison stated just two thoughts that ties in with everybody else.  The cooperation is going to be really important going forward in the future as Dr. Williamson mentioned. We can’t look for help sometimes at other levels of government anymore so it is going to be incumbent upon the municipalities here to come together and find regional solutions. I really think that is kind of the way things should be especially in the 21st century, some of the old models are worn out and don’t really address things. For instance, whoever thought about storm water before? It is never been an issue so besides the Chesapeake Bay initiative, it is a good thing to look at as a community because why treat storm water the same as it with water, that does not make sense. It is good for us to sort these things out, the compression of time that is put upon this is a problem, but this addresses some of it. The other thing is since this has been formed, we have seen where the people that are overseeing this, worked very favorably upon having this kind of organization and leadership in overseeing. They probably appreciate dealing with a group rather than a bunch of individual communities. That is another good thing that has come out of this. Again, like everyone else, I am very grateful and thankful for the relationship we have with Lycoming County.
  Dr. Williamson stated just one more thought, first I agree with what my colleagues had to say. Sometimes we sit up here, and the regionalization is the solution that will save much time, but how do we get there? It seems impossible to get everyone on the same page to accomplish what we see are obvious path to solving some of our problems. I think we can begin to look at our successes, we have cooperated together with our form of local government as the region to come up with a solution that makes us all better off and when we can do that and we can see that that is possible and doable, then we should pursue it. The more often we have successes, the easier the next leap the faith will make it easier to accomplish. He asked for a vote on the resolution.

  Mr. Grimes stated this is for the property at 823 Hepburn ST.  this apartment building had a fire on February 14, because of the fire, the assessed value was changed from $195,000-$42,510. They have paid their real estate taxes in full, so what we need to do is adjust their bill to reflect two months at the full value and 10 months at their lower assessed value because of the fire. When you do that their total bill that they should pay comes out $837.41, so the difference that we need to refund them is $1566.63.

Mr. Smith asked Mr. Gerardi where the property is near and he answered at confusion corner, and his voice was inaudible.  Mr. Smith asked wasn't that repaired?  Mr. Gerardi answered, no not completely.

  Mr. Noviello asked when it is repaired, will we have the opportunity to go back and reassess it?

Mr. Grimes answered yes, when it is repaired, the codes office will come and let me know and we will reassess it again.
Dr. Williamson ask for a vote on the resolution.

Demolition 508 5th Avenue – Pennsylvania College of Technology

Mr. Gerardi stated, this is a request for demolition for the structure located at 508 Fifth Avenue.  It is in the R3 Zoning district… the structure was a bar/restaurant and is currently vacant. A land development plan would be required prior to any construction. All zoning requirements will be addressed prior to that land development. Grass will need to be planted if the permit is not issued in three months. We do have representation here from Penn College. Penn College bought the property, there has been some issues in this particular neighborhood with the building, they wanted to cut down on crime, so the purpose of buying it with potential use of the land, but at this point they don't know exactly what they wanted to with it. But they have purchased it and they want to demolish it. We do have representation there if you have any questions of me or them.
Dr. Williamson asked for a motion on the demolition.

Mr. Smith made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

  Mr. Noviello asked if this going to a grass field at a certain point?

Mr. Gerardi answered yes, if they do not come in and apply for a permit, they will be required to seed it and 

straw it

  Mr. Noviello stated he will be abstaining from this.

  Mr. Smith stated I think the city should thank Penn College for tearing this place down. It doesn't look that big from the outside, but the inside of it, I am now hearing today, that the inside is an absolute disaster, from the fact on people who went in it.  You have to take a shower when you come out. And we know what has been going on in that property for how long and how many times did the police Department have to go there. I commend the college for purchasing that and getting that eye sore and menace.  They are doing us a favor by tearing it down.

  Mr. Allison stated he wanted to also thank them, that was his thoughts as well. He has had the displeasure of being inside that facility for the company that he works for, utility to have to do things, and I am going back a few decades, it has never been nice. It is always been a blight. We really should have had a cake here tonight to celebrate this being demolished. This demolition is one that is a really happy occasion.

  Dr. Williamson made a correction on the agenda because it's stated 509, and it should say 508.

Mr. Gerardi stated, the property has four addresses, 508, 510, 512, and 514. None of those are an odd number.

  Dr. Williamson asked about the property adjacent to that, that was part of the railroad right away and purchased from the City by a developer, who developed part of the property with the idea that there will be future phases of that development occurring. Do we have any knowledge about what plans are in place, or do we have any knowledge of the city's, with that contract is like in terms of returning that back for city control. The reason why I'm asking that now, is between that development, in addition to the Penn College own property, as well as the property to the west of that property, we might have some opportunities in the coming years to do some interesting things.  So if we haven't thought much about the relationship between the city and that developer in a while, maybe it is time to do so because we might have another college partner to deal with in that neighborhood.
  Mr. Grado answered, the vacant parcels were made up of 17 subdivided parcels, the first five is still owned by the city, so we can control that, the nicely mowed one.  The other one was conveyed by Yoder, so that is the hands of a private developer. We don't have any control over that.

  Dr. Williamson asked, May I suggest then, at some point the administration and representatives from Council sit down with Penn College and reach out to the developer and any other landowner of which we know, and put our heads together and initiate a process for thinking through what might we all benefit from both as a city as a whole, but that neighborhood and those property owners.  We could solve the problem as well as benefit, and do something with some underdevelopment property in the city.

He then asked for a vote on the demolition.

Mr. Noviello abstained, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.  The demolition was carried with four yes roll call votes.  The vote was 4 to 0.  Ms. Miele was absent, Mr. Hall was absent.

Dr. Williamson asked if there were any comments or questions from members of Council, hearing none. He asked for any comments from the administration, hearing none. He then asked for comments or questions from the general public.

Marsella Desanto, I bought the mansion in the hood at 507 Louisa St. I like to call it that. My concern is, and I had a meeting with the Mayor, the Mayor wasn’t there, so I met with Mr. Foresman. The concern is the 400 block of Louisa Street will and how bad it has become. I have been there a little over a year now and there has been numerous shootings, the last one that the person that was shot in the stomach was very close to my home. We have complained as a neighbor and my other neighbors here as well, she has small children, fortunately I don't as well, she was very close to it. We show concern that something to be done. Because somebody is going to be killed. And it may be one of those little kids. My other concern all is the 700 block of Cherry Street which I call Codes, every week, because it is pretty much all slumlords down through there. There was an incident that happened yesterday, that I went to court because pit bulls being outside and deplorable conditions, and Codes actually went in and said that the house was deplorable. My concern is, Bonnie has been to my house, she knows what it looks like, other people have been to my house concerned, because I want things to be cleaned up. And I know that is not going to happen overnight. I am going to give it five years, if it is not cleaned up in five years, I will put my house on the market. I know I don't want to do that because I love it there, but the city has to show that they care. They brought me in here, like I said I call it the mansion on the hood, it is a beautiful home. It is in the middle of other homes that need to be cleaned up, my direct block is fine, it is the block behind us. So I would just like for something to be done about that. I don't know if I'm allowed to say what my neighbor asked me to say, he had to go out of town for a funeral. He told me to give them hell. He said two years ago, police investigated the house up the street with the taxpayers money and this is what we get. He said don't do your job, go home, or do your job instead of taken a rest. He said close the house down, he said dammit, something has to happen before somebody gets shot. He actually witness the shooting the other night, I guess it was last Tuesday while he was sitting on his front porch and he lives next door to me. I don't know how I didn't hear, I was in the kitchen, I must've dropped pots and pans, but I never heard a thing. And I hear everything. So, like I said, it is my concern on that something be done, and get these slumlords, something has to be done, it's just not right. We are trying to make the city better and they close them down for a very short time and then all of a sudden, I've been there a little over a year, and the house behind me which is a double, there has been five tenants in the house. It is disgusting. That is all I have to say.

  Cassandra Kayle, 801 Center St. At the incident with the shooting, my 11-year-old son was outside at that time, I told him to duck down, stay down until it was over with. He ducked by the bushes, and up the street, it is sad when you have little kids, my youngest is 11 months old, and I have four altogether. I mean it is all the time. There are drive-by shootings, selling drugs on my house, the side of my house, go in the backyard, and they sell drugs, I can’t have it with the little ones running around.  There are over 50 some kids around the neighborhood so you have to watch these young kids running around who could almost get shot.  You don't want to get a call at your job in saying that somebody is killed. I don't want it to come to that. It is scary, every night it is scary, I can't even let them outside at night to play. I have to say no you can't go outside because of the neighborhood. That is all I have to say, I just want something to be cleaned up, I want the drugs off my block.  I did not grow up doing drugs, I grew up as a country girl, and we knew to respect, yes ma'am, no ma'am and all that. Kids now, there is no respect, all they want to do is drugs and shoot one another.  That is all I have to say. 

  Dr. Williamson stated thank you for both of your comments, and since it is your first time here, we generally don't respond within the context of the meeting, so we are not ignoring you, there will be discussions amongst us based on your comments. I just wanted to pass that on, is not a give-and-take in this part of the meeting.

  Scott Miller 822 Tucker St. Cross Cutters are in the playoffs, because of the rain last night West Virginia, it was postponed for here, but I look forward to seeing you all at their playoff games tomorrow and Saturday. I saw a commercial on TV, web.com, it makes websites for free and if you don't like it after 30 days, you pay a small fee, I bet they could create our website for free in return for them saying we do Williamsport site, I thought I'd mention that instead of spending thousands of dollars for websites that don't work.  It is come to my attention that the contractors working in the city on the streets and utilities had not pulled their proper permits. It is my understanding, you don't pull a permit in time, the permit fee doubles as a penalty for not adhering to the order of things. The last thing I wanted to, I brought pictures, and I have them blown up so you can see them a little bit better. For six years I have come to the city Council about this, it is a good five or six below, when is the city going to fix it? Two years I have complained about this dead tree on Washington Boulevard, codes can fine me in an alleyway trying to fix my garage roof, but they can't see a dead tree on the major thorough way there.  We will reroute our street codes so they don't look like checkerboard, you mean like this street? I double checked tonight, still to make sure the winter damage from potholes, freeze and thaw are in effect on the local street. It has not been fixed right.  Can I be late five or six month, and still get the discount on my taxes?  This street was supposed to be repaved, I got 2 inches of clearance in my car and that's with absolutely nobody in it. This picture doesn't really show the belly of that same street. Now I wonder what is the liability to the city and to the taxpayers when the government does not do its due diligence and its duties. Thank you.
