Council President Bill Hall brought the Williamsport City Council meeting to order on Thursday, October 22, 2015 at 7:30 PM in City Hall Council Chambers.  The Cooley Studio did televise the meeting.  The invocation was given by Councilman Jonathan Williamson and was immediately followed by the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

         Approval of the October 8, 2015 City Council Meeting minutes were approved upon the motion of Mr. Allison and a second of Mrs. Katz with a roll call of seven yes votes. The vote was 7 to 0.

Scott Miller, 822 Tucker St     
Mr. Miller addressed Council.  Mr. Hall, I saw you on the news this past week and I noted:  You lose one election and all of a sudden you’re just “another councilman”.  Not “Council President” or “Councilman Hall.”  But in any case you spoke to the staffing of our police dept.  Myself, I have long been in favor of more police.  Two years ago Mayor Campana said he would budget for 56 officers but didn’t.  Now he says he wants more police again.  We will see at budget time, won’t we?  
Now to the reason I came tonight though.  Community Development Block Grant monies and “lists” of what is to be done with said monies.  Back when Mary Wolf was Mayor, three of the five blocks of Tucker St. were reconstructed with CDBG money and at that time I was told the last two blocks were “on the list” to be reconstructed with CDBG money.  Two years ago Wilson St. was “on the list” and it wasn’t reconstructed either.

Let me back up a bit so everyone understands why I am talking about these “lists” of projects to be done with or without CDBG money.  At the last Council meeting while I was speaking, Mayor Campana handed out a memorandum which I thought was rude and disrespectful to do while I was speaking.  Anyhow, the memorandum addressed a single pothole on South Alley.  A pothole and street I never mentioned.  While ignoring the crater and torn up street I did mention on Meade St.  Here let me open my diagram.  That’s the street the alley is behind.  As I previously mentioned earlier this year the Mayor said when the asphalt plant opened, the potholes would be repaired.  I assumed that meant citizens didn’t need to call them all in.  Apparently I was wrong.  Now the notes on the envelope of the photos, I provided to you says Meade St is “on the list” to be repaired.  Please look at the envelope I gave you and state if that is what is says.  “On the list”.  I highlighted it for your convenience and I want it noted in the official record of the Council minutes.  Now I don’t know if Meade St is a qualifying CDBG neighborhood or not.

But last year, so was Army Lane, shown on my diagram.  And we can see how that turned out.  Once again, two years ago Wilson St. on a “list” too and that was never resurfaced either.  Are you all picking up on my theme yet?  Further the memorandum says that Almond St. south of Wyoming St has been checked and repairs made as appropriate. Huh, what about Almond and Menne Alley, shown in this photo?  Nope!

And as you can see I took the time to go around town taking pictures of other potholes, etc.  I’d name them, but I don’t have enough time and I didn’t have enough film to photo all of the potholes Williamsport has.  Many of them in qualifying CDBG neighborhoods some not.  Included in my diagram are other deficiencies too.  The collapsing storm drain that I reported 5 years ago and the City put a “Chesapeake Drainage” plaque on but did not put in “on the list” to be repaired.  Hugh?  The dead trees in Brandon Park, that should come down before someone gets hurt.  Are they “on the list”?  Ah, who cares that’s what insurance is for, isn’t it?  I mean just because little kids get their pony rides under those trees, please…they don’t vote or pay taxes.

Lastly I included pictures of the vandalism in Young’s Woods Park.  Which had a new playground equipment installed using some CDBG money too.  And when it was my wife noticed that no benches faced this new equipment.  We thought it would be nice for parents to be able to watch their children play and so we bought a bench for the park as a bench was NOT “on the list”.  Just look at the damaged bench my wife and I bought for the city and the graffiti where the kids show the four letter words they can spell.  Why do I include them you ask?  Because I want to point out how I have spend my time fighting City Hall to fix potholes and other crap instead of spending my time better; fighting crime in Williamsport.  

Once again, I am “officially notifying the City of deficiencies: and expect them to be addressed in a timely manner.  By the way, here is my FOIA wanting to know what legally constitutes timely manner for repairs in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

Oh and don’t give me that crap about going to City Council work committee meetings.  Citizens are not guaranteed to be heard at them.  I do have better things to do with my life then to sit here for hours and not be able to voice my concerns and/or get answers to reasonable questions.  And I want the answers to be in the official records because then there is no denying you said it:  “Officially.”

Oh, and by the way, if my wife is watching, painting the living room and renovating our kitchen is “on the list.”

Mayor Campana stated just to be brief and to clarify a couple of things, during this meeting, Mr. Grado will be addressing streets that you have talked about and actually couple of the streets are going to be paved next week. And all the citizens have to do, is call my office, I'm very approachable, or call Mr. Grado, he'd love to address some of those concerns. The agenda right now is to speak about the candidate for the Recreation Commission. His name is Mr. Sean Walker. I have known Sean for many years and he comes from a wonderful family, he was an athlete at the Williamsport Area High School. He was a finalist in track and field and he is a resident of the city all his life and he has been involved in recreation for such a long time. He is a member of First Church and I'm sure he will add another positive perspective on the Recreation Commission. Thank you    
Mr. Hall said thank you, Mayor Campana. He asked for a motion to approve the appointment.

Mr. Noviello made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.

Mr. Hall asked for questions or comments.

Mrs. Katz stated she would like to welcome him to the Recreation Commission. She stated that she is the Council rep for the Recreation Commission and Don Noviello is the alternate. She stated she looks forward to working with him.

Mr. Allison thanked Mr. Walker for serving the City, we need as many volunteers as involved as we can get, that are conscientious and will do the job.

Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the appointment.

The appointment was approved with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. 

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall voted yes.

Mr. Hall thanked Mr. Walker and told him he hopes he has an enjoyable term on the Recreation Commission.

The City Clerk, Janice Frank, swore Mr. Walker in to the commission.  Mr. Walker took the oath.

Mrs. Katz told Mr. Walker that there is a Recreation Meeting on Monday at 4:00 PM.

Mr. Hall changed the order of the agenda.  He stated number 7 on the agenda will be withdrawn.


Certificate of Appropriateness – 320 Elmira Street

  Mr. Gerardi stated this is a request to erect two wall-mounted signs. The first sign is the liberty arena sign which is 8 feet tall by 5 foot wide and made from channel letters and the other sign is Fly World which is 13 feet tall by 18 foot wide. There is LED lighting internally illuminating and it will be on Elmira Street , and the Fly World will be facing Hepburn Street.  There are pictures attached and there is a representative here. This was approved by the Planning Commission on Monday.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve this certificate. 

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.
  Mr. Hall asked if there were questions.

  Ms. Miele initially her impression was that this facility we were going to initially enter it by the parking lot that faces Hepburn Street. I take it is no longer the case, and they are going to function as two separate developments?

  Mr. Gerardi answered that is correct, but you can still go from development to development without going outside the facility. I think it has some to do with Fly World needs to have their entrance by their contract.

  Ms. Miele so is Fly World is leasing space from the owner of the development?  

  Mr. Gerardi answered yes, and stated it would be the same thing as a strip mall when you had 10 buildings and it is all under one builder ship.  

  Ms. Miele asked so are the people who are running the liberty arena, the owners of parcel or also a tenant?
  Mr. Gerardi stated they are all under one parcel and I believe that the developer does own both.

Mr. Hall asked for other questions or comments on the certificate.

The certificate was approved with six yes roll call votes.  The vote was 6 to 1.  Ms. Miele voted no.

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted No, Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall voted yes.

Certificate of Appropriateness – 210 William Street
  Mr. Gerardi stated this is from Danko Holding.  They are requesting to construct a new entrance which would be 8' x 8' and a new door with a decorative enclosure. There are photos and elevation renderings, it was reviewed by the Planning Commission.  He explained the dumpster that had to be moved and relocated.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion.

Mrs. Katz made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.

  Dr. Williamson stated looking at the second elevation, what you are saying is that the dumpster will be on the South elevation.

  Mr. Gerardi answered yes and showed on the attachments.

  Ms. Miele stated what we are talking about is an enclosed entrance, does the vinyl fencing meet our standards?

  Mr. Noviello asked about the existing floor plan and stated it was going to go from 1200 ft.² to 1400 ft.².

  Mr. Allison asked about the available parking space .

  Mr. Gerardi stated he does mean the requirements in all areas.
  Mrs. Katz asked what kind of restaurant it is.

  Mr. Gerardi stated it will be an oriental restaurant, but used mostly for take outs, there will be a seating capacity for about 20 people. It will not be a large facility.

Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the certificate.
The certificate was approved with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0.

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes,  Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall voted yes.

Bill # 1654-15
Ordinance Forty Second Year (2016) Community Development Block Grant (first reading)
The City Clerk read the ordinance.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to adopt the ordinance in first reading.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.
  Mr. Grado stated this is our annual Community Development Block Grant budget and Home Program as was identified in the ordinance.  He went over the amounts.  We are using last year's budget and expenses because we have not received an official allocation. Typically, we don't get it until April of next year so our action plan which is advertised and we have the public needs assessment and public hearing is based on these funds. If we receive less funds we indicated to HUD that that would be removed or adjusted as far as the street paving program. As in the past most of our community development funding is public facilities and improvements, they include the street reconstruction project in the amount of $343,379, removing architectural barriers for $50,000. The new project this year is the Brandon Park improvements. That is $125,000. There is also the public facilities program delivery costs associated with that. We have identified four streets to be included as part of the 2016 project, that is W. 3rd St. from Park Street to Maynard, that particular street we are tying in with the Pathway to Health with this street we do when the time and the one we recently did in front of Penn College just E. Of Greer St. to Park St. The other two are Elizabeth St. and Mulberry St to Brandon Place and     Washington Boulevard to Eldred St.  They are tied in to Brandon Park.  They have been award to HRI.  Also the street Mr. Miller mentioned, Meade St will be done in the 2015 project, that work should be done this year. It is late in the season but we still feel we are going to complete 40% of the streets that we had awarded contracts for this year. And the balance of the streets will be done early in 2016. So in June we will have completed the $80,000 worth of streets.  Wilson St should be done this year as well as Grove St. Commons, the senior house project, should be completed this year.  Under public facilities, just to point out the Brandon Park project, our intent is to apply for grant funds for Brandon Park, under the 2010 census that area became eligible for Community Block Grant fund money. So we can address needs in Brandon Park. We are working with the recreation and the Brandon Park commission. I think the grant period opens from Jan through April and we will apply for the grant for about $250,000. We will still be coming back to city Council with the resolution to authorize this. This represents half of the local match.  The tennis courts need work and the lighting and bathhouse.  We have had one public meeting so far and we are working with the County.  Megan Lehman has offered to do a survey.  
Another section in the community development budget is public services.. We have received three applications.  They are the Lycoming County SPCA, CAPPA, YWCA and Fire Tree Place.  We actually funded all four of those activities.  They put together an explanation of what they wanted and what was provided for. He spoke about the SPCA program and CAPPA received $3,250 for their after school program, the YWCA is providing backpacks for the homeless and Fire Tree Place is new and that program is an after school program.  We don’t have a great deal of funds, but we do provide something.  They were all present at the Finance meeting.  He spoke about the housing rehab programs.  He spoke about Code enforcement and increase in Blight to help eliminate blighted properties.   This was reviewed at the Finance Committee.
  Dr. Williamson stated in terms of street repaving we are trying to extend those dollars and in concentrated areas and as we all know that this is not the limit of what we do for street repaving. On the issue of Brandon Park, there was a master planning done in the neighborhood parks but not specifically connected to Brandon and so it's now time for it to receive attention. The neighborhoods have gotten together to discuss possibilities and no decisions were made nor could they be made until there is a grant. The money will not be available until next summer. The key then is getting a lot of public involvement in making sure we have addressed all needs. This is our main Park and this should be addressed, I think we are at the very beginning of the process.  In Public Service we have a limited amount of money and it is nice to support local groups, and see that we had a larger group of applicants. The challenge that that creates by broadening the organizations, we are not always able to fund at the level that we would like to. In particular we heard about the challenges that CAPPA faces and we aren’t able to support all the needs.   We should continue to always have these conversations about how to increase partnerships. The more we discussed those things the more meaningful communications that we have and the more ideas we will have to maximize the value of these dollars. The main thing we spent most part time on is the wording, when it says rehabilitation administration, what it really means is program delivery of administering beneficiaries access to these programs.  We passed this to the full body of Council with positive recommendation.
  Mr. Noviello, I want to thank Dr. Williamson and the Finance committee for that bit of a bump up to the SPCA.  They certainly do provide a service with something that we have not been able to provide. And I think it's wonderful to give them a little bit more of a bump up and let them know we appreciate their services. For the sake of our viewing audience, Mr. Grado are you able to give us an update with the UGI and paving of the streets?

  Mr. Grado answered, we met with the Public Works Committee and UGI with issues related to the main work that they are doing, they have agreed to have our contractor do the milling and the surface and the final coating for that final asphalt.  We are still working to get them in there to do the final base restoration which they had indicated as they can complete before our contractor this year. That is our objective right now. By this week Penn Dot will finish Market St.  We are giving an extension and we are anticipating by mid-November that the streets would get we re-surfaced and we will get reimbursed.

  Mr. Allison stated, one thing we spent a fair amount of time on this securing the pools and we need to come up with a plan and have a discussion about.  The public services that we are funding, three of the four we are funding at the request that they asked for.  I think we are doing a good job and just so that everybody is aware, the way dollars are today, there is a low bar of what we can provide for.

  Mayor Campana stated to respond to the concerns about the swimming pools, at our staff meeting we talked about looking at seeing if we can do this in-house with our Streets and Parks Department and we could save a lot of money.  So Mr. Wright and Mr. Grado are going to tally some numbers and if it is appropriate that we will do it ourselves. 

  Dr. Williamson thanked him for following up on that and all of our concerns is to make sure that anyone who is climbing a fence might be safe even then. We can get those concerns taking care of the sooner than possible, that would be fantastic.

  Mr. Smith asked in regarding the CAPPA funds, have all those funds been drawn down from last year?

  Mr. Grado answered, they were paid, I think it was $10,000 that we allocated for last year for the afterschool program. They did not get authorized until August but it was for a program that was retroactive and they did provide all the necessary documentation to draw down $10,000 that we had allocated for 2015. When we got the release of funds in August, they were waiting for those funds to reimburse them for their activities. They did show the proper documentation for that.
  Mr. Smith stated the one comment I would like to make is the amount of money that's allocated for blighted property, this past Tuesday we had a meeting of the blighted property committee and we were given some statistics that are very noteworthy.  When Mr. Gerardi took over, there were 44 properties on the blighted list, shortly after they took over it went from 44 to 181.  As of October 20, there are 18 property listed on the blighted property list. I think that is noteworthy to note that some of the funding that is placed in there is being used to take care of blighted property and also we have the Codes and the Fire Department reports as to the status of buildings that have been burned. We are looking forward to each one of the meetings to have the Fire Department in this those statistics and information. On the whole, I think we've done very good. We are down to one page. So it just shows that money that we put into blighted property and the money that we put into Codes and the Fire Department has certainly paid off.
  Ms. Miele stated she wanted to follow-up on filling in the pools, I am assuming that it is high on our list to figure out some way that we can use those resources so we are not obviously demolishing it to try to rebuild it again in a couple years. We have to think about what we're doing and what uses we could have for some of those structures.

  Mr. Grado answered the intent with the pools, we do want to kind of an adaptive reuse of Brandon Park pool, the wading pool, it is only 4 foot deep at the deepest. East End for has a 12 foot section and the intent there, a master plan showed the new pool, and you know this master plans don't work out. So that is the one that we would concentrate on, and as the mayor indicated we are looking at city forces to at least demolish it. Basically you are cracking the base to ensure that no water can accumulate there and we need to fill material to have appropriate clean fill.  If we were going to put a building there you should probably cut a four foot below grade so you would not have to put in a new section.  At Brandon, we could fill that and leave almost a curbing.  That happened in the late 60’s.  There has been talk of a garden there, and using that material and that won't be until 2017 that we would realize these improvements if we would get the grant. 

  Ms. Miele stated we have two fenced in areas and two bath houses, but it would be a shame to take those down…. I get a lot of requests for dog park in the City.

  Mr. Grado stated we are looking at things with Brandon Park because there is the nature plane, and people from the Greenway partnership, we are looking at those in coming up with some ideas as we go through the public process. Coming back to City Council at the next meeting, we are going after a grant with the humanity Council. The Greenway partnership would go out to the neighborhoods and community around and do all the leg work.  They will go out to the neighborhoods surrounding the central business district and involving the neighbors to see what they would like to see in their neighborhoods. It is more about public participation in public involvement in all aspects of their lifestyle and the city. There will be a presentation at the next Council meeting, and we need the resolution to get that grant. That also involves the Brandon Park neighborhood, the Park Avenue neighborhood and also the E. 3rd St., Gateway because it surrounds that. So we are really looking at those residential neighborhoods in getting out into the community more. I think there is going to be a lot of involvement.  
  Mr. Hall stated in Lancaster County, they've built lots and lots of developments parking lots and they called it the farmland preservation program. We figured in hundred years from now when they rip out the parking lots you will have a lot of fresh farmland.  He asked if there were any other questions, hearing none.

The ordinance was approved on first reading with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0.

Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Ms. Miele voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall voted yes.

Mrs. Katz stated we do have a following in Brandon Park on October 29, Halloween Spook-ta-cular.  We will be giving away goodie bags and we will also be doing a pumpkin patch and all sorts of fun things for the kids.  So it will be in Brandon Park from 6 to 8.
Mr. Hall asked if there was anyone else who would like to speak.

  Mr. Jim Dunn, Armstrong Township Supervisor, County Commissioner candidate for Lycoming County Commissioner, I'm sure you have all heard me talk about bridges quite a bit. We have 58 structurally deficient bridges and Lycoming County. Just 25%, and it is the highest percentage in the nation. We can fix them at the bridge building program in 5 to 7 years. The bridge, that I'm here tonight to talk about is the one in Armstrong Township. T 34 is the official name. What is more important to it is within this bridge, an embankment on the corner of  Mosquito Valley Road.  There are several water lines, including the finish line the city and several raw water lines for the city. As supervisor I've worked with a number of different County representatives over the years, trying to get this bridge and embankment fixed.  It is number one on the bridge replacement program and Lycoming County. But it is also the number one for 10 years which tells you how well the bridge replacement program in Lycoming County is working. We have recently applied for grant, I have applied for several over the years, looked at nearly every option from hazard mitigation to the bridge program any type of grant we could find to replace this. We got a letter of support from Sen. you all and I'm hoping some political strings will help there. What is significant about this bridge is that the condition from what we started this 10 years ago till now has really become serious. I would rather not elaborate too much on it tonight but I would like to invite anybody to come with me to come take a look at it. Hopefully we will be successful at this grant, but if we are not, I'm just to have a meeting with the council and see what we need to do going forward. Maybe there are some ideas we can get from Council that I have not come up with. But it is our most critical piece of infrastructure in our County.
  Mr. Hall asked and again, its relation to the City?

  Mr. Dunn answered all of your water is there, there is one access to the cities plant, it is this road and all of your water, get their water from the air from this finish water line from this embankment that is cave-in in. I would be happy to take anybody there to show you and I wanted to give you an update. I'm sure you've been aware of this over the years. I just want to give you enough data that we have a grant that hopefully will be successful here and the invitation to come look at it, I would be happy to give you a better detail.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to adjourn.
