The Cooley Studio did televise the meeting.  The invocation was given by Councilman Skip Smith and was immediately followed by the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

  Approval of the Williamsport City Council minutes of November 22, 2016 were approved upon a motion from Mr. Noviello and a second from Ms. Miele.   All were in favor.  The vote was 7 to 0.

Bill # 1688-16
Ordinance Adopting Various Operating Budgets for the City of Williamsport Including the General Fund, Utility Fund, WBT Capital Projects, Capital Projects Fund, Liquid Fuels Fund, City Hall Operating Fund, WBT Planning, Unemployment Compensation Fund, Debt Service Fund, Trade & Transit Center, Act 13 Fund, & Pool Repairs Capital Fund (first reading)
The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to adopt the ordinance in first reading.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

   Mr. Nichols stated this ordinance is on first reading and it is about 12 different operating budgets in the City of Williamsport, and makes different appropriations for the calendar year 2017. As you know each budget was reviewed by line item in the review sessions that were held earlier this week and tonight you received a memo from the Finance department with the responses to various questions that were raised during the deliverance. With that said the administration is asking for your approval of the ordinance before you, and I wish you a happy holidays and good night.
  Dr. Williamson stated hopefully everyone will have a chance to put through with what we received from the memo and we will rip out page 7 of RVT and replace it.  Bullet number two states there is a no return policy for the water feature, number three indicates there is a cost for Young’s Woods electricity, trash removal costs increase because of some additional receptacles we have added to our development. On page 4 is some of the adjustments we had to make receiving the RCAP grant after the budget was put together. In particular there were two parts, one the 2016 actual adjustment, to be reflected with actually spent this year and the RCAP proposal needs to be adjusted for what we actually have been granted.  It is nice to see the Levee funds have been added, there is some insurance about a chemical position for the pool, some HR and some recommendations. First we are going to get some housekeeping measures out of the way. There are four amendments he wanted to make.  He stated rules are if we want to increase that line item requires five votes and four votes to decrease.   
Dr. Williamson made a motion to increase line 410842 Mercantile tax and add $75,000   Mr. Noviello seconded it.
Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Dr. Williamson stated the next one involves what has been in the newspaper this week about the County supporting us in the Spillman System.

Dr. Williamson made a motion that on page six increase 46909 Act 13 Funds to $100,000  Mrs. Katz seconded it.

Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

   Dr. Williamson stated the next amendment is concerning the Williamsport Parking contribution because of the uncertainly. 
Dr. Williamson made the motion to reduce line item 46909 by $50,000, reducing it to 25,000.

Ms. Miele seconded it.
Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Dr. Williamson stated the final memo will be on page 9 as he explained the future retirement of Mr. John Grado.  The budget as proposed is his intention to retire in June and the budget includes a replacement of in house, Stephanie Young will be the head of Economic Development.  He stated he wanted this set aside some of the money to help her along.
Dr. Williamson made a motion to increase line item 79540, legislative contingency by $40,000.

Ms. Miele seconded the motion.
Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Council members expressed their thanks to Mrs. Young and stated it is wise to have someone ready who knows about the Community Development.

Ms. Miele made a motion to reduce line item 76072 by $10,000 to be able to increase the brick street line item. She stated how important this is to take care of our brick streets. Mr. Noviello seconded the motion.
Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Ms. Miele made a motion to increase the brick street line item 76073 by $10,000. 
There was a discussion of the deterioration of our brick streets, that last a lot longer than the paved streets.

Mr. Smith seconded the motion.
Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mr. Noviello stated on page 37, RCAP to decrease from 1.50 to 1.25 million.  Mrs. Katz seconded it.

Dr. Williamson stated to clarify this this is for the actual grant received.

. Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

 Mr. Noviello made the motion on page 38 to decrease line item 82014 by $250,000  Ms. Miele seconded it. 
There was a discussion about the RCAP dollars and the actual money and estimate, and other sources that we are expecting.  Mr. Nichols stated the amendments are in order.

. Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

 Mr. Noviello made the motion on page 38 to decrease line item 82014 by $250,000  Ms. Miele seconded it. 

Mr. Noviello made the motion to decrease Bowman Field by $200,000 …Ms. Miele seconded it.

Mr. Nichols explained the changes that are being made at Bowman Field.  

Mrs. Katz asked quickly the new seating will come about and Mr. Nichols answered that some of the seats . will be replaced right now…the box seats will take a little longer, maybe next season.  
 Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

 Mr. Noviello made the motion on page 38 to decrease line item 82014 by $250,000  Ms. Miele seconded it. 

Mr. Noviello made a motion to decrease RCAP by $200,000.  Mr. Allison seconded the motion.

Ms. Miele stated we should be decreasing one of the other lines…Mr. Pawlak stated to decrease the bond proceeds…Mr. Noviello and Mr. Allison withdrew their motions.

Mr. Noviello made a new motion to decrease bond proceeds from $400,000 to $200,000 and Ms. Miele seconded the motion.

Dr. Williamson stated we spent less because we received less so that's why the motion was made.

Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mrs. Katz made a motion to increase special events line item 46902 by $5000.  Mr. Henderson seconded it
Mrs. Katz stated we are showing a revenue with special events and Jess has promised us to show an income.

Ms. Miele stated she is glad to see it and we have to have Recreation and Special Events together.

Mr. Henderson stated he thinks this is entirely possible something we all look forward to.
Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mrs. Katz made the motion to decrease line item 78024 Special Events on the Expense side by $5,000.  Mr. Noviello seconded it.

Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mrs. Katz made the motion on page 20, line item 51010 salaries, to decrease by $2476. Mrs. Katz stated Jess will hire an Ameri-corp person…Mr. Noviello seconded it.

Mr. Noviello stated he has had some experience with Ameri-corp and we have an opportunity to take advantage of this.

Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Dr. Williamson said Jess will bring a lot of energy and new ideas for the Recreation Department.  The $10,000 increase will bring us an opportunity to bring more money into the City.

Mr. Smith made a motion on line item 64010, to increase to $725.  The rationale is looking at the numbers how they were derived and the number of laptops, backup power supplies and this stops in City Hall.  We have no backup pieces of equipment whatsoever. We have very old equipment. So this will help case we get a power bump. Mr. Henderson seconded the motion.

Dr. Williamson asked for comments or questions.

The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mr. Smith made a motion to decrease line item 64011 under software, by $7500.  Mrs. Katz seconded it.

Mr. Smith stated that was going to be used for the license and software for controlling our website which will give access to certain individuals….

Mr. Henderson asked if this software is exclusively for the website?  Mr. Smith said no,

Mr. Wray answered this has nothing to do with the web site, this is a way of securing access to preventing viruses. This controls everybody in the city that uses the Internet. Some people have more access than others. There was a conversation about users fees and Mr. Wray stated he tries to stretch out payments.
Ms. Miele asked if this was on going and Mr. Wray answered yes.  There was a discussion about the software and the capability.  
The amendment was carried with six yes roll call votes.  The vote was 6 to 1..

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted no, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mr. Smith made a motion to reduce line item 64010 by $19,175, which would leave a number of $15,825.  Mr. Smith stated we will be creating two lines for web hosting and web development. He spoke about the cyber security software.  He spoke about cyber attacks…and the risks involved.  He spoke about the 311 App that we are committed to and we will be in the second year.
Mr. Henderson seconded it.

  Mr. Henderson stated we were talking about this and we were considering the means are new website, would this be included in this contract services?

Mr. Wray answered yes and he broke it down over a 3 year period….. He spoke about all the options.

Mr. Henderson asked if we were to contract at the new development site it would cost $6000?

  Mr. Wray inaudible.  Mr. Henderson asked if we reduced this line, would Mr. Wray still have the money to do this.  Mr. Wray answered no, not with the money he is taking from me, looks like we will kick the can down the road.

  Mr. Smith stated there are two more motions that are coming up on the website situation. We are going to create a line for web hosting and maintenance fund.  Mr. Henderson was concerned if we will have enough money to do a website.

  Dr. Williamson stated there will be a recognition of transparency. Mr. Smith stated we have talked about this website that there's never been hours of discussions and that's what needs to be done.. He feels it's going to require that we take a hard look at what the website is supposed to be and how it is supposed to be done and call companies in….it’s not a template that companies come in with.  Granted take a lot of input from everyone to see what we want our website to do and how it's going to work. There was a lengthy discussion on websites and the time that we need to look at it.
  Mr. Henderson stated he just wanted to make sure we have the funds to do it and the sooner the better because we do need to get a good website.

  Mr. Smith stated that all departments have their priorities and we have to take a look at our priorities and talk more about it website.

  Mr. Henderson asked if $3000 is sufficient, or are there other options available for us?

Dr. Williamson stated in addition to the $1900 for maintenance.

  Mr. Wray answered right now we are still paying Impact…. There was discussion about the fact that we don't know the contract and we have never seen the contract, in which it was stated that we paid them $400 a year.
Dr. Williamson asked Mr. Wray to answer Mr. Henderson’s question, in terms of how far does $3000 get us?

  Mr. Wray stated not very far, but we can have things split out over three or four years.  

Mayor Campana asked him to provide the name of the company that he has been looking into.

Mr. Wray stated the cheapest one we got was from Michigan…. He continued to explain how their websites work., And now they have different models for different things.

Dr. Williamson asked Mr. Lubin if we would have to bid this out?

  Mr. Lubin stated it is under 19,400.  

Mr. Henderson stated if we were to pass this motion, would we be able to have a contract for a new web development? Can we use that money for a contract with the web company?  Is that legal for us to use that for that line item?

  Dr. Williamson stated the process for how the money gets spent is different from is the money available, we will have to have all the branches of government taken.  He suggested we should have a line item specific.

There was additional discussion as to appreciation of the research from the IT department, but we put a lot of money into the website that we have and it is not functional in a lot of ways.
  Mr. Wray explained the issues that Janice brought to him on Nov. 20 and he called about 10 or 15 times and when he got a hold of them, they were supposed to be changes made, and none of the changes have been made.

Dr. Williamson stated when the bill comes in February, please let him know if things have been fixed.

Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mr. Smith made a motion to create a new line called web host and maintenance fund and that will be funded with $1,900 we will place that on page 27.
Ms. Miele seconded it.

  Mr. Henderson questioned Mr. Wray if we had a website already in place, would that $1900 be sufficient for the hosting?

  Mr. Wray answered setting aside the $1,900 would not be enough because we still have to pay our original website, if we move forward, they are going to bill us, so we have to maintain our current website until they are ready to make a switch.  There was a discussion about it taking 15 weeks.

Mr. Henderson asked but ideally $1900 would be sufficient.

Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes

Mr. Smith made a motion to create a line item called web development fund and add $3,000 for that new line item.

Mr. Noviello seconded it.

Ms. Miele stated she like the concept of transparency here, and to line it out it is very important.

  Mr. Henderson asked if the $3000 is enough to start the process with the new company?

  Mr. Wray answered, they may be flexible, he will have to make it work to get the cost down….. There are things we can add and subtract to make it work.

  Mr. Henderson stated he thinks that is very important, and his interest is that we can at least initiate the process and as time goes on to make different upgrades.  There was additional discussion about exactly what a new company can do with $3000.

  Dr. Williamson stated if we need to find extra money, we will be able to find what we need later on.

Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

  Mr. Smith wanted to make it clear that we have good communications between the IT department, the finance department and the public works department. He asked Mr. Wray to come to let with issues and communicate with the departments. He suggested that Justin comes once a month and update the committees.

  Mr. Wray stated he has asked Impact for a contract or maintenance agreement and hasn’t received anything, he stated we have spent an additional $5,000 in the last three years.  

  Dr. Williamson stated he wanted everyone to know where talking about two separate things, we have a problem with our current website, and we have to find resources to fix things while looking for something else.  Mr. Wray has told us either with this company or another company to look at what it will cost.  

Mrs. Katz stated that every time there is a problem, it cost us more money, so are we going to spend that kind of money for a company that is in giving us the support and charges us for everything that we change.

Mr. Smith again asked Justin to come to the public works meeting and discuss this website, and work with this current company, and maybe we can negotiate, sometime in January.
Mr. Smith stated on line item 79530 police training, I'd like to make a motion to increase that by $3000. There will be $34,400 in the training budget now. Mrs. Katz seconded it.

  Dr. Williamson stated we remain aware close to the industry standard for training budget, but it is a young force and we could use this increase.
Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes
Mr. Allison stated on page 3, the transfer to other funds, made a motion to create a line called pool repairs capital funds in the amount of $2,000.  Ms. Miele seconded it.

  Mr. Noviello stated we have put a lot of money into pool repairs so having an extra cushion there is better. 

Mr. Henderson stated that's good for us to set aside some money from our general fund now so we don't have to take money out later.

Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mr. Allison stated on 44, he made a motion to create a line called pool repairs and add $2000. This is to show that transfer. Mrs. Katz seconded it.

 Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mr. Allison stated on page 4, 41100 real estate, he made a motion to decrease the real estate tax .10 mils which is $88,105… Mr. Noviello seconded it.

  Dr. Williamson stated this is particularly made possible by the business privilege recovery that was made possible this year, through the tax audit program.

Mr. Allison wanted to commend all the Department heads for doing their jobs and holding the line on all the expenses.  

Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mr. Henderson made a motion on page 24, he would like to combine line 74010 & 74020, and making a new line called Insurance Commercial policies and add $321,000.   Mrs. Katz seconded it.

Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mr. Henderson stated on page 26, in effort to bring our HR in-house, so he made a motion to reduce contract services, line 76060 by $95,000.  Ms. Miele seconded it.

Dr. Williamson stated this is consistent with the recommendation of the administration.

Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Mr. Henderson made a motion to increase personnel services line to $80,000 (total line). Mrs. Katz seconded it.
Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.
Ms. Miele made a motion on page 40, the City Hall Operating Budget,…to look at updates to City Hall and make adjustments.  So the motion is to decease line item 82020 by $34,000.  (machinery & equipment).  Mr. Allison seconded it.

  Dr. Williamson explained to the public that we have been in discussion about the aging infrastructure of this building and the limitations in terms of meeting the needs of the citizens of Williamsport. We know that each of the facilities needs significant investments and even with those investments, we made significant review of thinking about the steps that rip require to determine our long-term interests.

Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.
The amendment was carried with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Ms. Miele voted yes, Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Mr. Henderson voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes and Dr. Williamson voted yes.

Ms. Miele made a motion to increase line 79550, contingency by $34,000….Mr. Allison seconded it

Dr. Williamson asked for question or comments.

The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Dr. Williamson asked for a motion to adopt the ordinance in first reading.

  Dr. Williamson asked if there were any questions on this ordinance

Mr. Allison made a motion to make an amendment to reduce the tax rate to .25 mils, from 14.82 to 14.72.  Mrs. Katz seconded it.
  Dr. Williamson stated that any tax increases difficult, but a quarter mil increase, increases the revenue to the city by $218,000, by comparison in terms of things that we do not control in our budget, the largest two departments are the Police Department and insurance.  He asked for a vote on the ordinance in first reading.  

The amendment to the tax Ordinance was carried in first reading with seven yes roll call votes.  The vote was 7 to 0. All were in favor.

Resolution Awarding the 2017 Trash Removal Contract for the City of Williamsport

Mr. Cillo stated this is to award the 2017 Trash removal for the City of Williamsport.  The bid opening was November 21, and there were two bids submitted. The first one is from Fred Hamm, of Jersey Shore. in the amount of $22,519.30.  The other one was Bower disposal of Williamsport, $23,571.  Fred Hamm was the low bidder, this is for Street can, Park cans and this was read by the finance committee.
  Ms. Miele, stated Finance reviewed this and send it light of Council with a positive recommendation. This was slightly over $1000 from last year, and my understanding is that this is a fixed amount for a fixed amount of collection and if we do have greater needs we can add to our trash pickup for separate billing.

  Mr. Smith stated this came to public safety and it is a far better way to dispose of these items instead of using property room.com. There were several pages showing us how this firm does this. Many years ago, the city had public auctions. We sent this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.

  Ms. Miele stated Finance also sent this to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation. It seems like a positive thing and hopefully we will see some return from it.

  Mr. Noviello stated this agreement does not preclude us to donating bicycles.

Dr. Williamson asked for a vote.
