The Cooley Studio did televise the meeting.  The invocation was given by Councilman Randy Allison and was immediately followed by the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

     Approval of the December 1 & December 3, 2014, City Council Meeting minutes were approved upon the motion of Mr. Allison and Mrs. Katz second and a roll call of six yes votes.  Ms. Miele was absent.  The vote was 6 to 0. There were no questions or comments.  
Presentation – Original Little League National Register of Historic Places

Mr. Bill Kelly stated this is a great occasion,  it is my last official duty as a member of the Lycoming County staff. The national register of historic places lists of properties recognize further significance in American history. This makes us eligible for state and federal grants. 42 years ago this building was approved as an natural historic site, there are 19 sites in the City of Williamsport.  On December 3, the original Little League field was added to that list. We set our sights on this goal to bring recognition to the place where Little League was born.  He recognized all the people involved with the research and what was done to get this historic register done.  It is an honor to prepare and present this to the State, and we have been approved to this nomination.  He showed the public a picture of this new natural treasurer.  These certificates represent what we will be getting in the future.   Mr. Kelly acknowledged everyone involved.

WHEREAS, Richard A. Walker joined the Williamsport Sun-Gazette on July 26, 1982 where he worked as a writer, reporter, and, most recently, an editor; and,

WHEREAS, Richard A. Walker reported and covered Williamsport City government and City Hall from April of 1997 until November of 2010; and,

WHEREAS, Richard A. Walker was known for his journalistic integrity, fair reporting, willingness to listen to all points of view, and his sense of humor; and,

WHEREAS, Richard A. Walker , was truly respected and appreciated as a journalist by many of those serving in Williamsport City Government and his stories and reporting were integral to providing the residents of the City of Williamsport with valuable insight into the issues of the day; and,

WHEREAS, Richard A. Walker was synonymous with solid reporting and journalistic integrity through his years of service to our community and the Williamsport Sun-Gazette; and,

WHEREAS, City Council hereby recognizes the significant contributions to our community through this Resolution .

Now THEREFORE, at our meeting assembled this 18th day of December 2014, City Council does hereby acknowledge and express on behalf of the citizens of the City of Williamsport our deep appreciation and gratitude for the innumerable contributions of Richard A. He stated he always liked the twinkle of humor in his eye about humorous situations.  He thanked Mr. Hall for initiating resolution.
  Mr. Allison stated he could second everything that has been said.  He was a wonderful person and had a heart for people and cared for people.  He let people know the facts in a human way.  He stated he appreciates the Press and the job that have to do.  
  Mrs. Katz stated she would remember Rick at the end of each Council meeting…he was always cool, calm and collective and a gentlemen and will be missed.

These two candidates will exhaust the current civil service list which was not set to expire until May 2016.  He gave a brief biography of each candidate.
  Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the resolution.

Ordinance #6269
An Ordinance Adopting Various Operating Budgets for the City of Williamsport including the General Fund, Utility Fund, WBT Capital Projects, Capital Projects Fund, Liquid Fuels Fund, City Hall Operating Fund, WBT Planning, Unemployment Compensation Fund, Debt Service Fund, Trade & Transit Center, and Act 13 Fund(final reading) Bill #1636-14
The City Clerk read the ordinance in short form.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve this ordinance in final reading.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Mrs. Katz.

  Mr. Nichols stated, first the Mayor wanted me to extend to all of you in the viewing public, the best to all of you, the best holiday wishes, he could not be here because of an illness in his family.  He then stated that there is an updated budget ordinance incorporating the proposed changes made by council in the last meeting. There is a new comparative equity statement which shows and unassigned ending balance of $246,053,  

  Dr. Williamson stated that he had two sets of proposed motions……. In the end the transfers we made, ended up more than the 700 some thousand revenue so I am going to offer several motions to help correct that.  The first motion I would like to make is to move $6,500 from police vehicle purchases from page 43…… Mrs. Katz seconded the motion.
  Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the motion.

The amendment was carried six yes roll call votes.  Ms. Miele was absent.  The vote was 6 to 0.

Dr. Williamson made a motion to reduce Grafius Run mitigation, by $5000.  And change the word rehabilitation to mitigation.  
Mr. Allison seconded it.

The amendment was carried with six yes roll call votes.  Ms. Miele was absent.  The vote was 6 to 0.

Dr. Williamson then made a motion to increase line 78540, vehicle lease purchase, by $6500.

Mr. Noviello seconded it.

The amendment was carried with six yes roll call votes.  Ms. Miele was absent.  The vote was 6 to 0.

Dr. Williamson stated on act 13, reduce the line street resurfacing by $11,500.  Mr. Noviello seconded it.
The motion was carried with five yes roll call votes.  The vote was 5 to 1.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted no.  Ms. Miele was absent.

Dr. Williamson made a motion to take the personnel services on page 26, all the lines of $82,808 and reduce all of those lines   

Mr. Allison seconded the motion.

Mrs. Katz asked if we received a resignation letter from Michelle?

Mr. Nichols answered we are working on that with the solicitor's, it is a personnel issue and there are circumstances that we're dealing with. This is what we need to move forward.

Mrs. Katz asked if it was okay to do this.

Mr. Smith answered yes.

Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the amendment.

The amendment was carried with six yes roll call votes.  Ms. Miele was absent.  The vote was 6 to 0.

Dr. Williamson stated he would like to make a motion to add the line contract services on page 26 under purchase of services, and fund that with $82,808. 

Mr. Noviello seconded it.

The amendment was carried with six yes roll call votes.  Ms. Miele was absent.  The vote was 6 to 0.

Mr. Hall asked if there were any other changes.

Mr. Allison stated on page 12, under the Mayor's office, last week we've been used citizens Corps Council by $2500. I would like to make a motion to restore thousand dollars to that line item.

Mr. Noviello seconded it.

Mrs. Katz asked what the money will be used for.

  Mr. Jeff Reeder, just to let you know, the citizens Corps Council Williamsport has been into effect since 2008. We are a 501(c)(3) tax-exempt organization. We are involved in several different aspects of the safety of Williamsport. We do provide training through the County with the citizens emergency response team  we are very involved in neighborhood watch aspects. As far as the monies are concerned, we are fortunate in the city to have a lot of citizens that have that forward and take it upon themselves to organize and look out for each other and each other's neighborhoods. They have spent their own money out of their own pockets. We are talking printing advertising photo copies.  It is difficult when we asked people to step forward and provide their services and then asked them to make this happen, because they also will have to put forth their own money.  This is a way for us to continue our efforts and reach out to more city citizens where we do have problems. We work very closely with the police department and we are ball with the new rental ordinance we have definitely cleaned up some bad issues in the city of Williamsport. We would appreciate any help you could give us from this point out.
Mrs. Katz mentioned, maybe you can have some of your copying done here at City Hall.

  Dr. Williamson asked how this is done, is it reimbursement or is it here’s the money.

  Mr. Nichols answered if you want to make a recommendation or stipulate how you intend or what your intent is in terms of budgeting that amount of money, it could be a straight out donation or you could stipulate that you want receipts and the money will be spent accordingly.

  Mr. Hall stated there is a sub recipient agreement that we have used in the past, so we might just follow that process.

  Mr. Nichols stated yes we can craft some sort of agreement like that.

  Dr. Williamson stated last week when he voted to remove it, it is because this is a very very tight budget and the difficulty in figuring things out, how do you do what you always done, this is a new initiative.    
  Mr. Hall stated this year, I voted against having that money for the citizens core last week, simply because we are looking at, it is a matter of the numbers. The numbers say to me that in a year when we are trying to cut to the bone, and in the year that we are raising taxes, it is not a good idea to add expenditure lines.  He added for a vote on the motion.

The amendment was carried with five yes roll call votes. The vote was 5 to 1.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted no.  Ms. Miele was absent.

  Mr. Smith said he wanted to make a comment concerning the Act 13 money.  Last year we agreed to put that in an escrow account and this year we did the same thing. Today I was speaking to a local official who works closely with Harrisburg, and apparently there is information out there, that the new governor maybe putting a moratorium on passing out the impact fee dollars. We know that he had talked about a severance tax, but I don't know what the legalities of what he may be doing, but if that would occur and we had this dollars in there for salaries, we could be burned.  We did the right thing.
  Mr. Hall stated he agrees with Mr. Smith.

Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the budget on second reading.

The ordinance does carry with six yes roll call votes.  The vote was 6 to 0.  Ms. Miele was absent.
Ordinance #6270
An Ordinance of the City of Williamsport, County of Lycoming & the  Commonwealth of PA Fixing the Tax Rate for All City Purposes for the Year 2015(final reading) Bill #1637-14
The City Clerk read the ordinance.

Mr. Hall asked for a motion to adopt this ordinance.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Smith.

  Mr. Allison stated we spoke a lot about this last week, we talked about the dollars and cents and the driving force as to why we have to raise taxes this year. We spoke about a future that is uncertain as far as some things, we do know that costs are going to continue to go up.. The other side of it is the effect that these cumulative tax increases, about the governing bodies are raising taxes at the same time. Some people don't have the luxury of budgeting that extra 100 or 200 or $300 per year. At some point, there is a tipping point where the community can not sub stain that and they will not sub stain that. I think for myself, that is going to weigh heavily on me going into the future. We don't have a lot of choices because 75 to 80% of the budget is salaries, and benefits and those kinds of fixed costs. You cannot change those things, so we have two options, that is bring in more money or reduce expenses. I can't say I am hopeful for action at the state legislation, right now third class cities are feeling the crunch. We need the state to make some hard choices and decisions about things that the state put into motion years ago. Now it is bringing forth fruit that is bitter for a lot of people. We do need a solution at that level. We are going to be faced with some very hard choices in the future.  I expect in the future the citizens are going to make their voices heard loudly and clearly.

  Mr. Hall stated I would note the one mill increase, that 600,000 of that is going to public safety, that is police in terms of salaries and $50,000 that we set aside for the federal cops grant.  The rest of it is going to cover the previously budgeted money from rentals that the state says we can not collect.  None of it is being used or any other of those programs, it is being used for the police department. He asked for a vote on the ordinance.

The ordinance carried with six yes roll call votes.  The vote was 6 to 0.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes, Mr. Hall voted yes, and Ms. Miele was absent.

An Ordinance – Transfer Ordinance(final reading) Bill #1638-14

The City Clerk read the ordinance.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the ordinance.

  Mr. Nichols stated no comment.

Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the ordinance.

I am here tonight on behalf of the Mayor and the developer, to restate the Chamber and the visitor’s Bureau support what has been known as destination 2014. We believe strongly that this will be a critical project for the future, not only in downtown Williamsport for the entire city, in fact the entire County. These are the types of projects, that we need to have if we are to remain competitive in this world. You hear a lot of talk here tonight about the state, and the tax system. We can do certain things to make this a better community a community that young people want to live in and young people want to stay.  This will be done by a great local developer with all local talents and ties and we are proud to support it and urge you to support it as well..

  Mr. Hall thanked him and went on to the resolution pertaining to the development project.
Resolution #8392
Resolution Authorizing the Execution of a Development Agreement Between the City of Williamsport & LHP Management Co, LLC

The City Clerk read the resolution.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Mr. Allison made the motion and it was seconded by Dr. Williamson.

  Mr. Nichols stated as you know this agreement and destination 2014 project continues to be a top priority to the Mayor and his administration. Because of his passion for the city and his project, he was disappointed that he couldn't be here tonight but his administration is pleased to present this final version the Williamsport and LHP Management Co, LLC.  I'm writing you should have received a copy of the agreement followed by a complete set of the exhibits.  The administration had the agreement finished with the recommendations of City Council.  Many people worked long hard with a lot of effort to finish this project.

  Mr. Hall stated in terms of Council, we first saw this agreement on November 17 where we met in executive session, what we received, there were about 34 different questions about the 24 page document itself. We had to go back and insert and change some of the recommendations made by the developer, made by all seven members of Council and the administration.  He stated he met with the mayor and told him that we would meet and get this done before the end of the year.  As Council members know, we have received e-mail after e-mail after e-mail, about this update and that update,, red line versions etc.  he was not a situation where Council was uncooperative and sitting on its hands.  We were not just sitting there waiting for something to happen, it was a situation where every single member of Council was involved in the final product. I think we have good project here tonight and I hope that it carries.
  Mr. Smith asked if the development agreement that was given to us this evening, the final agreement?

  Mr. Nichols stated, I will defer to the city clerk.

  Janice Frank, City Clerk stated yes, what you have before you is the final document.

  Mr. Smith asked everyone involved one by one, if the agreement is satisfactory to everyone.  They answered yes.  

  Dr. Williamson explained the whole process of communications that has been happening and he thanked all who were involved. 
  Mr. Dan Klingerman, I think it's important that everyone understands the commitment that I made in our executive session and with each of you individual as we would be very transparent in what we have.  The last design of our building was merely done because we could not move forward and give assure about a piece of land that is on the property that we do not own or control.  The individual who owns this has been very cooperative, and I asked my design team to give us a new design.  We are just reducing the square footage.  The reduction of our square footage basically redesigns the building and it wraps around the existing arena, and we have the ability to build an additional soccer field.  We did hire a consulting firm who will be operating this facility for S. As of Monday they are training our general manager for this facility. If all goes well in November of 2015 we will be open for business. The scope of our project has been reduced about 6000 ft.². He spoke about the design of the facility and wanted people to understand they re-designed and are excited about the project and the commitment.   The primary focus will be soccer, flag football, baseball, volley ball, basketball and golf.
  Dr. Williamson asked about the funding of the project….the solicitor told us they is an additional funding agreement between the Parking Authority, another ½ million dollars funded from the Parking Authority’s borrowing funds.  

  Dr. Anthony Cipolla, chairman of the Williamsport parking authority.  

  Mr. Scott Williams, attorney, the Parking Authority will be making a land purchase.
  Dr. Cipolla stated we are still under executive session with this. There is also a situation where we are trying to extend the lease arrangement to maintain current parking levels.

  Mr. Smith asked Mr. Nichols about the State funding for this project, the second concrete that were going to receive those dollars or could those dollars be in jeopardy?
  Mr. Nichols stated I've never seen that happen before, still I don't know of any situation with a pullback any RCAP money.  Once the funds are committed that is certainly can be taken as a done deal.  I can't really attest if the new governor is going to continue with the RCAP program.

 Mr. Smith asked what is our liability to the developer if we don't receive the state dollars?

  Mr. Nichols answered we took the RCAP dollars under our control and swapped with the developer, if you lost the RCAP, you will lost Streetscape project…… He ran on to state the significant parts that would be curtailed.

  Mr. J. David Smith stated on paragraph 9 –top of  page 10 and it says based on the conditional guarantee set forth herein is the parties understanding and agreement that the city's commitment is contingent upon the Williamsport parking authority receiving $3million in RCAP funds. This was an add on to the new agreement. 

Mr. Noviello wanted to note that all the right people have gotten together for all the right reasons.  He wanted to take a moment to thank all the people involved.

  Mr. Hall asked for a vote on the resolution.

The resolution was carried with six yes roll call votes.  The vote was 6 to 0.  Mr. Noviello voted yes, Mr. Allison voted yes, Mr. Smith voted yes, Mrs. Katz voted yes, Dr. Williamson voted yes and Mr. Hall voted yes.  Ms. Miele was absent.
Resolution #8393
Resolution to Amend an Agreement for Legal Services for the City of Williamsport

The City Clerk read the resolution.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to approve the resolution.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.
  Mr. Nichols stated, this is approve an amendment to the current Ballad Spahr agreement for the current year. They went from $62,000-$45,000. We budgeted our average amount, 2014 was one of those years requiring the increase in the cap.  We are asking for your approval in next year's budget we are only budgeting $30,000.

  Dr. Williamson stated when the things we asked for was a breakdown of what the money went to in terms of particular issues that they helped us with over the course of the year. We were informed that they will attend a Council meeting sometime in January to give us an accounting of the projects that are costing us dollars.  Finance passed it to the full body of Council with a positive recommendation.

  Mr. Hall asked for any more comments or questions

Resolution #8394
Resolution to Award a Consulting Agreement Between the City of Williamsport & Felice Associates, Inc.

The City Clerk read the resolution.
Mr. Hall asked for a motion to adopt the resolution.

Dr. Williamson made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Allison.

  Mr. Nichols stated with the absent of our current HR director, the Mayor has been exploring options going forward. This resolution represent the administration's recommendation as discussed. This resolution authorizes the administration of Felice Associates with the City with a full-time director of human resources for the rest of this year.  This will provide us the opportunity to upgrade all our personnel functions. As provided in the budget, RVT will be combined with the City’s budget.  The Mayor is asking for your approval.

  Dr. Williamson stated from a purely finance perspective this makes sense, with the remainder being picked out and paid for through RVT's budget who will share in the office. From a human resources standpoint, the unfortunate retirement from the administration, gives us time to think through exactly how we should deal with human resources and the city and the value that this provides is that we have, not just in individual but an organization backing up the individual that will work in City Hall and RVT on a full-time basis. So we will have an HR professional in City Hall that will be able to review and enhance all of our operations, but that individual will have the backing of a larger organization that has expertise behind it far beyond what any individual in this position would typically have. There is a real value added and there's value added that no net cost increased to the city. Finance passed this to the full body Council with a positive recommendation.

  Mr. Allison stated that this person will live in the city.

  Mr. Nichols stated no, they will look locally and we will have the ability to interview one or two candidates to make sure we get the best fit. If someone is relocating from outside the area and were going to request that they live in the city.

  Mrs. Katz stated I know this is sorely needed, and we have missed Michelle, but the only question I have is that this is a contract with this company, why are we still paying on the health insurance if this is a contract.

  Mr. Nichols, if this was an all exclusive contract we'd be paying a lot more. We wanted to make this very simple that the amount that is being paid contractually is simply for the HR director and support services in the background.

  Mr. Hall asked did all this transpire in the last seven days, is there reason why we did not see this in the first reading of the budget?

  Mr. Nichols answered, my approach was we were going to use the line items as established and once the salary portion was approved, RVT will pick it up.

  Dr. Williamson stated it is a contracted service.  

   Mr. Hall asked if there were any more questions.
